c general name of the "Lava

Beds," Is a vast region of volcanic
formation, and was doubtless
caused by tbe same great convul-
sion of nature, yet there ls a dis-
Unot natural separation, and the
present struggle is several hundred
miles from the scenes ot the Modoc
massacres. This volcanic region
covers a considerable portion oi

Eastern Oregon, something of
Northern Nevada and Utah, span-
ing the whole of Southern Idaho,
bearing northward iuto Montana
and over tbe borders ofthe Yellow-
stone Park, In Wyoming; a vast
ares, a very empire in itself, and,
for the most part, practically unin-
habitable. Tbe most rugged and
impassable of these masses of
moulton rock aud earth are, per-
haps, found in Eastern Oregon; here
the springs and sources of water
supply were dried up or sunk and

: the water courses turned aside and
bow run far away from what was
one* Ui«u natural channels, by
some convulsion of nature. Abou
tbe only water tobe bad is in pool
formed by melting soow, and they
too, disappear when the snow 1
gone. In Idaho they are generally
more level and passable, wagoi
roads and trails traverse them ii
many directions. What is no
great beds of lava, piled up with thi
utmost oonfusion, is fine sane
mingled with ashes, strongly im

i pregnated with alkali. Hers nisi
a scaroity of water is often tbi
cause of intense suffering to thosi
who find it necessary to cross tin
Inhospitable locality under a burn
ing Summer sun.

gion of terror to tbe em
Igrants; they always antic-
ipated trouble while passing
this veritable death valley, am.
rarely were they disappointed. All
that was left ofmany a large trait
ot the early pioneers were what
few remains of an outfit tbat could
not be dragged down to Salt Lake
and sold, aud the bleaching bones
oftbe people tbat had been butch-
ered In these terrible wastes.

On the south tbis region it
bounded by the Fort Hall 01

Bnako River valley, which has beet
termed tbe sage desert of the moun-
tains. Through this for manj
weary leagues, courses the Snake
River, deep down in the bowels o
the earth, making it a matter o
exceeding difficulty to get wate
out of it. Across this desert tt
tbe north and west, is the valley o
Qodiu's, or Lost River. Guidei
by the deceptive mirage which st

-often leads the travel-worn ant
Weary emigranton tobitter disap
point ment, lie pushes on in searcl
of water and glass so plain to hi
seen in imagination in tlie diir
distance; after many hours ofpain
ful toiling through tbe broilingsut
and blistering sauds, be finds, ot
reaching the river, tbat there ls nt
water there aud uo green things 01
Its banks, destitute, dry and forbid
ding?he had got only dead sea ap
pies for all his toil. Tbe bear
sinks like the waters of the river
and the courage of tbe stoutest
man almost fails at this realiza
tlon. The approach to this unpleas
ant place is alone: a roai
through the bed of lava jus
as nature in a fiery mood hai
thrown it up, walled up straight 01
either side aud true ns though madi
by man and leveled and paved wltl
granite. Through here there is vi
living thing except the scorpion
the rattlesnake and the horned toad
The whole region is strongly tug
gsstiveof the infernal regions, am
johen one reaches the river hi
'can only think of tbe Stj it, and in
\u25bcoluntsrily look for the mysterioui
ferryman to take him lo the ol In-
shore. With all these surrounding
ft require* but little stretch of tin
imagination to smell the fumes o
boriiingsulphur and other diaboli
cal substances: tit place for deeds o
.violence und robbery. Over thi
scene of desolation, as far aa tlx
eye can reach, on either side h
nothing but lava, thrown up likt
waves in v troubled sea. Th<
"Tbree Teetoua" are the only ele
vatetl tbl.igs to be seen. The lierct
glare of Ibe suu and the wretchet
surroundings make traveling
through here almost unbearable
Throughout tins country are nu
merous extinct volcanoes?greal
breathing holes of the infernal re-
lions; but having exhausted them-
(elves at a time beyond when In
Han tradition commences, are non
powerless and silent.

Dotted here und there, in close
troximlty to this fated locality in
Eastern Oregon and Southern
idaho, sre numerous lovely little
'alleys, where settlers have loca-
ed, and were contented and happy
a fancied security, chiefly engaged
\u25a0 raising flocks und herd- ft is
bese isolated and unprotected
daces tbat the murderous savages
re devastating; aud, as the whites

Wmt tw in number antl ho widely
\u25a0>.. Md, they will, if not suddeu-
Hbecked, accomplish great ruin,
Inaddition to the Indians fond-

for cattle aud horsestealing,

tbey regard the whites as legiti-
mate prey.

While Idaho was a great mining
country there were thousands of
hardy and fearless men among tbe
mountains and valleys, and the In-
dians very wisely held their peace
and were very civil, as the "Qua-
ker Policy" found very few advo-
cates among these hardy moun-
taineers. But when the mines be-
came exhausted and the miners nut
of the way, tbe Indians again be-
came troublesome and a terror to
tbe few wbo had settled to remain.
ItIs in this terrible region, so

faintly described, that the Indians,
now ou the war-path, hope to hide
after they have committed all tbe
depredations ou the exposed fron-
tier that time will permit. It Is
resorted to and every turn aud trail
Is known to the many tribes wbo
surround it?the Crows, Blackfeet,
Bloods, Suakes, Shoshones, Piutes,
Bauuocks, and many others; the
Bannocks being, at (ho present
time, the most murderous and
troublesome; but ludiau outbreaks
are contagious. The best appoint-
ed army in tbe world would wage
au unequal strife Inthis sulphurous
region with the wily savages, who
are always armed with the best
guns and mounted on ponies that
uever seem to tire, it will be a
difficult matter to overtake and
chastise, but they may be crowded
to tbe North and E*st and Hnd a
welcome haven over the British
borders, as did Sitting Bull.

The white soldiers cannot sub-
sist like Indiaus on a few pieces of
jerked buffalo meat and dried
camas, but are compelled to carry
civilized provisions along witli
them suflicleot to last through a
campaign; and to do this they cer-
tainly ought not to be hampered
for want of transportation facili-
ties, as were our forces in the last
Indian war.
