THE MURDER OF THE PAL-
MERTONS.

Particulars of ths Fiendish Act-TM MarJertr
Oipturid and Lynclnd.

Deputy Sheriff J. A. Berry, of
Pomona, who was in the city yes-
terday, gives tha following addi-
tional particulars of the murder of
Mr. aud Mrs. Palmertou at Sin
Jacinto, on Friday la.it, a short ac-
oount of which was given
in the telegraphic columns of
last Sunday's HERALD. It
seems that a Mexican, whose name

is not known, called at the house
of an old man and woman on the
evening stated and asked for some-
thing to eat. The lady supplied
him with victuals which be pro-
ceeded to make awuy with, taking

his station ou the wood pile near
the bock door. In the meantime,
the man camo in from the field
where he had been at work, and
taking a bucket of water, sat down
upon the door step and pro-
ceeded to wash his feet.
While he was thus engaged, the
Mexican, actuated by some fiendish
purpose which can hardly be under-
stood, rushed upou him with an
axe, and killed him. The wretch
then went into the house and at-
tacked the old lady. He first aimed
a blow at her bead witli his axe.
She threw up ber right hand to
ward ofr the blow, and. iv so doing,
had the four fingers severed from
her baud. The man struck again,
tbis time cleaving the skull aud
leaving the poor old woman in-

sensible nt his feet, and fatally In-
jured. He then preceeded to ran-
sack the house, probably with the
intention ofrobbery, but the sudden
barking of a dog alarmed him
and he fled, without securing any
booty. It is thought that he either
made good his escape IntoLower
California or struck northward.
Tho authorities of San Bernardino
and of this county bave been on
the lookout for him, and it was a
search of this character which
brought our informant into town.
He had derived bis information
from Mr. White, a private citizen
of San Diego county, who bad come
up in hopes of tracking tbe mur-
derer. The two proceeded to look
through the Mission and the Monte,
but found no traces of the fugitive.
A report that lie came in on the
train from from Colton al-o proved
unfounded.

Constable, overtook and cupturei
In the San Jacinto mountains, Re
fugio Boca, the supposed murdeier
of Wm.

The prisone
had a preliminary trial on Mon
day, but, before any decision wa
given by the Justice, au armed
mob surrounded, took forcible pos
session of Ihe prisoner ami huo
him. There is no doubt but tba
they hung the right man.
