the Champs de Mars. The first
blow struck in the impending con-
flict was by one of the Mayot's
special constablep, who deliberately
assaulted with his baton a band-
man of the Prince of Wales Itilies,
named Wm. Sharp, at the corner
of Jacques-Cartier Square and
Notre-Dame street, without any
provocation as the regiment was
proceedingto its point of rendez-
vous. The special escaped arrest.
At 9 o'clock the whole military
force, consisting of live Infantry
regiments, ono corps of artillery
and troops ol' cavalry were drawn
up on the Champs do Mars under
Colonel Fletcher, awaiting tlie
arrival or Gen. Smythe.
