Philadelphia, 10 8; Chicago,
11; Baltimore, 7; Cincinnati,
21.3; St. Louis, 6.1; Sau Francisco,
16.3; Louisville, 20.0; Pittsburg,
30.1; Providence, 13.1; Cleveland,
15.1, Indianopoleß, 8: New Haven,
26; Syracuse, 21.4. Cities that have
gained: New Orleaus, 4.10; Mil-
waukee, 19.1. Every consider-
able city in the coun-
try, excepting New Orleans
and Milwaukee, report smaller
exchanges for the first half ofJuly,
1878, than for the first half or July,
1877. The gain at Milwaukee
means only that tbe grain crop of
last year waa unusually small. The
Insignificant gain at New Orleans
is of interest only as it shows that
the crop is well cleared out by the
aid of the jetties in mid-Summer.
Yet discouraging as tbe separate
statements are, tbej indicate, when
analyzed, a condition of business
not wholly unsatisfactory. Out-
side of New York the decrease
in exchanges is less than the de-
cline in prices. Iv New York the
deorease lv exchange Is smaller

than after tho deductions for the
deciino in stock operations. It
would have been, ifother business
had been of equal magnitude with
that of last year, oven in values.

A codicil, dated
June -1, 1875, authorizes his wife
to carry on his mercantile business
for one year or less time after his
decease.
