Company he is sharged with enter-
ing a bid of $7,735 for 30,943 shares
and appropriating the stock; in
the DeHaro the amount of steck
delinquent is 22,404 shares and the
bid footed up to $6,000; in the Polo
Company the amount of stoek is
3354 aud the bid $5,031. The com-
plaint was &worn out by J, L.
Shields, Seecretary of the cem-
panies.

J. B. Armstrong has brought
suit in the Twelfth District Court
against the Safe Deposit Company
of San Francisco to recover £200,—
000. It isnlleged in the complaint
that, in May, 1877, the plaintiff
was the owner of six hundred
shares of the capital stock of the
company, which he held as
security for an advance of $20,000
made to J. C. Dunecan, he giving
his promissory note in ackunowl-
edgment.
