The Late Charles G. Mason.

We find the following brief biog-
raphy of the late Charles G. Ma-
son, of this city, who died suddenly
at San Francisco, July 28, in the
Arizona Citizen of August 2d:

known and respected for his hon-
esty and his energeticand industri-
ous nature. He had many warm
friends in this section, and these
were not forsaken by him in his
prosperity. Having nis affairs in
Arizona satisfactorily arranged, he
left with his family for Lins Auge-
les last May, where he had pur-
chased n handsome, home and
where it was his intention to pass
his latter days. He wasspared but
a briefl period to enjoy the com-
forts of his new home. On Friday
last he was called to San Francisco
on business; on Suturday and Sun-
day he complained of being un-
well, and he expired suddenly on
Sunday night of heart disease. A
