New York, Aug. 16.?Witness
said: We were well prepared for
trouble; we had determined that,
come what might, we would have I
no collision with U. 8. troops. I
was deloruiiued not to recognize
the Packard Government at all.
There is a conviction iv the mind*
of the people of Louisiana that nei-
ther Kellogg nor Packard were
elected Governor, although Kel-
logg served four years. We had
determined to lake the State Gov-
ernment by armed force from those
who held Itby r» rms of law. The
people of tho State and the Courts
recoguized the .Nichoils Govern-
ment.

New York, Aug. 15.'?John A.
Leoter, of New Orleans, oontiuurd
his testimony before the Potter In-
vestigating Committee to-day. He
said: When Andersou calltd on
me, after coming from East Feli-
ciana, be told me he had carried
out the programme as It was well
understood between Kellogg, An-
dersou and myself. The programme
was to keep colored Republicans
from voting. Each man had a pro-
gramme ot liis own. It was thought
best to exclude colored Republicans
from their vote, so that the Re-
turning Board could throw out the
whole Democratic vole of the
Parish, if necepsary. Tlie Re-
publican patty was de-
moralized then and wou'd have
been beaten. Anderson went
back to Eii-t Felecina and a peace-
able election was held. Anderson
told me that he did not mean to
make any protest until be found
cut how the land lay.

The attention of tho whole
country was being concentrated
on Louisiana, and Kellogg said it
was highly important to get a pro-
test out of Andersou before some of
Tllden's emissaries arrived there
and bought him up. I advised
Anderson not to make any protest
at ail. Auduraon and I agreed that
the Republican party was de-
feated, aud . we were sor-
ry for Hayes, uut glad
that Packartl was defeated.
We agreed, however, that though
defeated, the Republicans would
getin. In an interview wilh Kel-
logg", he said that no matter what
Anderson would do, h» would
count the State in favor of Hayes.
We agreed to Kellogit's plan
to count in Hayes. I knew
very well that Slieriian und tlie
visiting statesmen had come down
there to steal tiie State. I knew
they were after Anderson'* protest,
so that, after committing himself,
he could not go over to the
Democrats without perjuring him-
self. There was a glorious
prospect for Anderson, and Iknow
Unit lie could get anything he de-
manded forhie protest, which would
cause the vole of East Feliciana for
Tlldeit to be thrown out.
