Ho says that in his orchard he lias
apple trees which were set out lust
spring and which are now hearing
fruit, some of the trees having toil
apples."

Chief Harris got back from Sau-
ta Barbara per steamer Anoon yes-
terday, bringing with him tho fu-
gitives from justice, Petlibone and
Moad. Tho prisoners were glad to
get back to Lus Angeles, alleging
that the bill of fare at the Sauta
Barbara jaildid not suit their deli-
cute palates. Petlibone was ar-
rested under the alias of Reynolds,
and Mead went by the name of
Hidwell. They are both safely
lodged in the Los Angeles jail aud,
whether tbe fare suits them or not,
there they will have to stay until
their sentences are served out,
which will debar them from inter-
course with the outside world for
thirty days,with, in all probability,
one hundred days added In lieu of
the $100 fine imposed.

Death of Captain Beane.

Tiie friends ofCaptain Charles E.
Beaue were greatly shooked yester-

day afternoon on bearing that be
bad been fouud dead in his house
on tho Morris vineyard tract, near
Washington street. On Monday
Captain Beano had been one ofthe
Masonic excursion party to Ana-
helm and seemed to he in the best
of spirits throughout the day. As
soon as the news readied tho city
Coroner Hannon, accompauied by
Dr. Richardson anil other friends of
the decensed, visited the house.
Deceased was lying on bis bed as
though quietly sleeping. No evi-
dences of a struggle were apparent
anywhere. A volume of Shak-
speare, opened at tho fourth net,
fourth scene, of Hamlet?the lOeoe
in which the melancholy Dane
meets a detachment of thu army of
Norway under Captain Frontlbras.
After tiie officers of the army have
left him, Hamlet repeats a solil-
oquy, commencing as follows:
Hamlet?How all occasions do inform

against me,
And spur my dull revenge! What is a

man.
Ifhis chief good and market, or his lime
Be hut to sleep aud feed? a beast, nomore.

A slip of paper was also found
upon which was written, "Sleep-
ing, General. Bless you." This is
supposed to have been addressed to
his friend, General John M. Bald-
win, who was expected to arrive
from the East, by the train from
San Francisco, yesterday after-
noon.

THE INQUEST.
The remains were brought to the

undertaking rooms of E. Neitzke
& Co., where the following Jury
was empauneled and uu inquest
commenced last evening: M. Mor-
ris, J. Cohen, John Curtis, David
Main, E. Roberts, John HohaefTer,
and E. A. Owen.

The lirstwitness was A. J. King,
who testified that deceased was
born in the Slate of Maine. Age
about 30 years. Knows nothing
more.

Dr. N. P. Richardson testified:
I have known deceased nine years.
I heard he was dead, went to his
resilience With Dr. Hanuou,
found him dead. Saw a
piece of paper (shown to
jury), on which was writteu,
''Sleeping, General. Bless you."
Suppose it meant General Bald-
win, which indicates that lie was
aware of his approaching end,
which was probably by his own
hands. Examined the body, it
was still warm; indicated it was
dead but a short time, yet the dis-
coloration of the skin about the
neck and face, with foamiug from
the mouth, indicated the effects of
a narcotic. My impression Is that
deceased came to his death from an
overdose of morphine. I went to
the residence of deceased at about
3:30 o'clock to-day.

John J. Reynolds, sworn: I was
acquainted With deceased. I last
saw him go into his house last
night at about 10 o'clock. I had
been with him a little over an
hour previously. I took him from
Pearson's to Davo Wuldrou's, and
from thero to it is house; stopped
at Wahlron's two or three minutes,
whom he took a glass of beer. I
then started and look him to bis
owu house. We talked about half
an hour, when ho went into his
house. 1 waited till I heard him
shut tiie door behind him. (saw
some Mexicans at their own house
opposite. I did not notice any-
thing peculiar about him. I have
beeu taking him home about a
year. This was occasionally; that
is, when lie missed the car. He
was uever incapacitated from go-
ing to his home without assist-
ance, and was not inebriated tho
last time I saw him. Iacted mere-
ly as his genera! hackman.

David V. Wuldron sworn: As
near us 1 remember, at 3 o'clock
Mr. Stout, Superintendent uf the
Main street railway, came to my
house. I was iv conversation with
Mr. Peter Thompson, deceasetl's
iutimuto friend. Mr. Stout called
me one side and told me Captain
Beane was dead. Immediately I
went to Mr, Thompson and told
him the Captaiu was dead. Mr.
Stout did not want me to tell him,
hut I told Mr. Stout that Mr.
Thompson was one of Captain
Beane's intimate friends, and that
I must tell him, which I did. I
proposed then to Mr. Stout and
Mr. Thompson that we should pro-
ceed to Ills house aud break it
opeu, if necessary, to be sure
that he was dead, before we
made any report, which we did.
We proceeded to the house of Cap-
taiu Beane, found one of the car
drivers, Mr. Butler, at the door. I
proposed to break the door open. It
was locked, aud Mr. Butler broke
the corner out of a glass in the
door, and reached his hand in to
turn tho key, and opeuod the door.
A buuoli ofkeys wero hanging iv the
door, we saw them. I think I was
the lirst person who entered the
house. As Iwent iv all of tiie bal-
ance followed, who were as follows:
Mr. Stout, Mr. Butler, Mr. P.
Tlwimnson.and Mr. Duncan George,
of Wells-Fargo. Wo all put our
hands upou mm, und pronounced
him dead. lat that time discov-
ered this piece of paper here, aud a
wallet with Masouiu emblems. I
proposed aud did put this paper,
the wallet and keystone into my
pocket. This was objected to, autl
1 replaced them as near as I found
them as possible, and proceeded
then to town for tho Coroner and
Dr. Richardson. There wero no
papers discovered. Dr. Hannou
found tho paper. There were other
fragments of torn papers."

As Colonel J. U. Kastman, an in-
timate friend of deceased, made a
demautl for nn autopsy, the jury
adjourned till!) o'clock this morn-
ing, when a postmortem examina-
tion will be made.

The body of deceased retaiued
the natural heat for many hours
after death, which gave rise to a
rumor that Captain Beane was not
really dead, that it was merely a
case of suspended animation or
trance. This opinion was absurd,
us a number of experienced physi-
cians, some of whom were warm
personal frieuds of tbe deceased,
had examines the body and pro-
nounced that lifewas extinct.

Tin' o:i9o of Josie Williams, in-
dicted, for robbery, was remanded
to the next Grand Jury by the
County Judge, yesterday, ou the
ground that the last Grand Jury
failed to indict her under herproper
name, she being the wife of Mead,
one of the men found guilty of
keeping a house of illfame.

Mrs. Scott Siddons in Los Angeles.

We are advised that Mrs. Scott
Siddons will give several recitals
In Los Angeles about the first week
In September. She has just re-
turned from a series of triumphs in
Australia such as have graced her
advent iv every quarter of the
world, from Londou and New York
to Sidney and Melbourne. The re-
lationship of this lady to the Illus-
trious tragedienne who fascinated
tbe wits and men of intellect oftbe
end oftbe last and tho beginning
of tho present century, in London,
Is one of the least of Iter claims to
public recognition. In additiou to
being confessodly the handsomest
lady on the stage, Mrs. Scott Sid-
dous, lv the roles of Rosalind and
Juliet, and kindred characters, has
won a reputation as an actress
scarcely iuferior to that of her il-
lustrious relative and namesake.
It has been our good fortune to
have seen her in many of her fa-
mous impersonations, aud we shall
uot soon forget the charming im-
pression left by her dramatic gen-
ius, beauty and grace. Her Rosa-
liud was a revelation of all the sig-
nificances aud poetry of one of tbe
most exqlsite ofShakspeare's crea-
tions, while ber Juliet gave her a
fitting medium for displaying the
sympathetic and emotional cast of
her genius. Mrs. Scott Siddons Is
not only great as an actress, but as
a reader and elocutionist, as well.
We might regale our readers with
uumerous appreciative extracts
takeu from the Lontlon Times, the
leading New York journals and tbe
principal theatrical critics of tbe
world, but to do so is entirely un-
necessary. Her fame is world-
wide, it dates back several genera-
tions, and she is now in the merid-
ian of ber glorious womanhood and
histrionic Inspiration. She will ap-
pear inLos Angeles uuder the aus-
pices of the Americau Literary Bu-
reau, and will be represented by
Mr. E. Conklin, who is known to
our people as the correspondent
and representative on this coast of
Frank Leslie's publications.

A Tribute to Capt. Beane.

Editor Herald: I met Capt.
Cbas. E. Beaue Saturday after-
noou, little thinking it was for the
last time. Mouday ho wont with
other members of the Masonic Or-
der to Anaheim, and returned to
Los Augeh s iv the eveniug, wheu,
after a lew hours passed ivconver-
sation with some friends, he re-
turned to his home, To-day we
receive the sudden announcement
of his death. Pardon me for tak-
ing up a small space iv your col-
umns iv stating what Iknew of
him, not ouly as a tribute to his
memory, but as an expression of
what I, in common with many
other of his frieuds, feel.

I first met Captain Beane in
Mexico, iv the fall of 186G, where
lie had come from Sau Fraucisoo,
with the intention of putting a
steamer on the beautiful lake of
Chapala, the source of the Bio
Sautiago. Owing to the civil con-
vulsions there, immediately pre-
ceding the fullof Maximilian, the
scheme was abandoned. He re-
mained ivMexico until June, ISO'S,
wheu, with others who had met
with a like failure, he sailed from
Mazatlau for San Francisco, arriv-
ing there in the early part of July.
I next met him iv Los Angeles in
1871, since which time he lias been
identified with the Interests of this
county; first in connection with
tiie Los Angeles News, of which lie
was editor, iv conjunction with the
Hon. A. J. King, and afterwards
aloue, and for some time past with
Hie Main Street aud Agricultural
Park Railroad, of which he has
been the Secretary aud aotive Man-
ager.

He came to Los Angeles a
stranger. The frieuds thut he has
made he owed to his own sterliug
worth. How many they were and
how deeply they felt his loss, any-
one win, passed along the streets
this afteruoon could have told.

He was a man of very decided
opinions and very bold illexpress-
ing them. Ofcourse he made koine
enemies, but I believe thuy were
very few.

Born in Maine, where he was
tiie editor of a Democratic news-
paper, at the outbreak of the late
civil war he went South, in obedi-
ence to Illsconvictions ofduty. He
served in the Confederate army
from the beginning to tbe close;
first as a private in the infantry,
whence he was transferred to the
cavalry, on account of a severe
wound in the foot. After this
transfer he became Adjutant of the
regiment; then served un the et»H"
of loin. Wm. E. Jones, and after-
wards became Captain of his com-
pany. While iv the cavalry ser-
vice he received a wound in bis
side, from which he has been a suf-
ferer ever since, and which, Ibe-
lieve, has been the cause of his
death.

There are many others nf his
friends that could express with far
more force their deep sense of his
worth and of his loss. Ihave not
attempted to express either, but
simply to state a few facts tbat I
know about one who spoko little of
himself, and which were probably
unknown toothers.
