Con-
tiderlDg tbe number of men we
have Id the United States who are
quite ready to abandon all sympa-
thy with enterprise and find their
refuge In low but supposed ture
rates of tnttrett, the pluck of the
Southern Pacific magnates deserves
recognition. Ia the teoond place,

a length of road through tha East,
equivalent to that of the Southern
Paella, would be aligned by from
eight to fifteen millions of people.
The through and way passenger
and freight traffic, for tuch a line
of road, would, in the East, be
simply tremendous. Fifty passe n-
gera ride over the line of road
which stretches from Chicago to
Sew York for one wbo goes from
San Francisco to Yuma, substan-
tially tht tame length ot road. In
the light of abstract justice, there-
fore, the rates ou the Southern fa-
elflo road should be many times
greater than tbe ordinary Eastern
tjhadule. We admit that the ar-
gument is with the Southern Pa-
cific; but, when it comes to the
policy of the matter, the case ia
different. That corporation, if it
considers Its true and lasting, and
not its momentary Interest, should
aim to populate tbe sparsely set-
tled section of country through
which Its railway runs. We admit
tbat, relatively, its rate* are ratber
moderate than high. For every
third of a cent per mile which
Tom Scott la warranted iv ex-
acting from passengers between
Pittsburgh and Philadelphia the
Southern Pacific Railway is justi-
fied In exacting ten cuts. Rut the
high rates of fares and freights
whloh are. certainly in the line of
abstract justice, repel set Ilenient;
and a sagacious corporal ion should
ask itself whether ten passengers
"at $19 or tit will pay it, in the
long run, with the facts of settle-
ment and accumulated business
taken into the couut, as well as
flirty passengers at $9 and $11,
end so on, to the cud of the chap-
ter, both with freights and fares.
The men who shall be induced lo
eettle along the line of the contin-
uous road of the Soutberu Pacific
are constant and life-loug patrons,
aad the more numerous tbey be-
come, through a liberal and en-
lightened railway policy, the
stronger and wider is the base af-
forded for ultimate railway profit.

It must carry to tbe sensitive
beart of Denis Kearney a keen
pang to learn tbat be is repudiated
by General Butler, aud tbat, too,
after be had showered upou the
head of the strabismic Massachu-
aette agitator all the honeyed, af-
fectionate and masterly collocation
of high sounding aud euphemis-
tic phrases devised by Tom Fitch
to grace the candidacy and the
character of Jim Blame of Maine.
Tba agitator of the sand lots must
feel like exclaiming, looking re-
proachfully upon Butler, "perhaps
itwas right to dissemble your love,
but why did you kick me down
stairs." However Butler may
have contributed to lessen tbe
glamour wbich attached to Kear-
ney in the East, Kearney's own

\u25a0Illy and coarse utterances have
done far more in the same direc-
tion. Literary sewer offal and
bogwash goes but a short way in
that section. Before Kearney bad
got half through his first speech he
was accurately weighed by the
Eistern workingmen, and found to
be wanting in all the essentials of
leadership. Same and monoto-
nous ranting about the
"leoberous" bondholder, tbe
"moon-eyed leper," tbe "luiev-
Ing" Democrat and the "robbing"
Republican, Intermingled with
ribald oaths, and other language of
the stews, ha* availed little, In the
mouth or Kearney, to conceal tbe
utter insignificance of the man, tbe
futility of his plans and his
"diarrhoea of words and constipa-
tion of ideas." Kearney committed
a fatal mistake iv going East. A
drag-net would not pull out from
the workingmen ofthe East, who,
to their credit, are generally intel-
ligent and aelf-coatalued, a man
who, in a month, can throw upou
tba noble cause of labor as much
odium as tbe foul utterances of
Kearney do lva half hour, Kear-
ney, through the mist involved iv
three thousand miles of distance,
?eemed a portentous and formida-
ble figure to the people of the East.

?Olved tbe spell and stepped down ;
aad ont politically. li

There U nothing tin-Christian
or sardonic Infelicitating ourselves
upon escaping the terrible scourge
whose daily progress in the South
?ad Southwest it so faithfully and
distressingly portrayed in our tel-
egraphic columns. We, in South-
ern California, ere teo apt to un-
dervalue the blessing of health,

whose unobtrusive but invaluable
pretence it so universally apt to be
ditprized. That we should do so Is,
however, perfectly natural, and is
in keeping with the scriptural
aphorism that the "healthy kuow
not of their health, but only tbe
tick." It is much to be a refuge
and sanitarium for the whole peo-
ple of a oontinent. Our own health
Is not only good, but the fame of
the hygienic properties of our air
hat penetrated all quarters of the
globe. Occasionally, at loug inter-
vals, we have a visitation of small-
pox, but this is nearly entirely
confined to that portiou ofour pop-
ulation which rejects the precau-
tion of vacolnation. We can very

well, however, support a little
small-pox once in ten years con-
aidering tbe multitude of epidemics
from which we are protected by
the salubrity ofour climate.

Ol'R contemporary of the Star
seems determined to compel us to
be "indignant" when we note tbe
generally conceded fact that Col.
Tom Scott has a good deal to do
with the party politics of Pennsyl-
vania. With a disiugenuousuess

which does It no credit, tiie Star

has failed to note the fact that we

were Indignant, within the bounds
of moderation. Considering that
we are iv the heart of
tbe dog days, there is a pru-
dent limit to indignation. At
a time when the mercury is per-
forming such ncrobitic feats?
turning double somersaults and
lighting on a pyramid of glass
bottles, so to speak ?a sensible
man restrains his choler. IT, in
cool weather, say about tbe 15th of
November, tbe Star shall call
upon us to forge a bar of indigna-
tion as red hot as that which comes
direct from the Pennsylvania pud-
dler's furnace, with which to

punch Scott or any other bloated
capitalist, we pledge our word to
our contemporary that we will do
it. Rut, iv this dog-day weather,
please excuse us.

In considering the mining pros-
pects of I,is Angeles county it
should never be forgotten that the
first discoveries of gold in Califor-
nia were made in this county, In
the Sau Gabriel range uf moun-
tains. Sutter aud his mill aud the
placer diggings really post-date
our own appearance as a treasure
producing section. It would,
therefore, be iv the line of the
probabilities and of poetical jus-
tice tbat the Silverado mining
camp, uf this county, should come,
in time, to overshadow ull its ri-
vals.

Little Rock, Ark., August 23.?
In consequence of reports from
Phillips county, that organizations
are being formed with a view of
depriving colored men of the priv-
ilege of votiiig at the coming elec-
tlou, Gov. Miller has caused the
following order to be issued:

Special Order No. IL?Special
information has been received at
these headquarters of the forma-
tion in Phillips county of political
campaign clubs, organized after
tbe manner of military companies.
Although unarmed aud intended
merely as temporary associations
for the ordinary aud legitimate
purposes of a political campaign,
such organizations afford occasion
for misrepresentation and might, 1
tolerated, at some future time fur-
nish a precedent for abuses. As no
association of a military nature
oau lawfully exist in this State ex-
cept as authorized by the Cotn-

I mander -iv - Chief, all organiza-
I tions in the count" of Phillips
purportiug to be of a military
character or enrolled or officered
ivmilitary form, other than in the
case of the State Guards, duly mus-
tered and reported, will be imme-
diately disbauded, the three com-
panies of State Guards constitut-
ing the regular active militia of
the county being, iv the judgment
of the Commander iv Chief, suffi-
cient for the support of the civil
authorities in any emergency, no
further enrollment, in any charac-
ter, will be made without orders
from these headquarters. This or-
der will not be construed as in any
manner interfering with the right
of citizens to unite or parade in or-
ganizations of a civil character for
any lawful purpose. By order of
the Commander in Chief.

Railroad foul rovers*' Dfclfletl.
Denver, Col., August 23.?The

decision in the United States Cir-
cuit Court for Colorado, Justice
Hallett presiding, iv the contro-
versy between the Denver and Rio
Grande Railway Company and the
Atchison,- Topeka and Santa F6
Railroad Company, auuounoed
this mornlug, was in effect that
both companies have the right ofway through Grand Canon. The
injunction lias been modified to
allow tbe Denver and Rio Grande
Compauy to construct without in-
terference with the located live of
the Atchison, Topeka ami Sauta
Fe Company, which company in
turn is required to so coustruct as
not to Injure the Denver and Rio
Grande or make its line more diffi-
cult or expensive. Itis understood
that both companies will proceed
with equal rights under the protec-
tion of the Court. Another suit is
pending in behalf of the Denver
and Rio Grande Company to pre-
vent the construction on its line
aud right of way beyond the local-
ity of tho present controversy,
where there are said to be canons
of equally difficult passage.

A Goad Outiook for Salmon.

We learn from a gentleman who
came down from tbe United States
fishery on tbe McCloud river that
salmon were never before so plen-
tiful In that river as they are this
season. The Commissioners have
arranged to take 12,000,000 of
salmon eggs out, to be distributed,
and the State Fish Commissioners
have secured 2,500,000, which
willbe hatched and put in the Mc-
Cloud,Pitt and Sacramento rivers.
It is reported that a mining com-
pany has erected a dam across the
Sacramento river, about fifteen
miles above ShustH, and have not
put in a fish-way. This year the
salmon got by it, as it was not
completed, and before another aea-
rou the parties will be compelled to
put in a way, or be made to suffer
tbe penalties of the law.
