L. M. Hour: Dear Sir—Your
favor of August 27th, together with
the specimens of erange wood per-
foruted by borers, and a bottle con-
taining the culprits, was duly re-
ceived. I am sorry to say that,
with the exception of the general
name of the latter, the few author
ities whiech I have been able to con-
sult give no light. The beetleis ot
the genus botricus, which is almost
entirely tropieal, and for that rea-
son much better known in collec-
tions than in its native haunts
The larva bores the live wood. I
can find no complaints of this in-
sect from Florida. In the absence
of Mr. Edwards, and of any ade-
quate reference books on the sub-
ject, T will have to send the bugs
East for furtber light.
