Apropos of the verdict in the
Thistleton case, we are reminded
of a trial that took place in Justice
Wilson’s Court, at San Diego. A
man sceused of stealing sheep was
on trial.  After the evidence was
all in the jury retired, and, asin
the Thistleton case, stood eleven
for acquittal and one for guilty.
Finally the twelfth man agreed to
join the others, provided they
would sign a verdict as follows:
‘‘We, the jury, find the defendant
not guilty, but request that he re-
turn the sheep.” Pertinent to the
reason assigned by the T'histleton
jury, that ‘‘they did not wish to
put the county to further expense,’”
we have another verdict by a San
Diego jury in a case tried before
the same Justice. A negro woman
bad sued a man for assault with a
stone. The accused was put upon
the stand and admitted that he
had thrown the stone. Notwith-
standing, the jury broughtin a ver-
dict of not guilty. In conversation
afterwards members of the jury de
fended this curious verdict on the
ground that taxes were already too
high and they did not wish to put
the county to additional expense.

The jury in the Thistleton libel
case, which retired at 11 o’clock on
Friday night, brought in a verdict
of acquittal at 8:30 last evening.
From the time the jury retired up
until a few minutes before the ver-
dict was rendered, Mr. Gilmore
stood out for a verdict of guilty,
but finally succumbed to the wilk
of the others, on the ground that
the publicatien was an uninten
tional libel, and that to disagree
would put the county to additional
expense. Bat, before doing o,
he insisted that the otherssuould
join him in signing a paper, which
he prepared, to the eftect that the
prosecuting witness was perfectly
virtuous and free from stain; or, in
effect, that the article as published
was really libellous, The state
ment was filed and will be spread
upon the records of the case, There
are yet several indictments agsinst
Thistleton, one of which has been
set for trial on Tuesday next,

The Santa Ana Zimes of the 24th
glves the subjoined accouunt of the
recent fire in the Sautiago Cafion, a
partial account of which was pub-
lished in the HERALD: For the last
two or three,days there has been a
fearful fire raging in the foot-hills
and mountains just east of Santa

Apa. The fire commenced on Mon-
day wafternoon, in the Santiago
cafion, about two miles above the
picnic grounds and before morning
had reached the plains just back of
the 8an Joaquin Rancho house,
extending over an area of about
two miles wide and ten miles loug.
It destroyed nearly all the feed on
the S8an Joaquin, which will be a
great loss to Mr, Irvine. Some of
the herders had just time enough
to get their sheep in safe quarters
before the fire caught them. This
is certainly the most disastrous
fire that has occurred in this sec-
tion for years. Mr. Irvine and Mr.
Rawson, two of the heaviest sheep
owners in this portion of the coun-
try will be the heaviest losers,

Wo clip the following in regard
to the Resting Springs mining dis-
trict, in which ILons Angeles inter-
ests are largely interested, from
the San Bernardino JZadex of the
26th inst: We learn that active
work 18 soon to be resumed in the
Resting Springs mining district
I'ne Superintendent of the works
who has been here making prepa
rations for transportation, ete,
went to Los Angeles the othe:
day with a view of making a con-
tract with parties to take supplies
through from Maejave station, in-
stead of teaming them from here,
as heretofore. By the new route,
we understand, wbout 45 miles of
distauce would be saved, theugh
there are many difficulties in the
way, the route being over a track-
less desert, and for a long distance
without any supply of water.
Should the base of supplies for this
mining section be ehanged it must
make a perceptible difference iuv
the trade of San Bernardino.
