and San Francisco as aforesaid, for
the Bum of$2.00 per (on, and for
the lerm often years from the date
of those presents.

And tho parties of the second
part agree that they will ship all
the freight ofevery name and na-
ture by the boats furnished iiy tho
party of the first part, and by no
other way or hy no other parties,
that they may have to ship or
transport, either from South Santa
Monica to San Francisco or from
Los Angeles to San Francisco, or
from any portion or part of Los An-
geles orSan Bernardino counties to
and from San Francisco, or at any
point between tho above
named places, and will pay
to the said party ol
the first part or his olerks, agents
or representatives, the sum t>r two
dollars for every ton of freight so
shipped, f.r the term of ten years
from the dato of these presents,
and, In consideration of the great
expense and trouble which the
said party of the first part shall be
put to in procuring steamships to
transfer our freight and thereby
supplying our great necessities and
