The Prospective Check on Corpo-
rations.

Following is the text of amend-
ment No. 444, introduced in the
Constitutional Convention hy the
Committee on Corporations other
than Municipal, October 30th, 1878,
read, ordered printed and laid on
the table:

Section 1. Corporations may be
formed under general laws, but
shall not be created by special Act.
All laws passed pursuant to this
section may be altered from time to
time, or repealed.

Sec. " Dues from corporations
shall he secured by such Individual
liability of the corporators aud
other means as maybe prescribed
hy law.

Sec. 3. Each stockholder of a
corporation, or joint stock as-oeia-
lion, shall lie individually and per-
sonally liable for his proportion of
all its debts and liabilities.

Sec. 4. The term corporations,
as used in lull article, shall be con-
strued to include all associations
and joint stock companies having
auy of Ihe poweia or privileges of
corporations Dot possessed hy indi-
viduals or partnerships; and all
corporations shall have tho rip;lit
to sue and shall he subject to he
sueil in all Court?, in lib*eaten as
natural persons

Sec. 6. The Legislature shall
have Do power to pass any Act
granting any special order for bank-
iDg purposes; hut corporations or
associations may hefortaed for such
purposes under general law*; hut
uo corporation or association shall
make, Issue or put in circulation
any hill, check, ticket, certificate,
promissory note, or oilier paper, to
circulate as money in this State,
except the lawful money of the
United States.

Sec. 6. All existing charters,
grants, franchises, special or ex-
clusive privileges, under which an
actual and bona fiiloorganization
shall not have taken place, and bus-
iness been commenced in good
faith at the time of the adoption of
this Constitution, shall thereafter
have no validity.

Sec. 7. The Legislature shall
not extend any franchise orcharter,
or remit the forfeiture of auy fran-
chise or charter of any corporation
vow existing, or which shall here-
after exist under the laws of this
State.

Sec. 8. Tiie exercise oftbe right
of eminent domain shall never be
no abridged or cr istrued as to pre-
vent the Legib...ture from taking
the properly and franchises of in-
corporated companies and subject
them to public use tho same as the
property of individuals, and tiie ex-
ercise or the police power of the
state shall never be so abridged or
construed as to permit corporations
to conduct their business in such
manner as to infringe the equal
rights of individuals or the general
well being of the Htate.

Sec. 9. No corporation shall en-
gage in business other than that
expressly authorized In its charter,
or the law under which itmay have
been or may hereafter be organized;
nor shall it hold any real estate for
a longer period than five years, ex-
cept such as may be necessary for
carrying ou Its business, or which
is incident thereto.

Sec 10. Tbe Legislature shall
not pass any laws permitting the
leasing or alienation of auy fran-
chise, so as to relieve the franchise
or property held thereunder from
liabilities oftho lessor or grantor,
lessee or grantee, contractid or In-
curied in tho operation, use or en-
joyment of such franchise, or any
of its privileges.

Sec. 11. No corporation ehall
issue stock or bonds, except for
money paid, labor done or property
actually received, and all fictitious
Increase of. stock or indebtedness
ehall be void. Tbe stock aud bond-
Ed indebtedness of corporations
shall uot bo iucreased, except in
pursuance of general law, nor with-
out tbe consent of the persons hold-
ing tbe larger amount iv value of
the stock first obtained at a nieot-
iDg called for that purpose, first
giving sixty days' public notice, as
may be provided by law.

Sec. 12. The Legislature shall
provide by law that In all elections
for directors or managers of Incor-
porated companies every stock-
holder shall have the right to vote,
iv person or by proxy, for the num-
ber of shares of stock owned by
him, for as many persons as there
are directors or managers to be
elected, or to cumulate said shares
and give one candidate as many
votes as the number of directors
multiplier! by the number of his
shares of stock shall equal, or to
distribute them ou tbe same prin-
ciple, among as many candidates
as be shall think fit; and suoh di-
rectors or managers she" "-or4, be
electod in up"""- ifsj

Sec. 13. Tho State shall uot sub-
scribe to or be interested in the
stock of, or in any manner loan Us
credit to, any person, company, as-
sociation or corporation.

Sec. 14. Every corporation or-
ganized or doing business in this
State, under the laws or authority
thereof, shall have and niaiDtuiu
an office or place iv this State for
the transaction of business, where
transfers of btock shall be made,
and in which shall be kept, for pub-
lio inspection, books in which shall
be recorded tho amount of capital
stock subscribed, and by whom;
the names of the owners of its
stock, anil the amounts owned by
them respectively; the amount of
stock fptild In, and by whom; tlio
transfers of said stock; the amountor its assets and liabilities, aud the
names and place of rceideuee of Its
officers.

RAILROADS.
Sec. 15. Allrailroad?, canal and

transportation companies shall be
common carriers and subject to
legislative control. Any associa-
tion or corporation, organized for
tiie purpose, shall have the right to
construct and operato a railroad be-
tween any points within this State,
and to connect at tlio-State line
with railroads of other Stales.
Every railroad company shall have
tbe right with ils road lo intersect,
connect witli or cross any other
railroad, and shall receive andtransport each other's passengers,
tonnage and cars, loaded or empty,
without delay or discrimination.

Sec. 10. No president, director,
officer, agent or employe of any
railroad or canal company shall be
interested, directly or indirectly, in
the furnishing of material or sup-
plies to such company, . r In tho
business of transportation as a com-mon carrier ot freight or passengers
over the works owned, leased, con-
trolled or worked by such com-
pany.

Sec. 17. No railroad or other
transportation company shall grunt
free passes, or passes or tickets at a
discount, to any person holding an
office of bOner, trust or profit in
this State; aud the accep-
tance of any such pass or
ticket, by a meinher of the Legis-
lature or «ny public officer, shall
work v forfeiture uf his offlce.

Sec. 18. No railroad company
or other common oarriershall com-
bine or make any contract with
the owners of auy vessel that
leaves port or makes port in this
State, or with any common carrier,
by which combination or coutract
the earnings of one doing the car-
rying are lo he shared by the other
not doing the currying.

Sec. 19. No discrimination in
charges or facilities for transporta-
tion shall bo made by any railroad
or transportation company be-
tween places or persons, oriu the
factUMee, for the transportation of
freight or passengers within this
State, or coming from or going toany oilier State. I'ersons and
property transported over auy rail-
road, or by auy transportation
company or individual, shall bo
delivered at any station, landing,
or port, at charge not exceeding
the charges for lhe transportation
of persons und property or tho
same class in the same direction to
auy more distant station, port, or
landing. Excursion and commuta-
tion tickets may be Issued at spe-
cial rates.

Sec. 20. Three Railroad Com-
missioners shall bo elected by the
qualified voters of this State at
the regular gubernatorial elections,
and whose salary shall bo fixed by-
law, aud whose term of office shall
be four years. They shall be qual-
ified electors of this State, and
shall not be interested iv any rail-
road corporation, or other trans-
portation company, us stockholder,
creditor, agent, attorney, or em-
ploye, and the act of a majority of
said Commissioners shall be deem-
ed the act of said Commission!.
Said Commissioners shall have the
sole power, and it shall he their
duty, to correct abuses by railroad
corporations or other transporta-
tion companies; establish rates of
charge for tho transportation ofpas-
sengers and freight by railroad or
other transportation companies,
and publish the same from time to
time, with such changes as they
may make; report to the Governor,
annually, their proceedings, and
such other facts as may be deemed
important; bear and determine
complaints against railroad or oth-
er transportation companies; affix
penalties and enforce them through
the medium of the Courts, and per-
form such other duties as may he
prescribed by law. Nothing in
this sectiou shall prevent individ-
uals from maintaining actions
against auy of such companies. It
shall be the duty of the Legislature
to confer all such further powers
on the Hoard of Railroad Commis-
sioners as shall be uecessary to en-
able them lo perform the duties
enjoined on them ln the foregoing
sections.

Sec. 21. The Stale shall be di-
vided into three railroad districts,
as nearly equal In population us
practicable, from each of which
oue of the three Railroad Commis-
sioners shuil be elected.

Bee. 22. Until the Legislature
shall district the Htate, the follow-
ing shall bo tbe railroad districts:
The Fist District shall bo com-
posed of the counties of Alpine,
Amador, Butte, Calaveras, Colusa,
Del Norte, El Dorado, Humboldt,
Lake, Lassen, Mendocino, Modoo,
Napa, Nevada, Placer, Plumas,
Sacramento, Shasta, Sierra,
Siskiyou, Solano, Sonoma, Sut-
ter, Tehama, Trinity, Vole
and Yuba, from which
one Railroad Commissioner shall
be elected. The Second District
shall be composed of the counties of
Marin, San Francisco aud Sau
Mateo, from which oue Railroad
Commissioner shall be elected. The
Third District ehall be oomposed of
Ihe counties of Alameda, Contra
Costa, Fresno, Inyo, Los Augeles,
Mariposa, Merced, Mono.Monterey,
San Benito, Sanjllernardino, Santa
Clara Cruz, Btanlslaus,Tulare, Tuo-
lumne, and Ventura, from which
one Railroad Commissioner shall
be elected.

Sec. 23. The Legislature shall
pass all laws necessary for the en-

forcoinent of the provisions of this
article.
