Teachers' Institute-Second Day.

Tho institute) convened fit9 A. M.,
yesterday, Superintendent McDon-
ald In the chair.

"Let me Rita Ihe Baby" was
sunn hy live little girls whose
voices sent a happy thrill into
the bearti of ail present.

The critic's report made an exhi-
bit of a number of grammatical
oversights on tho part of the parti-
cipants in yesterday's discussions.

Tho Chair announced Messrs.
Mathews and Henderson as Com-
mittee on Queries and Miss Afoul-
throp and Mr. Lowery critics for
Wednesday.

Mr. McFadden suggested that a
mathematical calculation valued
the time of thelnstitute ut the rate
of four dollars per minute; hence
he advocated that each teacher
should speak to a well defined
thought in every effort.

Prof. J. A. Startling introduced
tho subject of reading by o terse hit
at. the mathematical accuracy of
Mr. McFadden's calculation, esti-
mating that the value ofeach indi-
vidual teacher's thought was
a half-cent per minute. He said
that the common school system is
based upon a knowledge of hooks,
ami iv support of this assertion he
cited the fact that tho doings nnd
developments of the world
are matters of record; therefore
tbey can alone be successfully
learned in books The first im-
portant point is lo properly and
sympathetically understand and
comprehend the sentiments of the
author. Ho classified tbe words
used In the English language as
follows: First?Household, which
are Celtic and irregular; second-
Latin or classic, which are regular
ami easy to leirn; third?Foreign
or technical Wrtwla, which are de-
rived mainly from modem lan-
guages and are mainly most diffi-
cult ol spelling anil pronunciation,
and draw most upon the memory.
The speaker preferred tho word
method of teaching, since itdevel-
ops prompt emphasis and does not
enslave Ihe pupil's training to
the strict rules of punctua-
tion. He thought the me-
chanical tendency sacrifices the
underlaid Sentiment. Ho illus-
trated beautifully and none lhe less
forcibly his manner of training in
emphasis, wherein ho develops
various shades of thought, and ex-
ercises tiie judgment of the pupil
as lo that approaching most nearly
to the sentiments of the author.
He advocated Ihe phonetic system
of wording tlio language, and
claimed that the great burden of
the language consists iv carrying
the debris of nges i.i the form of
letters meaningless except in the
derivation of the word, declaimed
that teaching the child to read
gives it the main-spring to all
knowledge, Slttcs all knowledge is
written.

Mr. Boiikin helil tlint tlie woril
mutt be analysed before the pupil
can write successfully.

Miss Bishop sustained tbe argu-
ment of Prof. Mart ling.

Mr. Cady objected to the concert
method of reading, believing that
it destroys the conversational
feature which should characterize
good reading.

Miss Mobeck thought that imita-
tion is the only means of learning
correct emphasis, and she accepted
only part of Mertling'a idea of book
study in its broad sense? i. c., all
nature is one grand book; tho ebb
and flowof old ocean but the turn-
ing of the leaves of nature's great
book.

Mr. Wink wanted tome informa-
tion regarding the teaching of
Spanish children to read English;
whereupon tlio Chair called on Mr.
McFaddcn, who advocated the word
method, or by first pronouncing the
word, then having the pupil pro-
nounce it over and over again until
the articulation becomes perfect.

Miss Mobeck preferred the sys-
tem of writing from the first
against tbe system most in uso of
printing.

After a recess of ten minutes Iwo
little girls sang a very pleasing re-
sponsive duet.

Miss Hodgkius introduced the
subject of geography, and as au
answer to a question ns to the plan
she would adopt, she said she
feared shostood alone without a pre-
cedent or guide, since she advocated
tho improvement of natural means
of illustration, especially when the
teacher is not provided with
apparatus. Her plan in teach-
ing the location of rivers is
by Stat acquainting tho pupil with
the mountain systems; tlien show
tliat the rivets How from the moun-
tains on either side, admitting the
exceptions. On those rivers anil
along tho ooast sho lias the pupil
I-.-!., tbe various cities, giving
and calling loepu|,ti<. ,??, to
their polilicul as well as commer-
cial relations anil to the country
around. She prefers to illustrate
by the use of simple appliances
that surround the school room.
She would Illustrate also by plan-
ning and describing voyages, etc.,
which sho finds quite interesting.
In general, she preferred to pre-
serve the novelty of a study, yet
in physical geography she said
that some things must he explained
by familiar illustrations, shouses
the globe exercise iv teaching the
depletion of Ihe winds. Her plan
was exemplified hy a recitation,
well delivered, by Master Lowmau
Nevlu, who, to say the least, is a
prodigy. Tlio system as presented
excited profound interest, and por-
trayed n broad field of study in
geography, physical and descript-
ive.

S. H. Rutterfleld, by request of
Miss Hodgkius, presented llluslra-

' ions In map drawing, and guvo an
xplanation of the manner of ap-

plication lv tbo study.
The Institute adjourned until 1

proceeded to discuss the subject
from a practical standpoint.

He said he liked the system of
diagraming because of simplicity.
He thinks every teacher should
make rules of diagramy aud should
classify his subjects.

Many oftho examples are purely
technical yet they have the office.
He thinks pupils should keep iv
their minds the practical points,
aud it is necessary for the teacher
to apply In a great measure tholr
utility. Ho agreed with Dr. Hill
in the practicability of careful an-
alysis. Ho says tbe teachers must
teach the principles ofrhetoiic long
before the scholar arrives ut this
stage of scientific investigation,
therefore continual reference to ar-
rangement, which is corrected
mainly iv analysis, must bo kept
prominent before tbe pupil.

Dr. Hill said he had known of
very eminent men who had pre-
served styles peculiarly their own.

Prof. Allen, of tho State Normal
lnstiluto, by special request of the
Chair, presented somo true lilts on
the diversity of opinions on the
subject of grammar. He utterly
depreciates the literature of the
present day, says that the boy?
Dr. Hill?the teacher too??Allen,
yes, the teacher too never reads or
desires to read a correctly written
sentence. His talk wants to be
beard to be appreciated. He ab-
hors so much repetition. He says
let alone what is not gel main In
the subject agreeing perfectly with
the main in this SBSe. Language
Is habit, a matter of imitation,
therefore the necessity of correct
language ln every circle, correct
the child in every held ofconversa-
tion.

His language and delivery is so
happy that one wants to hear but
to drink in the great volume of his
intellect.

The debate adjourned at the close
of the remarks of Mr. Allen.
