The Ward Boundaries.

In view of the general confusion
existingin the city regarding the
ward boundaries, we give the fol-
lowing summary of tho ordinance
establishing the lines:

The Flrst Ward comprises the
northwestern portion of the city,
extendirg to the north and west
limits, and bounded on the south
and east by Canal and Reservolr
street, Marchessault, Alameda,
Aliso and Macy streets, the ILos
Angeles river and Mission street.
The Second Ward comprises all
the northern part of the city not
included in the First Ward and
bounded on the south by Brook-
iyn avenue, Lopez street, Kirst
street, Alameda street and Diamond

slreet.

The Third Ward includes that
portion of the city lying between
First and Ninth streets, extemling
west of Main to the limits.

The Fourth Ward lies east of
Main street between First and Mo-
ran's lane; bounded on the north
by First street, Alameda street,
Lopes street and Brooklyn avenue;
on the east by the city limits; on
the south by the south line of
block 77, Hancock’s survey, Hol-
lenbeck avenue, Los Angeles river,
