A Vigorous Southern faolley in
Prospect,

CHICAGO, Nov.13.—The Zribune's
Washington special has a report of
an important interview with the
President, in which the latterin a
measure confesses the inadequacy
of his Southern policy. He says
substantially that the time for dis-
cussion is past, and it is now de-
termined that vigorous action is
imperative. The Cabinet reached
this determination several days
ago, and has lately been consider-
ing the duty of the Attorney.Gen-
eralin the premises. 'T'he Southern
policy was inagurated with an
earnest desire to conciliate and
round ofF thesharp anglesand solten
the asperities of the political strife.
Nobedy will say that an attempt
was not made to most earnestly
carry out this policy. The Presi-
dent said:
partisan sacrifices which I made in
this effort, and of the consequent
interruptions of certain relations
which had previously existed be-
tween myself and some of my sup-
porters, I have nothing to say just
now, but it appears that the leaders
who made those pledges did not
exert themselves to keep them or

were unable to do so. In fact, I
am reluctantly forced to admit
that a fair election, with free

suffrage for every voter in the
South, is an impossibility under
the existing condition of things,
It is not because the Republican
party appears as sufterers in these
results that I complain. It is
because free suffrage and freedom |
of political rights have been inter- |
fered with that I am ealled upon |
to take cognizance of these dis-
turbancee. If the Republicans had
committed these outrages upon
Democrate, my duty would be the
same. It will not do for me or any
official to treat these questions
otherwise then in an unpartisan
way. The partican press will nat- |
urally take a partisan view of the|
case, and I will be held to account
for aiding the Republicans and
flaunting the ‘bloody shirt,’ but for
all tbhat, I shall do my duty as Chief
Magistrate of the whole nation,
and if, in the faithful execution of
the laws, justice demands the pun-
ishment of this or that maa, what-
ever his political connection may
be, Tsha'l not be deterred by par-
tisan criticism, All that I know is
that great erimes have been com-
mitted, and it is my duty to aid in
the punishment of eriminals, [ do|
not think that the S8outherno leaders |
who promised to protect the blacks |
are responsible for these ecrimes.

A YELLOW FEVER HERO,
Dr. B ackburn a Leadi;z Cand'data for Qov-
ernor of Kentucky.

LovisviLLg, Ky., Nov., 2.—It is
a curious and unexpected issue that
has lately confronted three out of
the four candidates for the Dem-
ocratic nomination for Governor in
Kentucky, A few weeks ago there
were practically but three candi-
dates in the field. The Hon. Wil-
liam Lindsay, ex-Chief Justice of
the Court of Appeals, would not
present himself for the re-election
that was very certainly his, because
he thought that his nomination to
the Governor’s chair was equally
certain. But Lieut.-Gov. John C,
Underwood and the Hon. Thomas
L. Jones, ex-Congressman from the
Sixth Distriet, each had apparent-
ly 1o less well-founded hopes that
certain local issues would give him
the Demoecratic nomination for
Governor. But the outlook for
each of these three has euddenly
become very gloomy.

Dr. Luke P, Blackburn, of Louis-
ville, is a stout, jolly, well-to-do
and well-preserved old gentleman
of nearly seventy, and an elder
brother of the Hon. J, C. 8. Black-
burn, Congressman from the Sevy-
enth Kentucky District. He cane
prominently before the Northern
public during the war as one of the
alleged conspirators to infect
Northern cities with contagious
diseases by shipping to them car-
goes of infected eciothing from the
West India Islands and Cuba, He
is now the President of a company
that manufactures and sells the
nimble salts from the famous Crab
Orchard Springs of Kentuecky.
When the yellow fever broke out
in epidemic form in Memphis and
Shreveport, four years ago, Dr,
Blackburn promptly volunteered |
his services to the smitten cities,
