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THE LATE COLONEL RICHARD REALF.

A Bomantic Oireor.
[from the Philadelphia Star.]

Ilie poem entitled "Indirection,
which we print in another column
was written hy Colonel Bichai
Realf, a strangely-gifted charade
who, as a telegraph dispatch ii
forms us, committed suicide at tli
Windsor House, Oakland, Cal., o
Monday night, the 23th of Oetohel
by taking morphine. The suicirt
is attributed to ill-health and dr
mestic difficulties. Colonel Rea
had arrived in Oakland from hi
former home at Pittsburg a fei
months since, and was for stnn

I time connected wiib, a mining com
pauy.

Few readers remember that les
than 20 years since the name c
Colonel Bealf figured largely it
connection withCapt. John Brown'
enterprise against Harper's Ferry
lie having been the Secretary o
Stale In the "government" formei
by that singular adventurer. Ver'
few particulars of Colonel Realf'
romantic career are authentically
known. He was a native of Kng"
land, born about 1820, and in tonu
mysterious way connected witl
Lady Byron, whoso protege he was
He had had military experience ii
the British service", was a man oi
good education anil fine literarj
talent, especially In the direction oi
of poetry.

He resided for many year.* al
Brighton, England, ami published
at London in 1852 a volume olpoems entitled,' ''Gaelics at the
Beautiful," of Which favorable no-
tices may be found in the Gentle-mana% Magazine of that year (vol.
2, pp. 386, 4-12.) Soon afterward lie
came to the United States, resided
a while In the Easlern cities, partly
occupied with literature and jour-
nalism, and was In Kansas during
the border warfare. There lie was
introduced in the fall of 1857, along
with L. F. Parsons and R. J. Hin-
ton, to Captain Brown by John E.
Cook, and took part in the famous
campaigns ou the Missouri border.
Ke accompanied Captain Brown
lpCanada, and was present at the
famous convention nt, Chatham,
May 8, 1858, when 111v "i.-Qiistitu.-
--tlon" was adopted.

He participated. In the attack on
Harpei's Ferry, in October, 1859,
but succeeded in escaping capture
and sharing the fate of his chief.
Ho is understood to have been en-
gaged in Hie war for the .suppres-
sion of the rebellion, but certainly
did not make any conspicuous fig-
ure therein. After the war he led
a precarious life in (lie Eastern
States, residing chisfly at Pitta- j
burg. In a spirit of Uiiul'yroreu ns-;
braupe ha once related to a friendibis part of his career;

At (he age of fifteen or there-
abouts 1 begatl to write verses?
"lisping In numbers, for the num-
bers came." When some sixteen
yeais old 1 hired out as "boy of all-
work" to a masler mechanic in the
neighborhood, grooming his horse,
taking rare ofhis garden, ami gen-
erally discharging whatever menial
services wee allotted lo me.

roundings. 1 did not live at home,
hut at my "Master's," who w«s a
Iruukard and a brutal man. With
the consent of my parents, I paid a
visit to my elder sister, then living
In the family of a | hysician nt
Brighton, Sussex, as a domestic
servant, The wife of this gentle-
man, a lady of literary tastes, man-
ifested a great liking for ate, and at
her invitation 1 became her aman-
uensis. Two or three weeks after I
entered on this new life her hus-
band died. Shortly thereafter an
eminent physician, who had paid
special attention to the then new
science of Phrenology, visited
Brighton tor the purpose of deliver'
log a scries o| lectures on that sub-
ject before the Brighton Scientific
Association, of which he was an
honorary member.
