Ho.vesdalb, N. V., Nov. 3.?Foi
fifteen years Thomas Conroy has
earned a livelihood for himself am!
family in the little village ot Tan
Bar's Falls, six miles from Hones'
dale, by making and repairing tbe
boots and shoes of tanners, bar-
keepers and lumbermen ; yet dur-
ing all that time a fortune of $25,-
--000 has been waiting for him in
Leinster, Ireland. Tbe only condi-
tion required ofhim is that be shall
go to that country and claim the
money. But ho stubbornly refuses
to do this, and hammers away on
Ills lapstotie from daylight until
dark, earning just enough to keep
the wolf from the door.

Conroy is an educated Irishman.
His father was Michael Conroy, ol
Conroy Brothers, Leinster. This
firm had for years a monopoly of
furnishing bread and liquors to 4,-
--000 soldiers in the barracks around
Dublin. The brothers were Mi-
chael, Thomas and Patrick Conroy.
In 1867 Michael Conroy died. He
was a widower, and left one son,
named after his brother Thomas.
This son was then 19 years of age,
a graduate of a Dublin college.
His father's fortuup, £5,000, was tc
remain invested in the business,
and was so left that if tbe son took
bis father's pluca in the firm, the
money should be controlled bj
him. If not, the uncles were tc
have the uso of it for such time at
they ohnose or until the death o
either of them, or the dissolution o
the firm, and then it was to rever
to young Thomas Conroy. Th<
heir was to make his home in tb<
family of his uncle Thomas.

Patrick Conroy, the other uncle
had married into a family of t

lower social grade than that of tin
Convoys. A brother of his wife, i

linen draper named Corcoran, hue
a daughter two years the junioro
young Thomas Conroy. Tho Cor
corans were wealthy. It occurrei

to Patrick Conroy that it would h
a good stroke of policy to unite thi
Conroy and Corcoran fortunes b;
bringing about a marriage betweei
his nephew and bis niece. Thoma
Conroy, the elder, fell in with th
scheme. Young Thomas, however
positively refined to consider th
subject for a moment. His unci
Thomas was content to let the mat
ter drop. Not so his uncle Patrick
The refusal of bis nephew incense
him, Mini lie determined t
revenge what he called tb
insult to his wife's family. Aboil
that time the order of Molly Mo
quires was strong in (hat part c
Ireland. One day Patrick Conro
laid before bis brother Thoma
what seemed to be positive evideuc
that their nephew was not only
member of tbe detested order, bl
that he was Secretary anil bonl
keeper of a lodge, and a leadin
spirit iv nil its doings. The eldc
Thomas Conroy summoned h;
nephew to him, and (axed trim wit
his connection with the secret s<
ciety. The nephew indignantly ri
pelletl Ihe charge and demamle
the source of his uncle Thomas' ii
formation. This was given him

Villain!" young Conroy exclaiuiet
"anil you are another if you rellei

Thomas deniaude

that the nephew at once apologU
to both him aud bis brother Pn
rick for such language or quitth
Comoy roof. Young Thome
chose to do the latter. With twelv
guineas In his pocket he took pai
sage for New York. He found h
way lo the villsge of Pleasai
Mount, In this county, nnd lliei
learned the trade of shoemakin
anil married Molly Delaney, th
daughter of a respectable farme
Then he moved to Tanner's Fal
and established himself in bus
ness. Some time aflerward he n
eeived official notice from his un-
cles' attorney that they were ready
to pay him Ihe £5,000 left by his
father at any time he would appear
in Leinster and claim it. This no-
tification is rej eated annually. On
receipt ot the notice Thomas Con-
roy writes back that whenever this
notification is accompanied by a
confession from his uncle Patrick
that lie made false accusation
against his nephew, and with an
apology from his uncle Thomas for
repeating the false charges, Ihen he
Will gladly return (o Ireland.
