Third, he is tbe
candidate on the Workingmen's
ticket for City Attorney. Ifthis is
not tbe record of a chronic offlce-
steker, such as the Workingmen
affect to abhor, we should like to

knowwbatis. Col. Godfrey would
like to occupy the attitude of a man
spontaneously chosen by tbe
"Vorkingmen to represent their

cause. To our knowledge he was

tbe Merced Theatre. Further-
more, at half-past eleven o'clock,
io tbe night of that day, be was in
convenient reach, to appear and
respond to his nomination.

Halifax, Nov. 25.?The Marquis

and Princess left the Sarmaiian at
1:40, accompanied by a number of

barges, and were conveyed to the
landing, tbo war vesselsilrlug royal
salutes and the yards being
manned. The Vice-Kegal party
was received by the Duke of Edin-
burgh, Governor-Genera! McDou-
gall.Vice-AUmiral Inglelield, .Lieu-
tenant-Governor Archibald, the
principal members ofthe Dominion
Government and many naval, mil-
itary and civilofficials. The cheer-
ing on tbe landing of the Maiquis
anil Princess was enthusiastic. Aprocession was at once formed aud
moved through tho principal streets
to the Province building, where the
Marquis was sworn in as Governor-
General. Au address of welcome
was theu presented by the Mayor
aud Corporation, to which the Mar-
quis responded. The procession
was then reformed and went by a
circuitous route to the Admiralty
liou.se, the streets oa the whole
waybeing gaily decorated and lined
witli people, who cheered tho Mar-
quis aud Princess heartiiy.

New York, Nov. 25th.?A Hali-
fax dispatch says tha triu""-hal
arches, twenty in number, look
well, while elaborato decorattous
appear ou many private dwellings.
I'nere is a magnificent display of
bunting throughout tbe oity and
on tbe vessels ivport. The city is
thronged with people from all parts

of the Dominion and the United
States. Special trains are hourly
arriving, bringing many from adja-
cent towns. Thousands of people
are on tho citadel viewing the bril-
liant scene. Steamers, barges and
boato, gaily decorated with bunt-
ing, are sailing over the harbor.
As the Sarmatian passed up along
sldo of tho wharves the people con-
gregated there and saluted tbe vice
royal party with deafening rounds
of cheers. The demonstration was
not really so imposing as it would
havo been, had the fleet gone to
sea and sailed in In double Hue as
at first intended. The people are
full of enthusiasm and the welcome
given tho Marquis ofLome and bis
royal wife \a hearty aud sincere.
