and upon the lands of Ilie Ln-
lA-liz Rancho.

nal ami Reservoir dam, some twen-
ty leet high, when, from causes
perhaps best known to the corpor-
ation Itself, the further completion
of the work was su-pended and
proposals and counter proposals
were made by which, upon the
payment of a stipulated sum of
money, tlie city was to become
possessed of Ihe ditches, reservoirs,
rights and franchises of the
Ciital and Reservoir Company,
[v this shape Hie matter was found
by tlie military statesman of legal
