Eastern Oysters Growing in San
Francisos Bay.

The oyster dealers have said per-
sistently, that while the small
Eustern oysters planted in the beds
in our waters fatten and grow lar-
ger, the spat would not develop
into oysters, and so we could only
hope to iudulge in the luxury of
Kustern oysters after each bivalve
had been brought across the conti-
nent, and fattened, or allowed to
grow larger in the bay. It is fair
to suppose that every plan has been
tried to make theshell-fish accom-
modate itseifto our waters, and
that all the expedients of beds of
various malerials and of varying
depths of tide have been tried,
before abandonlng the experi-
ments, But now comes a dis-
covary which shows that the oys-
ter has found a plan to reproduce
itself in spite of the many failures
under the direction of the oyster-
breeder. On the Alamda shore, up
a creek, where the spat has been
carried formiles on the tide, has
been found a bed of Kastern oysters
a9 large as those so temptiogly
displayed in the stalls in the mar-
kets and at the saloons, The dis-
covery was made while digging
for clams, and the find caused
great reinicing, as a little prospect-
ing revealed a large bed of the
precious bivalves. A careful not-
ing of the surroandings will teach
the oyster-breeders what conditious
the oyster has selected for its own
developement, and by observing
these conditions in future experis
ments, we can confldently expeect
to dig our oysters hereafter, instead
of bringing them across the conti-
nent bty rail.—Alta.
