Council yesterday instructed the
Board of Public Works to com-
plete the work necessary to con-
nect Mission street, East Los An-
geles, with the Mission road aud,
iv so doing, to give employ men: to
as many laborers as possible until
tho woik is finished, at SI 50 per
day.

Deputy Collector Hall yesterday
showed us some very rich speci-

mens from tbe Ivanpah District,
among which were two from Ihe
Alley mine, which assay $25,000
and 122,000 to the ton, respectively,
an I one each from the Lizzie Bul-
lock, Stonewall, Martha Jane and
Beatrice, which average from $400
to $1,000 per ton. These veins range
from one Inch to ten inches iv
width, with occasionally a pocket
from which such ore as that of the
Alley specimen is taken, but in
limited quantity.

That sterling teamster, Larry

Mulvshill, has just returned from
Lake district, in Mono county, a
mining region which is situated
about fifty-five miles from Bodie.
He tells ua that both Bodie and
Lake will be lively camps this
year. Of all the Inyo couuty
mines the Emlgraut ia about the
only paying oue, even the base
metal mines ot Csrro Gordo being
sadly eclipsed. Active prospect-
ing, however, la going on iv the
latter, with a view cither to the re-
discovery of the old smelting de-
posits or tho finding of a milling
ore.

Judge Underbill, the attorney

ofthe Southern Paciflo Kuilway,
has just returned from Florence,
where he went to file tho official
?urvey of the townsite of Maricopa
Walla. The new town is located at
a point oue hundred and fifty-seven
miles distant Irono Yuma, It is ten
miles from the Gila aud a little
less from tbe Santa Cruz river. The
surrounding country is adapted to
agriculture andean he easily irri-
gated. The railway people expect
to reach Maricopa Wells by the Ist
of April. They are making Dine
thousand feet nf track a day. Tbe
believers in the new town think
that it will be the center «f distri-
bution for Prescott, Wickenburgb,
Florence, Plioonlx, tbe (Silver King
mining region, of the whole (lioke
district aad of tbe whole territory,
in fact, aud that it will shortly be
tbe Capital of Arizona.

Pomona Items.

Pomona, Cal., Jan. 14, 1879.
Editor, Herald:?Perhaps a

few notes from this part ofthe east-
ern edge of our couuty may uot be
uninteresting to the readers ofyour
valuable paper. Though we cannot
boast of anything startling, yet our
pleasant valley is not without its
Items of general interest. Ifwe
cannot claim the consideration of
older places we have at least passed
tbe period ofpioneer life.

To most people of Los Angeles
county a description of our beauti-
ful valley is superfluous. Suffice it
to say thai, with tho magnificent
Sierra Madrc mountains stretching
along ou the north, with their prin-
cipal peaks of Cucamonga, Bun An-
tonio and Old Baldy overlooking
us?tbe foot hills on the south run-
ning uway to tbe Temescul moun-
tains in the southeast and the
mountains of Sail Bernardino clos-
ing up the prospect in tho distant
east ?our valley la a nem in a set
ting of everlasting hills, "rock ritr-
ued and ancient as the suu," such
as is seldom Been even iv this pleas
ant land of Southern California;
und to tho fruit grower who desires
to Bit under his own "vine
and fig tree" it only needs
to bo seen to bo beloved.
In correspondenco with natural
surroundings our people evince a
spirit »fenterprise and intelligence
thut would be commendable in old-
er places.

Oue uf the attractions of Pomona
is her fine school house, tbe second
best iv Los Angeles county outside
ofthe city of Los Angeles. Iv this
houso are two interesting schools
kept by I). N. Burntt and Miss
Hoyt. The upper story is used as
a lodge room by the Odd Fellows
and Masons, Pomona having a lodgo
of each of these orders iv flourish-
ing condition. We have also v
church, and the veritable sound of
the "church going bell" summons
tho people to Sunday school aud di-
vine servioe as iv older places, boyou see, ifauy one supposes we live
out ou the ragged edge of civiliza-
tion let him come and see us aud ho
will change his opinion.

Tlie great event of tbe week was
tbo drama.eutltled "Saved," v tem-
perance play,performed by a troupe
composed of citizens of Pomona
und vicinity. We give Ihe oast of
characters so that if from the base
of Old Btldy should arise the fu-
ture Furrests, Booths, and Mr9.
Siddouses of Southern California
posterity may be in no doubt when
and where they commenced their
career und can accord to Pomona
her just fame ami not subject her,
as in the case of old Homer, to dis-
pute her honors with a hundred
other cities.

The drama came offou the even-
ing of the 7th instant, lv Odd Fel-
lows' Hall, which had been gaily
decorated with evergreens; a stage
had been erected iv the east end
with drop otirtaiu, aide curtaius,
flies, dressing-rooms, etc., all ulcely
draped and festooned with ever-
greens aud ornamented with pic-
tures and flowers. Tho hall aud
stage, illuminated by chandeliers,
made a splendid appearance. At

Then again hia salvation
aud elevation from drunkenness hy
the infloeuoe of the Good Templars
was a moral lesson that could not
tail to do good before any audience.
The tableaux, of which there were
several at the end of the scenes,
Were striking and well executed.
The audience, during tbe play, tes-
tifiedfrequently their appreciation
by rounds ofapplause.

Amongst those, in attendance we
noticed a good representation from
Azusa, Spadra, Hi neon, Cucamon-
ga, aud several distinguished per-
sons from Los Angeles, amongst
whom we nre happy to mention
H. K. W. Bent, L M. Holt, and
last hut not least Prof. C. E.Day,
who brought one of his splendid
Western Cottage organs aud ren-
dered important assistance to the
troupe by playing and singing in
bis inimilalile manner a number of
flue songs, ameugst which may be
mentioned "The Vermout Yau-
Kee" and "Grandfather's Clock,"
for which he received the thanks of
the audience. As a close to the
dramatic performance ourQuartett
Club, assisted by Mr. Day, sang
tho line song "feathering Home."

Iho hall was then cleared for
dancing and the votaries of Terpsi-
chore indulged in tho poetry of
motion until the wee sma' hours,
music being furnished by tbe
Azusa band.

The object of the entertainment
being to procure an orgau for our
public schools, it gives us great
pleasure to stale that the object
was so well received and patronized
that tlie gross receipts were over
seventy dollars, which, for our
town and vioiuity, certainly
speaks well for the public spirit of
the people.

Council met in regular session
yesterday afternoon, President
Beck In tlie Chair.

Present: All the members except
Councilman Lawlor.

Minutes of previous meeting read
aud approved.

The Mayor reported the collec-
tion of§10 since Inst report. Filed.

The Committee on Firo and Wa-
ter submitted a report as follows:

Recommend that tlio City SiX-
tou bo allowed ten dollars a month
additional salary In consideration
of the fact that he is required to
pay for water uscdut the cemetery.
Adopted.

Mr. Butler moved that Ihe City
Sexton be required lo furnish a re-
port of tho perqulsitcsof lus ofllco.
Adopted.

Iv tbe mater of tho recommen-
dations in the annual report of the
Chief Engineer ol the Fire Depart-
ment, iicommend,

Ist?That the appropriation of a
sum uot exceeding $2(JO to purchase
lithographed Exempt Fireman's
certificate and a seal, bo granted.
Adopted aud tho Clerk instructed
to act in conjunction with the
Board of Fire Delegates in tho pur-
chase oftbe same.

2d?That where the several znnjas
are bridged over at street crossings,
man-holes be put In, Adopt-
ed and tho Board of Public Works
instructed to huve tho work done
by the chain gang.

Sd?That fire hydrants bo placed
in connection with Sir. Beaudry's
water mains, provided Mr. Beau-
dry will furnish water free.

On motion the Clerk was In-
structed to communicate with Mr.
Beaudry ou tbo subject.

4ih?That a double hydrant be
plaoed at the corner of Main aud
Court streets. Adopted.

6th?That the proper steps bo
taken to have the order for lire
hydrants at the corners of Sixth
ami Hill,Olive, Hope, Charity and
Flower streets complied with.

Mr. Buchanan moved that the
Clerk bo instructed to notify the.
Water Company that if they do
not place hydrants at tho above
points within fifteen days, that the
city will do the work at tho cost of
tho company. Carried.

6th? That a new set ofharness bo
purchased for the horaei ot Engine
Company No. 1. Adopted.

7th?That 500 feet of carbolized
bose bo purohnsed. Adopted,
the Clerk and Chief of Fire Depart-
ment to receive proposals for -ame
aud report to next meeting cf
Council.

Bth?That a 9pan of horsos be
purchased for Eugine No. 1.

Mr. Vail moved that Iho Com-
mittee on Fire nnd Water he in-
structed (o niako tbo purchase.
Carried.

0 h?That twelve couplings and
a coupling maebiue be purchased
from Manning & McMenomy at
SCO. Adopteti and tho Clerk in-
structed to draw the necessary
warrant.

10th?That John Wilson be In-
stmcted to mako certain changes
and repairs in Kngine Homo No. 2.
Adopted,

Tho Special Committee in the
matter of auctiou sales on the
streets, recommend that (he police
force bo instructed to keep (lie
streets dear. Adopted.

Au ordinance prohibiting auc-
tion sales of horses, mules, patent
medicines, etc., on the streets anil
fixingthe penalty for infringement
at $200 or six mouths imprison-
ment, after some debate, was
adopted.

On motion, tho Clerk was in-
structed to withhold publication of
the ordinance for 3d days, lo ena-
ble those eugaged iv the auction
business to secure suitable quar-
ters.

The Zauja Committee submitted
their report, the recommendations
iv which were acted on us follows:

Recommend that the Zanjero be
authorized to rent au oltlcu in the
Nordholt buildiug, on First street,
at $15 a month. Adopted.

lv the matter of the flume ou
Zanja No. 8, through property of
1. W. Hellman, recommend that
the City Surveyor bo Instructed to
.ascertain the fall between Spring
and Main streets, so that it may bo
so regulated su as to prevent the
accumulation of stagnant water.
So ordered.

The committee al9o report that,
in eumjs.tny with the Mayor and a
majority ofCouncil they have ex-
amined the new water system of
tho city aud report that it is im-
possible to fill Reservoir No. 4 as
long is the Wooleu Mill proprie-
tors continue to use water in the
quantity they do. In view ot this
lout, the committee ask to be em-
powered to arrange the matter by
reducing the quantity taken from
tho reservoir aud requiring the
proprietors of the Woolen Mills to
put iv a proper wheel.

Mr. Vail called attention to the
fact that the Wooleu Mill prnpcle-
tors are using 360 to 400 it ones or
water instead ot 200 Inches, as pre-
scribed by their grant.

Ou motion, theZanja Committee
was empowered to confer with the
proprietors of the Woolen Mill, to
see If an arrangement cannot be
made by which less than 200 inches
will servo their purpose; also, to
prevent the destructive overflow of
wusto water.

The Board of Public Works sub-
mitted a number of reports, which
were adopted.

They recommeud that that part
of the Mission road within the city
limits, the right of way lor which
has been granted, be completed,
the Hoard of Supervisors having
agreed to pay $500 of the cost
thereof, a sum which the commit-
tee think ample for tho purpose.
Adopted,
Mr. Butler moved that laborers for

the work bo employed by the duy.
Carried.

In the matter of the bonds for
the widening aud opening of Los
Angeles street, recommend that,
as the bonds for that purpose bear
the lithographed signati "c of tbe
late Mayor ami are therefore null,
the Clerk be Instructed to procure
new bonds with the lithographed
signature ofthe preseut Mayor.

In this connection commuulca-
tious from I. W. Hellman, Mrs. A.
de R. Baker, John Schumacher,
Mrs. Mary F. Casnagne aud others,
protesting aginst the assessment
for wideuingsttid street, were read.

Mr. White, by permission, was
heard la support of Mrs. Cassague
and others. He slated that if the
present assessment Is carried out,
it will practically coiitlsoate the
property of his clients. He there-
fore asked that the Council give
tbe matter careful consideration

before proceeding with the work.
Mr. Perry moved that the whole

matter be postponed for two weeks
Carried.

Mr. Workman moved that no-
tice of intention to grade First
street,from Main to Alameda street,
be published. Adopted.

The City Attorney, to whom was
referred the communication of the
French Consul protesting against
tho right of the city to tax his prop-
erty, reported verbally that he bad
examined the Convention between
Ihe United States aud France, re-
ferred to by the Consul, and found
that while the personal property of
French Consuls was exempt from
taxation, real estate was uot. Re-
ceived and died.

Report of tbe City Surveyor was
read and placed on tile.

Mr. Buchanan offered a resolu-
tion Instructing the Board of Pub-
lic Works to give employment lo
h« many men as possible in finish-
ing the work on the Mission road.
Adopted.

Tho Finance Committee submit-
ted a report, which was tiled.

In tbe matter or the petition of
Chief of Police King, asking that
the action of Council iv reducing
his salary he reconsidered, recom-
mend that It be uot granted.
Adopted.

Recommend that all delinquent
licenses be placed in the hands of
tho Chief of Polico for collectiou.
Adopti d.

In the matter of the 50 acre rail-
road tract the committee ask forau
appropriation of $10 to examine
tho records. Granted.
