KEARNEY AT SAN DIEGO.

A Local Screed on tbe Performances of th

Agitator at Ban Diego?A Mild Mannerjd

Mm There.

Editor Hebald:?Denis Kear-
uey, the agitator, arrived iv this
city Friday evening and spoke in
the Rink last night to a large au-
dience of ladies and gentlemen. To
say that every person in the audi-
ence was disappointed ivIhe speech
does not express it. They were
astonished that a man co utterly
ignorant, unable to present a reas-
on and without the faintest concep-
tion of an argument, could have
become so notorious. For nearly
two mortal hours the audience sat
and listened to a dreary waste of
assertions, many silly, some ludi-
crous, others vulgar, and all show-
ing tho man's ignorance and egot-
ism. The almost unanimous ver-
dict was that while Kearney may
be on a level with the majority of
the inhabitants of San Francisco,
be is entirely out of place in the
country among au intelligent com-
munity. Kearney is a weed indig-
enous to vacant sand lots, aud out
of place aud an unmitigated nuis-
ance any where else. He eulogized
tbe horrible crimes of the Commune
and presented them as examples
worthy of Imitation; and, in tho
same breath, babbled of honesty,
virtue and justioe. God save the
mark! He charged in a general
way that school moneys were stolen
and the poor man's children robbed
of au education, and in the next
ridiculed education aud intelli-
gence, and said the country had
gone to ruin because educated men
bad administered the government
from the time of Washington, leav-
ing us to infer that wbeu ignorant,
uneducated men run the govern-
ment, purity, honesty and justice
would reign supreme. Aud so for
an hour and a half he continued
with the weary balderdash, and
then announced ho would speak ou
local matters. He told us the rate
oftaxation iv tbis county, presum-
ably as a piece of news, aud told tis
a few other things that we knew
much better than he did. But for
some reason he did not pitch into
any one of our citizens personally,
perhaps for the reason tbat "a burnt
child dieads the Are," though he
was in no danger here. He merely
said that James McCoy was tbe
best offlcur this county ever had,
and waited a minute for a response.
But no one spoke, aud ail appeared
to take it as a genuine piece of
news. It turns out that Denis was
extensively interviewed on Satur-
day by parties who wanted him to
pitch into different persons, aud
among the number of callers was
tbe said James MeCoy, and it is
now generally conceded that James
got away with the works; anyhow,
be got Denis's endorsement, and
should be reasonably happy. But
Kearney did one cowardly, brutal
thing that brought the blush lo
the cheek of every true woman in
the audience. Ho said that "any
pretty girl can get a situation as
school teacher iv San Francisco by
sacrificing her virtue, but
a homely girl must pay
5200." Can man conceive
of anything more cowardly, brutal
or low-lived? Undoubtedly there
are many honest, hard-working
girls teaching school In San Fran-
cisco to support themselves hon-
estly. Perhaps some ofthem have
helpless ones depending on them
for support. Yet Kearney, cham-
pion of the Workingmeu and
Workiugwomen, Bays in effect that
all the pretty teaobers are prosti-
tutes and all the homely ones
paid $200 for their situation. Had
he made that assertion of the
teachers of San Diego oounty, he
would have got served worse than
he did at Santa Ana; and if tbe
women teaohers of San Francisco
have any friends tbey will call tbe
slauderous scoundrel to account.
From Santa Ana has gone forth
the expression of the indignation
of its citizens at the beating of
Kearney in retaliation for his in-
excusable abuse of deoent and re-
spectable people. Itis denounced
as cowardly and outrageous; but
we have no long telegraphio ac-
counts of the cowardly and brutal
statements of Kearney regarding
the women teachers of the San Fran;
cisoo schools. Perhaps itIs not an
outrage; only an exhibition of
manliness and courage to thus as-
sail helpless women. Itcertainly
takes a man of courage or an un-
thinking brute to make such state-
ments. I am told that Kearney
has made the statements referred
to, regarding the teachers, in his
speeches in San Frauoisoo, Ifthis
is true, shame ou the men of tbat
city! "They be all cowards!" If
six or a dozen men fell upon Kear-
ney, overpowering him with num-
bers, and beat him, it is undoubt-
edly as cowardly a proceeding as
when fifty hoodlums, under the
luspiratiou of Kearuey, fall upon
and beat and maltreat one poor,

" long-tailed Chinaman." But
there are meaner, more cowardly,
more dastardly actions than these
that Deuis Kearuey is guilty of.
Perhaps the outraged oitizena of
Santa Ana endorse Kearney's das-
tardly, cowardly assault on the
women teachers of San Franclsoo
s '.hoois? Certainly they don't man-
ifest any indignation.

But when, iv the name of a good
God, did tbis fellow Kearney get
his exclusive license to traverse
the country to assail decent citi-
zens, denouncing them as thieves
and robbers and repeating his vile,
dastardly, cowardly slanders of
helpless women? And by what
process of reasoning is an action of
Kearney's pronounced commenda-
ble that in another is an outrage?
Has judgment fled to brutish
beasts? San Diego.

At the request of Deputy Chief
of Police Gerkens, we quote the fol-
lowing law: If any persons shall
attempt in any way to prevent the
Baid City Marshal, or any person
acting under bis directions, from
killing any dog or dogs, as herein
provided for, or from performing
any duty required by this ordi-
nance, he, she or they shall forfeit
aud pay to the said city of Los An-
geles a sum uot less than ten nor
more than twenty-five dollars for
each and every offense.

The New Constitution.

The Downey City papers Satur-
day devoted considerable editorial
space to the new Constitution. Tbe
Outlook has the following sensible
views:

In addition to the many objec-
tions that are being urged against
the new Constitution, there is a line
of thought that Is entirely relevant
to the new Constitutional Issue now
before the people, although it is no
direct attack upon that instrument.
Itis this: It is apparent that ifthe
new Constitution Is adopted it will
be claimed as a Kearney triumph.
It is of no consequence whether
this is true or not. Tbe followers
of the "agitator" will assert such a
claim; and it will be recognized by
a large class of superficial "float-
ers" who are always ready to join
what they conceive to be tbe win-
ning side. Iv such an event, it is
not impossible that their ranks
may be so swelled as to give this
faction a dangerous power. For in-
stance, if the new Constitution Is
adopted, the offices willbe vacated.
There willbe a new deal all around.
The opportunity will be very
tempting to a class who are hungry
for office, but have been debarred
heretofore. They will join in the
Kearney party, and "out Herod
Herod" in their obsequious devo-
tion to the "pull down" programme
of the great "Dlunis." In other
words, the ordinary stream of polit-
ical preferment willbe turned from
its banks, and the channel willbe
used as a means of conveyance to
every filthy pool that can be
emptied iuto it.

Wo can't afford just now to even
make au opportunity for sucli a
stale of affairs. No conservative
right-thinking man willtake astep
that willplace the gigantic inter-
ests of this great State in jeopardy.
Admitting that there are wrongs to
be righted?conceding that the new
Constitution contains many valua-
ble remedies for existing abuses-
is it uot possible that the doors may
be opened to a lot of charlatans
aud fanatical, ignorant quacks,who
will apply tho remedies ln such a
way as to only aggravate the dis-
eases, and make them ten-fold
worse.

We moan uo disrespect to the de-
serving Workingmen, many of
whom are gulled into following the
leadership of Kearney. In the
event ofsuccess they willbe pushed
into the background, aud those
least worthy will monopolize the
offices. 'Fanaticism will create the
laws, ignorance will adjudicate,
and hate will execute them.

It is to be regretted that the old
Constitution was not so amended as
to disarm anything like a formida-
ble opposition to its ratification by
the conservative citizens of the
State. But the changes are so
sweeping as to alarm many who
recognize the need of reform.
Hence we have before tho country
the unfortunate antagonism of the
property-holders and those who
ought to be in sympathy with
them. The times are not suited to
tbe radical changes proposed; and
the best thing tbe voters In Cali-
fornia can do 1b to repudiate them.

The Courier enters into details as
to the changes in the new instru-
ment and their invidious tendency:

Those who advocate the adoption
of the new Censtitution lay great
stress upon tho section providing
for the appointment of three Com-
missioners, who are endowed with
almost unlimited powers In the su-
pervisiuu of railroads. It is con-
tended that tbe Legislature cannot
be depended upon to properly regu-
late the great corporations?that
such bodies are generally v ia!
and their actions controlled by the
railroad magnates. Yet there are
one hundred and twenty legisla-
tors, a majority of whom it is neces-
sary to corrupt, and but three Com-
missioners, only two of whom it. is
necessary to purchase, the new or-
cranio act providing that tho Hat of
two?a majority?shall be conclu-
iivo and all-powerful. If the cor-
porations wield such tremendous
power could they not olect two
Commissioners much easier than a
majority of the Legislature? It is
irery foolish to say that the people
;annot elect a majority of legisla-
tors that aro not open to bribery,
out can and will elect two men-
Railroad Commissioners?whom
he great corporations could not

rjuy. This new organic act pre-
sumes to doubt tbe honesty of tbe
many in the legislative body, but
reposes implicit confidence in and
sonfers arbitrary powers upon
niHKE men whom the people are
ilso to choose. The present Consti-
tution provides foreight executive
)ffloers, eighty Assemblymen and
orty Senators. The proposed Con-
itltution provides for eleven exeo-
ltive officers, the same num-
ber of Senators and Assemblymen,
Ive members of the State
Board of Equalization, five State
Prison Directors and two more
justices of the Supreme Court,
thus adding fifteen more officials
.0 feed at the public orib. The sul-
iries of the new officers will more
than set off tho "economy" prac-
ticed in reducing the salaries of the
>ld officials. So there is no im-
provement in that quarter, but
rather a heavier burdeu laid upon
the shoulders of the people. Un-
fertile proposed judiciary system
Los Angeles couuty will be enti-
tled to two Superior Judges, draw-
ing eight thousand dollars a year,
half of which (if the new constitu-
tion is adopted) will come out of
the county treasury. Under the
present system the salaries of the
District Judges are paid out of the
State treasury. Of course four
thousand dollars a year additional
is nothing for our county taxpay-
ers to shoulder?they are grateful
for the thoughtfulness of the Con-
stitutional Convention?they like
to pay taxes, even though they
have to mortgage their homes to
raise the money. An Income tax
Is provided for, to be levied upon
parsons, corporations, associations
or companies. This Is oue of the
most odious and unjust systems of
taxation ever devised. All may
remember how unpopular the Fed-
eral income tax was with the busi-
ness men of the United States, the
unanimous demand for its repeal,
and the pressure brought to bear
upon Congress until that body was
forced to repeal tbe distasteful en-
actment. An income taxis one of
the most tyrannical and inquisito-
rial of all modes of raising revenue.
The books and private papers oi
the citizen are subject to seizure
and examination by offloers of tin
law, if they suspect, even, that he
bas uot truthfully giveu bis in-
come. Such a provision as an in-
come tax is enough to damn the
new instrument. Ordinary tuxa
tion is burdensome enough, with
out resorting to extraordinary

measures to raise revenue. Itma}
be well for the people to bear h

mind that if tbe new Constitution
is adopted tbey will be expected to
pay for fifty-seven extra days' pay
of the members of the Convention
?a pretty little bill of $86,640.
Make a note ofit.

Explanation.

A paragraph appeared in this
paper last week, which, without
further explanation, is calculated
to Injure Mr. A. B. Hotcbklss, of
San Diego, in the public estima-
tion. Itstated tbat Mr. Hotchkiss
had been cited before Judge Mc-
Nealy, of tho District Court,
charged with corruptly dismissing,
while District Attorney of San
Diego, certain tax suits, aud that
he failed to make any defense,
whereupon the Court entered up
judgment disbarring the defendant
from practice in all the Courts
of the State. Mr. Hotchkiss
claims that the assessments
on which the suits had
been commenced were double
assesments, aud tbat the suits were
dismissed properly, on payment of
the Sheriff's aud Distriot Attor-
ney's fees. The dismissals were
entered ou record by his orders,
and the entries were open for in-
spection for two and a half years
before the time when these charges
were brought. When he was
brought up for trial in the District
Court, he endeavored to get a
change of venue for cause, but
failed. He then threw himself on
his rights, because lie claimed that
a felony was involved ln the infor-
mation, aud that the Court was
not competent to try a felony of
this character, and Ifitwas, he was
entitled to a jury trial. He has ap-
pealed from the judgment of the
Court, and the names of a number
of our foremost lawyers are giveu
as being desirous to go on his brief
to tho Supreme Court.
; We take the foregoing from tho
Express of yesterday. We have
had the pleasure of a long aud in-
timate acquaintance with Mr.
Hotchkiss and confess to having a
lively admiration for his talents,
accomplishments and bonhommie.
That he would bo capable of com-
mitting the offence of whioh he is
accused we utterly decline to be-
lieve, and our incredulity will be
shared by his many friends in Los
Angeles. Mr. Hotchklss's partizans
claim that bis relations with theHon. Wm. T. McNealy, Distriot
Judge of the Eighteenth Judicial
District, were such that that gen-
tleman was a most improper per-
son to hold cognizance of the case.
It is proper to state that Mr.
Hotchkiss attached to the demurrer
filed In the Eighteenth District
Court an affidavit affirming bis en-
tire innocence of the offence
charged. The Supreme Court, in
its Aprilterm will pass upon the
issue which has been raised be-
tween the parties to a controversy
upon the result of which depends
the legal status of au able and
amiable gentleman.
