olimate of Los Angeles; all
the luminaries of the late Conven-

It seems almost too bad that all
the fond anticipations of these old
politioal fossils like Terry, Howard,
Sam Soule and Piper shou!ld come
to naught. Itseems too bad that
Judge O. C. Pratt cannot be revital-
ized into a judicial existence.
