M'KINSTRY'S GREAT ORCHARD.

Thirty Tuousani Fruit Trees, 1,600 Vioea and
B,OJO Currant..

[From ihe Rural Home. |
The largest orchard in tha world

is doubtless that owned and work-
ed very successfully by Mr. Robert
M'Kinstry, of Hudson, Columbia
oouuty, N. Y. Tin- orchard is situ-
ated ou the east hunk of the Hud-
son river, »n high, rolling, table
land, and contains wore than 24,000
apple trees, 1,700 pears, 4,000 cher-
ries, 500 peaches, 2110 plums, 200
crabs, 1,500 vines, 6,000 currants
and 200 chesnute. Tbe varieties
grown are: Rhode Island preening,
7,000; Baldwins, 6,000; King of
Tompkins County, 4,000; Astrach-
ans, 800; Northern Spy, M0; Wag-
?ner, 500; Gravenstin, 400; Cran-
berry Pippins, 200; Ben Davis, 200;
Ducbess of Oldenburgh, 200; with
Jonathans, Hubbardstons, Cayu-
ga., Vanderveers, Pearmaiu's,
Peck's Pleasants, 20 ounce Pippins,
Russets, and others less in number.

The psars are Bartlett, B. dAn
Jou, Seokel, and Lawrence cbletly.
Of cherries there are twenty-eight
varieties. The orchards are re-
markably thrifty, and the oldest
tree* are twenty years old. The
soli is dry, rolling gravel, with
soma limestone. The trees are
planted twenty feet apart and do
not by any means seem to be
crowded. The ground is ploughed
several times in tbe year and kept
fallow; except when thought advis-
able it is seeded to clover, The or-
chard is intersected by roads over
six miles in length for tbe passage
of wagons, and is bounded by a con-
tinuous row of apple trees set ten
feet apart for four miles and a half.
The apple crop of last year was
80,000 barrels. Twenty-four men
and fourteen horses are employed
hauling out the crop or in plough-
ing.

The success of this orobard has
not been achieved, nor is it main-
tained, without tbe closest super-
vision aud most Industrious work.
Suckers and sprouts are removed as
soon as seen; tbe borers are
watched and followed with vigor.
Wires are used to reach tbem in
their burrows, aud the damaged
bark is removed with obisels. As
trees fall, others are planted in
their places.

As the market for good fruit is
extending every year, and foreign
customers are seeking supplies, tbe
business of growing fruit cannot
fail to be profitable and permanent.
No other business pays better than
tbis for the most skilful attention
and management; indeed, without
these, it is vain to expect a crop
that willsell in the market for re
muneratlve prices. Good fruit
sells itself, and the grower la sought
for by the purchasers. Those who
desire to take a lesson In things ap-
pertaining to the business, aud to
prove the truth of these facts, may
well study the ways and methods
of Mr. McKinstry and his orchard.

OLD HICKORY'S THANKS.

The Sarcastic Latter Ha Wrote a Whig Firm.

Not long after General Jackson's
retirement from the Presidency a
rumor got abroad that be was bank-
rupt. This was too good a ohance
of banter for tbe Whigs, whose de-
testation of Old Hickory followed
him to his retreat at the Hermit-
age, to neglect. A Whig firm in
Cincinnati, taking Ironical pity on
tbe old hero, pasted two curds to-
getner, inserted two of the largest
old-fashioned copper oents between
them, and enclosed tbem in an un-
prepaid letter to the ex-President,
fullof mock condolence. Tbe post-
age on tbe letter was seventy-six
cents, which General Jackson, not
knowing what was within, prompt-
ly paid. He at onoe sat down and
penned a characteristic reply, in-
closing the two cents back to his
would-be persecutors. This reply
tbey did not see fit to take out of
tbe Postofflce, and it found its way
to the Dead Letter Office at Wash-
ington. The original is now In the
possession of George M. Towle. It
is fullof Old Hickory's gruff, ear-
oastlo humor, as well as his bad
spelling and grammar, as will be
seen:

Hermitaoe, May 12, 1837.
Gentlemen: Your kind letter,con-

veying your obarity of two oopper
cents, whioh you forwarded on
hearing that 1 was broke, and a
bill drew by me for $6,000 had been
returned protested, has been re-
ceived; and as you have been im-
posed upon by the vile falsehoods
that are dally circulated by the
Whiggs, your kind charity Is here-
with returned to you, thatyou may
dispose of it in charity to such of
the Wbiggs that may have been
employed in trading in stocks and
land and in swindling the poor.
Have tbe goodness to inform all
your friends that Ihave not drawn
a draft for any sum on any one for
twenty years, nor have I any use
for your kind charity, having long
siuce learned to live within my
own means. Yourcnarlty Is there-
fore, returned to you in the same
envelope you sent lt in, supposing
from the material and great care
taken, it Is your only obarity re-
pository, and the objeots ot charity
In your city would be much injured
if not returned to you. Your moat
obedient till death.

As Is well known, when the Czar
waa fired at in 1866 by Karakosoff,
In tbe Summer Garden, Ihe first
officer who came on the scene was
Gen. Todleben. The assassin was
gone, but the General found, lying
on the spot and apparently Insensi-
ble, a young peasant, whose name
proved afterward to be Ossip Ivan
owltcb. Another young man, an
apprentice, who was there like-
wise, but was never beard of after-
ward, asserted tbat be bad actually
seen Ossip pull back tbe arm ol
tbe assassin as the latter was firing
bis pistol, aud tbat the former bad,
consequently, saved the lifeof tin
Czar. The fact was at once consid
ered proved, and you itn Ossip wa»
lionized into a hero and introduced
to the Czar, who made a nobleman
of him under the name of Komis-
saroll. For a whole season tl a
young fellow, under the guldanct
if Gen. Todleben, was the idol ol
St. Petersburg society. His father,

\u25a0vus recalled, and, ntler a trl-
jmphal journey, admitted to share
in the new prosperity of his son.
