
The Palce of Silver in History

Secretary Sherman, whom I have
known and esteemed as a rising
man from his entrance into Con-
gress, displayed bo much courage,
wisdom aod fidelity ivaccomplish-
Ing and matutalntuK resumption,
tbat Iconfidently anticipated bis
powerful aid in preserving the bi-
metallc standard. And yet lv bis
recent Obio epeecb, lv which be
discussed the financial question
fully, gold and gold ouly was re-
membered. Ue forgot, or did not
think proper to say, tbat without
the aid of silver, resumption would
have been a failure. The occasion
waa one, in view of the concerted
efforts to depreciate not only the
intrinsic value of silver, but to ex-
cite a popular prejudice against it,
to remind tbe people tbat silver
wae tbe money witb which Abra-
ham purchased a burial ground for
his wife, that silver was the money
of the Psalmists and Prophets of
the Old Testament aud that of the
Saviour and his Apostles; tbat sil-
ver was the money tor which
Joseph was sold by his brethren tv
the Egyptians; that silver was tbe
money received by JuJas for the
betrayal of his Mastei; that silver
ia reoogulzed as money by all
ancient and modern writers, includ-
ing gbakspeare, Burns, Johnson,
Scott, Macaulay and Dickens.

But although disappointed in tbe
speech of tbe present Secretary of
tbe Treasury, in which Iexpected
to find a vindication of tbe double
?tandard, I console myself with
the following explicit and compre-
hensive expression of opinion by
Alexander Hamilton, tho first Sec-
retary oftbe Treasury:

Upon the whole, it seoma to be most ad-
visable, as has been obeerved, not to attaoh
the unit exclusively to either of the metals,
because it cannot bo done effectually with-
out de.tro> ing the office and character ot
one of them as money, aod reducing it to
tho situation ol mere merchandise. * *To annul the use of either of tho metals is
to abridge the quantity of circulating me-
dium, and is liab.e to all tho objections
which ariie from a comparison of the beue-
flts of a fallwith the evil, of t scanty circu-
lation.

Tbia was written in 1792 by Alex-
ander Hamilton, wbo was theu in-
augurating the financial system
whloh gave stability to the curren-
cy for more than three-quarters of
a oentury. If tbe father of our
financial policy were here now to
utter the sentiments just quoted,
be would be stigmatized as au "in-
flationist," aod placed ln the silver
oraze category.? Thurlow Weed.
