Squirrel Poison.

The following mixture, prepared
under the direction of Dr. C. Grat-
tan, has been used with remarka-
ble success in destroying squirrels
on that gentleman’s farm: One
ounce of crystalized strychnine,
half a tea-cupfull of brown sugar,
water sufficient to make a syrup,
22 drops of oil of rodium, 22 drops
of oil of anise; mix thoroughly to-
gether. Take seven quarts of
wheat, wash the grain well, strain
the water, add the above mixture
to the wheat and mix well, " Dis-
tribute the wheat, putting from
five to ten grains ata place, Wheat
thus prepared has been distributed
close to a slack of unthreshed
wheat on Dr. Grattan’s farm, and it
is found that the squirrels eat it in
preference to the other, They not
only eagerly devour the prepared
wheat, but actually eat the squir-
rels that have been killed by its
use, thereby destroying the scalps
and saving the bounty fund.
