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No sane man dlsputes the righyg
of any citizen to attach himself to
any political movement which
pleases him best.  There are no
oast-iron prescriptions in the
Uaited States which compel a man
to stand by recognlzad traditions.
~ The only things expedient for a
political convert to manifest are a
decent regard to propriety and an
appearance of devotion to some
principle. These things assured or
© presumed, ihe Demociat Lias a per-
fect right to become a Republican,
or vice versa, or either has the un-
questioned privilege to become a
Workiogman or Greenbacker. For
the sake of his own political stand-
ing, a man should not belong to too
many parties in the space of a sin-
gle twelvemonth, especially if a
diligent quest for office seems to
characterize him,

While the Democrat or Republi-
oan has a perfect right to change
his political affiliations at his pleas-
ure, there are certain aspects of
principle and expediency which
should not be overlooked. Take
the cases of Workingmen and
Greenbackers, for instance.

The Workingman, in the last
twenty years, has seen a moneyed
aristocracy grow up in the United
States which, at least as far as re-
gards the splendors of living, rivals
any of those which have taken cen-
turies to develop in Europe. He
has seen all this done under the
patronage and fostering care of the
Republican party. He has secen a
hundred agencies for accummulat-
ing and concentrating wealth pro-
ceed from that party. Corporations
have been multiplied with unprece-
dented rapidity. A snobbish spirit
accompanied the riches which rap-
idly began to center in few hands,
Bince the Republican party came
into power there are a thousand
liveried servants where there was
one before its advent. And so of
everything that indicates prodigal-
ity of display and the pride of life,
[he Workingman has been cogni-
zant thatstrong and rugged barriers

‘‘contraries.” Witha thoroughly
re-organized Workingmen’s party
for the Presidential election next
year, the late Democrat, who now
calls himself a Workivgman,would
guarantee to the Republican can-
didate for President the six electo-
ral votes of California, No wonder
the Workingman finds himself
patted on the back by the Repub-
licans, and is told that he is a good
voy and ought to stand by his ¢ol-
ors. They look fondly upon him,
with the expectation that he will
assist them to get four more Re-
publican Congressmen, and the six
Republican electors, mnext year.
That is all—absolutely all—the
Workingman's party could do

But it can’t even do that; because
the individual Workingman, who
is at heart a Democrat, will cateh
the strains of an inspiring Presiden-
tial struggle and throng forward to
the Democratic hosts, to be led
against his traditional enemy. A
thousand Denis Kearneys will be
unable to pull the wool over his
eyes next fall, \When this man
talks about a Workingmen'’s candi-
date for President, he is doing the
work of a Republican stool pigeon
and is probably doing it for hire.

Then, as to the Greenbacker.
What man alive that does not
know that this party can again, as
it did in the Presidential election
of 1876, nominate candidates for
President and Vice-President, to
see them a mere laughing stock?
Who remembers now the trifling
vote received by Cooper and Carey?
It was a fraction of the whole so
insignificant that it has lingered
in no man’s memory. The Green-
back party is in no more danger of
receiving the electoral vote of a
single State than it is of ascending
bodily to heaven in robes of fire;
but then, by running a separate
ticket, they might turn over a
couple of close Statesto the Repub-
licans,

There is not a single proposition
in the foregoing cursory review
that is not faicly stated. It is true—
every word of It. And yet there are
men who have the hardihood to
ask Democrats to continue, with a
Presidential election just ahead, to
belong to organizations whose only
possible effect might be to helpa
Republican President into the
White House fer the next four
years and perbaps forever.

THE people of San Franeiseo and
of California generally propose to
receive Gen. Grant as a distin-
guished American, who has twice

have grown up between himself
and his more fortunate fellow citi-
zens, although he has not seen them
rising with his naked eye. Forthe
spirit of caste, and the flaunting of
privileged wealth, which are now
too apparent in the United States
to-day, the Republican party is
really responsible, and the sane
Workingmen know it.

Next take the case of the Green-
backer. He is supposed to be hon-
estly and even fanatically opposed
to the financial policy of Lhe Re-
publican party. He thinks the na-
ticn is being garroted by a lot of
selfish men, who wish to concen-
trate all the money of the country
into a few hands. We will say,
right here, there is a good deal of
trath in this view of the matter, as
applied to the original financial
policy of the Republican party, al-
though the policy of resumption is
in direct antagonism to the origin-
al vicious exercise of power as
shown in expanding the currency.
But our inquiry is councerned not
with cur own views, but with those
of the Greenbacker. In his mind’s
eye the Republican party has out-
raged every right of the poor man
aud of a nation suffering, he thinks,
almost to the point of syncope,
through a lack of a sufficient circu-
lating medium.

Thus, then, we have two classes
who acknowledge themselves an-
tagonized to the distinctive fea-
tures of the Republican policy.
They certainly sympathize with
the great reforms and retrench-
ments inauguratcd by the Demo-
cratic party since it has become a
powerin Congress. In California,
for instance, they undoubtedly
sympathize with the act passed by
& Democratic Congress restricting
Chinese immigration, and which
was vetoed by a Republican Presi-
dent. As between the Republicans
and Democrats, if these men are
singere, they could not hesitate to
choose the latter, Yet, as far as
liesin their power, they are strain-
ing every nerve, not to do any-
thing for themselves, for that is
simply a ludicrous idea, but to get
up & diversion against the Democ
racy which will give the Republi-
can party a very good standing in

the Presidential eleclion of next
year,
Toe Workingmen have shown

pretty well just what they can do.
Under circumstances unusually
favorable to them—with a repre-
sentative of corporation monopoly
a8 the candidate of the Republi-
cans, and with a land monopolist
a8 the standard-bearer of the De-
mocracy—they succeeded in com-
ing in third in the racein the late
campaign, But what they have
done is that, with all their affucta-
tion of hatrel for ‘““Repablican rob-
bers,” they have guaranteed the
election of the whole Republican
State ticket and, whut is worse, of
the whole four Congressmen from
this State. That was their reply to
Demoeratic Congressional action
in their favor. It really looks as if
the California Workingman guides
his political conduct as an Irish-

been President, irrespective of poli-
ties. This quite general desire has
acquired large volume,which every
day’s reports increase, mainly
through the unprecedented inso-
lence of one Denis Kearney. The
gross rudeness of this fellow to an
illustrlous American has not passed
without note. We are glad to hear
that the veterans of the late war
propose to fire a salute in honor of
Gen. Grant from the Sand Lots, It
is the proper way to meet the over-
weening conceit of this bardly
naturalized Sim Tappertit. It is
scarcely necessary that the HER-
ALD should tell its readers that it
takes no stock ina third term for
Grant.

At 9 o’clock the o!d man
dressed bimself, took up his Bible
and began reading. At 10 o’clock
he sang a hymn, and at 11 he be-
stowed blessings on his fawmily.
Shortly before 12 8ix men came in
aud presented bills, bills that had
been **stood off”’ from time to time,
He paid every cent, ate a light din-
ner and lay ou his bed. The col-
lectors stood around and waited.
The hands on the eclock indicated
ten minutes to one. A minister
who had justarrived sang softly and
spoke to the old gentleman consce
liugly. One minute toone. An af-
fecting scene between the old man
and his wife, The clock struck one.
