Readers of the San Francisco pa-
pers will notica that ex-Federal
and ex-Confe ierate soldiers have
Joined hands to vi ilta the demon-
stration impressive. They will
Jointly fire one huudred guns on
the Sand lilts ou U 01. Grant's ar-
rival. This willbe a Utting com-
mentary ou the low-flung insolence
ot Kearney. The volleying cannon
?instead of the kettle-drum aud
trumpet?will thus bray out to the
four quarters of tbe world the fact
that our people have some respect

for themselves and for the men
Whom they have deemed worthy of
the highest office in their gift. We
are not without hopes that the les-
son will uot be lost upon so-called
"publlo agitators" who have
grown " too big for their boots."

We understand that there has
been a meeting of tbe vignerons of
Lo* Angeles city and they have re-
solved not to sell their grapes at a
sacrifice. This is tbe right thing to
do, or we are very much mistaken.
With tbe French vineyards almost
? wreck; with the Sonoma grape
orop barely fifty per ceut. of its
usual yield; with tbe strong de-
mand for California wines both
from tbe East and from Europe,
our grape growers, If they take a
determined stand, can extort fair
prices. Even In Los Angeles county
tbe grape orop this year is by no
means a full one. A dollar a hun-
dred would not be au extreme
price, while anything less than sev-
enty-five cents would be entirely
too low. We are cautious of giving
advice in such a delicate matter,
but we earnestly invite every viue-
yardlst to give the subject his care-
ful individual attentiou, and not to
?How himself to bo victimized
From this time on the owners of
vines in Los Angeles couuty ought
to be assured a large profit. The
state of the wine iuterest admits ol
It, and nothing but v "sheuanagin"
based on the-uecessities of the poor-
er grape growers makes it difficult
to realize it. Don't throw your
grapes away. Ofcourse, not being
technically conversant with the do-
tails of the industry, we confine
our suggestions to general hints.

All the division and discontent
?re not on the Democratic side in
New York. Mr. Cornell, the Re-
publican caudidato for Governor, is
deeply distasteful to a large ele-
ment of his party, who look upon
him as the candidate of the Couk-
ling maohiue. Oil the other hand,
Lucius Robinson has made an hon-
est and incorruptible Governor,
Whose administration has been run
absolutely in tbo interest of tbe
masses.

They
live iv charity one with another,
aod do not feel like unearthing Ihe
national skeleton. There can be
little doubt, from the tenor of all
the comment we have heard, that
Bishop Haven's remarks were, to a
high degree, calculated to irritate a
very larao and respectable portion
of our people. Ministers of the
Word cannot err very far il they
stick very closely lo the text of the
Gospel and preach solely the doc-
trines of the Crucified Redeemer.

Denis Kearney announced
that, ou Ihe uight of Giant's ar-
rival In San Francisco, he would
burn lhat gentleman In effigy on

the Smd Lots. Kearney has re-
considered this rash declaration.
He positively finds that his health
is so impaired that he requires a
sjjourn of two weeks in the coun-
try, for rest and recuperation. He
nude this last statement on the
Sand Lots, iv his customary black-
guard harangue, last Sunday. This
unique bully evideutly knows
what, it is to have that better part

of valor kuowu as discretion. He
reoatts the wise if satirical line of

Hudibras, which reads that "he
who light* and runs away may-
live to tight another day." Kear-
ney does all his fighting with his
tongue, but he has a trusty pair of
heels. Vide his exploit at Santa
Ana aud bis performance now.

It is pitiful the amount of mis-
apprehension which has been sedu-
lously cultivated in California dur-
ing the pa9t two years.

New York, September 17th.?
General Stewart I. Woodford, who
went with Mrs. Gbisbolm to attend
the trial of Henry J Gully fir the
murder of Cornelia Cbllbolm,
states that the trial was a dreary
farce from heginniug to end. Judge
Hamm did his duty fearlessly aud
justly. Thomas S. Ford, District
Attorney, did his duty well and
bravely. I think that tlie prose-
cution made out a clear and com-
plete case of murder. The charge
of tlie judge was distinct, direct
and positive! and yet tlie jury were
only out long enough to take one
ballot and write a veniict. I don't
know how to account for this ver-
dict on any grounds that are not
discreditable either to the intelli-
gence or moral sense of the jury,
ami Ido not think that the nine
white men on the jury were lacking
in intelligence. The three negroes
evidently didn't possess either
brains or courage. The whites
were all Democrats, so were the
two negroes. The jury was fairly
drawn. Tlie verdict does not rep
resent the feeling of the great nia-s

of tlie negroes nor the white Re-
publicans, nor yet the sm ill mi-
nority of sober aud law abiding
Democrats. Those three classes
combined constitute a clear and
decided majority of citizens and
legal voters of the country. lam
sadly and reluctantly compelled to
say that I believe the verdict
truthfully ami honestly represents
the present judgment and wishes
of a general majority of the white
men of Kemper county, and they
think it was unfortunate, but
natural and most excusable thai
Judge Chisholm, John P. Gilmer
and Amos McClellan were shot by
a mob in De Kalh.
