1 Visit to Chinatown-The Slams in Which
Ithe Wntches Live Who H»v« Diiorganizod

tilt Labor of California?Scones of Squalor
and Degradation.

Dear Herald: Ever since the
anti-Chinese agitation became a
leading factor in California politics
Ihave promised myself an elabor-
ate inspection of their Haunts here
on the first favorable opportunity.
Haviug provided myself with a
special officer, iv company with a

party of friends Ilast night started
out on an expedition abounding
in novelty and redolent with dis-
comforts.
THE CHINESE QUARTER ? ITS POP-

ULATION.

A detailed description of the Chi-
nese quarter by metes and bouuds is
unnecessary. Suffice it to say that
you can disappear from Kearney
street; aud, in the lapse of half a
minute, be in the heart of a dis-
trict which is supposed to contain
twenty-five thousand Celestials.
The ground covered by the habita-
tions ofthis large population would
not suffice for a town which claim-
ed a population of one thousand
Caucasians. The general aspect of
Chinatown Is filthy in the extreme.
In the air which one inhales
there is little In common with the
spicy breezes which are supposed
to blow over Araby the blest.
From au experience of two hours

in this horrible quarter I feel safe
In suggesting that the visitor
would do well to secure a small
piece of asafcutida, on the couuter-
irritant principle. Though he
might be incommoded by the pun-
geut odor ofthis drug, Iassure him
that he would have chosen the
lesser of two evilß. As an instance
of the way these wretches are hud-
dled together, the old Globe Hotel,
which was at one time one of the
most fashionable resorts iv the city,
affords accommodation for eigh-
teen hundred Chinamen.

A MODEL LODGING HOUSE.

Our guide plunges into a noisome
alley and opens a door. Aricketty
staircase leads down and another
up. We ascend. We traverse pas-
sageways so narrow aud so low in
the ceiling that a fully developed
Caucasian has difficultyin making
his way. We enter a room seven
by ten. On slats built iuto the
wall Chinamen are reposing in
blissful contempt of the unuttera-
bly bad smells. Tier upon tier
they rise, quite up to the ceil-
ing. We counted seven Chinamen
in one of these little cells. More
were certain to arrive later ou in
the night. We do not exaggerate
when we say that the quarters
would hare beeu contracted for a
single sow and her litter. We re-
traced our steps and descended to

the underground passages, being
obliged to pick our way through
pools of slime aud all nastiuess.
More small apartments. In one of
them we encountered a degraded
wretch of a white man, stretched
out at full length, inhaling the
deadly opium. Our guide address-
ed him in a stern way aud ordered
him out. He slunk away like a
whipped cur, Whito men caught
iv these resorts, who are there for
the purpose of smoking opium, are
liable to a fine of $GO. Iv these inex-
pressibly filthy holes all foul odors
abound. A Caucasian in good con-
dition, used to cleanly ways, would
be carried out iv convulsions after
a few hours enforced stay iv one of
such human pig styes. This phrase,
forcible as it is, by no means ex-
presses the horror and enormity of
tbe abominations of one of these
resorts. A bed in one of them costs
five cents. Itis against wretches
lodged in this manner, with the
ability to endure aud to thrive
upon the most insupportable me-
phitic gases, that the Han Francie-
co white laborer comes iv competi-
tion. Itis a burning shame, which
ories aloud to heaven for remedy
and reparatiOD.

CAST YOUR EYE,

As you wander through China-
town's noisome beehives, at, this
workshop, rt is 10 o'clock at uiglit.
You have traversed a long under-
ground passage and you come to a
Chinese cooper Bhop, Though it is
near midnight, this cooper, who
scarcely bears the semblance of a
human being,is still bard at bis task.
There does not seem to be enough
oxygen in hi* little den to nourish
the feeble flame of tho lamp by
whoso aid he works. You have
stepped over disgusting pools on
your way to his door. The walls of
tbe room in wliich he works drips
deadly moisture. What this man
can find to liv<> for would puzzle a

Philadelphia lawyer. Annihila-
tion would t»e an unspeakable boon
compared to such an existence.
Let ue cross the way to what ie
called the.

" LAST CHANCE."

We outer a room whose earthen
floor is covered, iv places, to a
depth of half au inch, with malo-

dorous water. Here are brought
the aged Chiuameu who are about
to die. One of these outcasts was
there as we entered. He was lying
on a little pleoe of malting and
was covered with what seemed to
be a coarse rug. The rising and
falling of this covering was all that
showed he was Btill alive. He
took not tho slightest notice of our
intrusion. Poor wretch! No pic-
ture ever drawn by the pen of
Dante limned forth more grievous-
ly the hopelessnesß and helpless-
ness aud drear abandoument of
which humanity is sometimes the
viotim than this Celestial (?) casta-
way?yea, though Dante employed
all the accessories which his lively
imagination could utilize from the
horror property-room of the other
world.
MURDERERS' ALLEY ? THIEVES'

LAUNDRY?THE RAO-PICKERS.

But little is gained by protract-
ing our view of such disgusting

sights. A visit to Chinatown
would be incomplete without a trip

through "Murderers' Alley." It
is in this narrow coigne of vantage

that the "High Binder" lies iv
wait for his victim. Here the
shrinking wretch receives the
doom which has been adjudged
bim by a band of assassins which
has much lv common with the
Thugs of India. Auother alley,
aud a flight of stairs, lead up to au

ample courtyard. After the perpe-
tration of a murder the assassins
rush up to this courtyard, shut the
door, drop a heavy beam of wood
down on it as a bolt, aud, While au

entrance is being forcibly effected,
they escape through some one of
the twenty exits which abound on

every side.
We wero much struck by what

we saw at a sort of thieves' laun-
dry. Our guide assured us that
everything handled there was

stolen. Of all the smells thus far
encountered by us the reeking
fumes arißing from these polluted
garments capped the climax. The
odors enjoyed by Coleridge at Co-
logne were Jockey Club perfumes

compared to these.
One inexpressibly redolent alley

was tbe resort of the rag-pickers
aud gatherers of old cigar stumps,
aud here?God save the mark! ?was
an artesian well. There are deeps
and lower deeps, but anything
equal to the idea of a well in the
midst of such accumulated aud
permeSting Hastiness we have
never conceived of as possible. If
San Francisco has one pure Casta-
lean fount, it certainly must be
sought for there.
Ihave left out theatres, restau-

rants and other hackneyed aspeclß
of this question. J. D. L.

New Trial ttrauteif.

New York, Nov. loth. ?The
Court of Appeals bas ordered a new
trial iv the case of the New York
Guaranty and Indemnity Company
et al. against Andrew L. Roberts,
Valentine Uleeson and others, con-
fined iv the liudlow-strect Jail since
June 5, 1873, pending an action of
the courts in the civil suit to recov-
er $5,000 for money obtained by
forging railroad bonds, on which
$30,000 was procured. When the
crime was detected iv 187.'i, it cre-
ated a sensation iv Wall street.
Nearly a million dollars worth of
forged bonds of the Buffalo, New
York and iirie and the New York
Centra! were thrown upon tho mar-
ket, and many linns were de-
frauded.

Halifax, Nov. 13th.?The Nor-

wegian bark Vrista from New York,
for tjueeustowu, has arrived here.
The vessel left New York October
25th. On the 29th she encountered
a revolving cyclone, iv which she
was struck by two heavy seas,
which carried away the rigging,
foretopmast, maintopmast aud
mizzeutopmast, with all the yards
aud gear attached, with the excep-
tion of the main and maintopsail
yards and jibbooni; sprung her fore-
mast and stove the bulwarks and
boats, destroyed forehouse and gal-
ley and broke the hatch. Water
got into the vessel and damaged
the cargo of grain considerably.
One seaman had a leg broken; au-
other was washed overboard, but a
returning wave bore him to the
deck again. The gale continued
till the 2d.

FOREIGN.

L>>Bll AIHYOr'S [lulling !,<:-! U»u-

ouualleld'a Mpeeeli.

London, Nov. 13th.?Addressing
the Lord Mayor, Lord Ueaconsfield
said: "When Iaddressed your pre-
decessor I informed him that the
goverument was contemplating
large military operations in Cen-
tral Asia, the object being to
strengthen and reuder secure the
northwestern boundary of the In-
dian Empire. These operatlous
have beeu signally successful, and
British influence is fully establish-
ed in Central Asia." [Loud cheers.]
Here Lord Beaconsfield warmly eu-
logized Lord Lyttou aud the aveng-
ing army in Afghanistan.

Referring to South Africahe said:
"The receut war there has taught
the coiouists somethiug of the art
of self-defense, ou which they must
chiefly rely. Wo are about to effect
some cbauge there which will oon-
tribute to the increased happiness
of the population. Notwithstand-
ing that Europe may be covered
with millions of armed men, we
have not merely the hope, but the
belief that peace willbe maintain-
ed. In assuming that peace will be
maintained, Iassume that uo great
power would shrink from its re-
sponsibility. Ifthe most extensive
and wealthiest empire in the world,
with a perverse iuterpretation ofils
insular character, turusau indiffer-
ent ear to the feelings aud the for-
tune of Continental Europe, I be-
lieve that country is endangered.
It is to such an indiffejenco that I
attribute many fatal wars; but it
the power aud advice of England
are felt and heard iv the matter, I
have tho conviction that peace
willbe maintained for a long pe-
riod. [Loud cheers.] IfEngland
deserts her natural post iv the
councils of Europe, war is too prob-
able. A celebrated Roman, being
asked what his policy was, replied.
Imperium ct libertaa. That is a
short programme, and it should not
disgrace a British Ministry. Itis
one ou which the existing Ministry
will always act. In proposing your
Lordship's health, Ishall this time
next year, in all probability, have
the pleasure to congratulate you on
your skillful administration. I Loud
ami prolonged cheering.]

SirStairord Northcote, Chancel-
lor of the Exchequer, also addressed
the company, and In the course of
bis npeeoh declared that the finan-
cial position of the country need
create no alarm.

KiitMa nu'i OerSßaay,

London, Nov. 13!h.?A Berlin
correspondent bears from a well in-
formed quarter in St. Ptteraburg
that tho recent oorrespoudenoe be-
tween the Czar and Emperor Wil-
liam, the latter assured tbe Czar,
in a special private letter, that
neither ho nor bis son would ever
make war against Russia, and cor-
dially invited the Czar to visit l!er-
lin ou his way to Cannes. The Czar
replied that he could not come him-
self, but the Czarowltcb would vis
It the Emperor.

Vienna, Nov. 13th.?If the re-
port of tbe retirement of Uortclia-
KOff is correct, it may bo inferred
that tbe approach of St. Petersburg
towards Berlin, and tbe resignation
of Qortchakofl", who is credited to
some extent with the estrangement
between Germany and Russia, ure
altogether disconnected eveuts.

London, Nov. 13th.?The Times'
commeutiug on Lord lieacoiisneld's
speech at tbe Lord Mayor's ban-
quet, points out tbe absence of any
reference to the Eaßtern question or
to the Anglo-Turkish Couventlou,
and says: But if tbe speech is not
exciting it is not disturbing, and
the explanations ottered by tbe

Chancellor of the Kxohequer re.
specting linanoos will combine with
Beaconsflald's account of tho reviv-
al of trade to produce a reassuring
Impression. A tone of disappoint-
ment pervades comments of the
other journals. It was anticipated
that Beaconsfleld would throw
some light on the relations of Eng-
land with Turk y and the future of
Afghanistan, aud the chances of a
dissolution of Parliament; but the
concluding seutence Is accepted in
some quarters as negativing the
idea of dissolution,

A correspondent at Berlin de-
clares that the Egyptian affair is
still unsettled, aud that (lermany,
Austria and Italy insist on the up-
polutmeut of a joint representative
for the three powers, to act with
Baring and Debligniers, as a com-
mission of control, which demand
England and France have not yet
acceded to.

Vienna, November 14th.?The
Tayblalt newspaper says: The
treaty of alliance concluded be-
tween the Balkan Principalities Is
ostensibly against foreign interven-
tion iv the Balkau States, but re-
ally against Austria. The treaty
stipulates that in the event of Aus-
tria extending operations beyond
Novi Bazar, Servia will furnish
120,000 men, Montenegro 20,000 and
Bulgaria 90,000, to form au allied
army, and that Servia will advance
Montenegro 73,000 ducats for mili-
tary expenses. The appointment
of tho Commander-in-Chief of the
alleged farces Is left open, but it is
believed the appointment of a Rus-
sian General was originally con-
templated.

CONSTANTINOI"I-E, Nov. 18th.?
Prince liobanoll' informed Sawas
Pasha, Minister of Foreign Af-
fairs, that he does not hear any
proposals from the Russian Gov-
ernment. Prince LobauoU' will
again depart in the course of a
week ou leave of absence. Sawas
Pasha has declared to Sir Austin
Lay ard that the attacks of the
Turkish press on the policy of Eng-
land are wholly uninspired. Couut
Zichy, Austrian Ambassador, will
have au audience with the Sultan
on the loth instant, when he will
present letters ofrecall. He will
leave in three weeks.
