Lin-
coln and Mrs. Appletou were seated
on the rear platform of the private
car of Mr. Lincoln, attached to a
moving graud stand, watching the
race. The car was next to the for-
ward engine ofthe train. Soon after
the train started, when the first
race began, the coupling pin, con-
necting tho privato car witb the
platform car iv the rear, broke in
twain. The forward engine, re
leaned of the heavy weight it was
dragging, shot rappidly ahead.
The shock threw Mr. Lincoln und
Mrs. Appletou upou the rails. The
forward wheels of tbe platform
cars passed over tbem, crushing
tbem terribly. Tlie rear wheels of
the car'kft the track and lhe train
then came to a standstill. Mrs.
Appletou died within fifteen or

twenty minutes after Die accideut.
