The Abarta Trial,

SECOND DAY~~AFTERNOON SESSION.

[The proceedings of the morning
session will be found on the fourth

page.]

The proceedings were reopened
precisely at half-past two, the court
room being densely crowded. In-
deed, the manner in which the bus-
tness of Judge Sepulveda’s Court
has been conducted during this
trial might furnish a precedent
worthy of being followed by the
metropolitan-tribunals of our big
portbern sister. It is rare thatin
any part of the world, on the flrst
day of a cause'celebre, such as is
thie trial for murder, a jury is ob-
tained, the evidence for the prose-
cution put, and the testimony of
the defendant heard.

The evidence of Dr. Kurtz had
made a decided impression on the
jury, and that body now listened
with the closest attention to his
cross-examination, ably conducted
by Mr. White. Dr.Kurtz wascon-
sistent and positive in the reitera-
tion of the facts connected with the
pbysical and mental condition of
detendant, both before and after the
shooting. The gist of the cross-
examionation was directed, how-
ever, to the conflict of author-
ity between writers on men-
tal diseases—this being a strange
proceeding, apparently, since
the unanimity and gen-
eral good-will existing between
members of the medical fraternity
who publish books are so well
known, When Dr. Kurtz said he
considered that any virtuous wo-
msan when deprived of her virtue
would go mad undoubtedly, de-
clded marks of applause were no-
ticeable among the concourse with-
out the bar. The defendant has
frequently, since her incarceration,
threatened in the presence of Dr.
Kurtz to take her own life; and
this, 10 Dr. Kurtz’s opinion, must
be evidence of insanity; he thinks
that she is actually insane. Three-
quarters of an hour had been con-
sumed in this cross-examination.
James Thompson, the jailor, stat-
ed that defendant, ‘while in his
charge, has been very unwell al-
most all the time; has complained
of pain in her head; has desired
death. She has made frequent
complainte of sleeplessness, and
witness has given her morphine
pills. Everything with which de-
fendant could do herself harm
has been sedulously kept from
her, and she has never
been left alone. She hascomplain-
ed of heart trouble, and one night
be and his family were alarmed at
her condition. This was soon after
her incarceration, Cross-examina-
tion elicited no further information
of importance.

Dr. Henry Worthirgton testified
as follows: Three years ago he was
called to treat the defendant for dis-
menorrhwa, She was irrational
and insaue at that time. Saw her
three times only.

On cross-examination no other
important facts were brought out,
Dr. N Richardson said that
about four years ago ho treated the
defendant for the same disease ac-
companied by hysterical spasms.
On his cross-examination Dr,
Richardson explained what a
spasm was, At the time he saw
her defendant was ill in bed.

Dr. K. D, Wise testified to hav-
ing known defendant for four or
tive years, Has. acted as her phy-
sician two or three times, in 1877
and 1878. He treated her for dis-
menorrhea accompanled by pain
in the head. Visited defendant in
the jail, two or three days after the
killing of Forster; she had a high
pulse, lcss of appetite, severe pain
in her head, and was suffertog
from sleeplessness; she had been
undoubtedly an innocent girl up to
within a very few days; the nervous
excitability of the defendant is res
markable; her mental condition
previous to the shoating was irrita-
ble, and very changeable; at times
she suffered under meutul aberra-
tion, due to the phyesical troubles
fiom which she suffcred; at the
time of the shootivg undoubtedly
her nerves were entirely unstrung,
and she was irresponsible for the
act; since the shooting she has
been in a condition which may
well resylt ip permaneant igsanity,
unless the female trouble be re-
lieved; this relief has bitherto been
imposesible because of her extreme
modesty] the Doctor hLere gaye the
defjnition of an insane impulse; it
would be harder not to agcount for
this act on the part of the defend-
aot than to account for it; Dr, Wise
thought that the defendantcould
not avoid her condition, under the
clrcumstances as shown; the Doc-
tor gave detinitions of hysteria gnd
insanity, and agreed with the prin-
cipal aythorities in his profeseion,
for yo man cap dare tg give an ex-
act definition of either insanity or
hysteria; disappointment is the
great incentive to hysteria, disap-
pointment in love the great cause
of insanity; Dr. Wise does not
think that the defendant knew of
her offense agalust God and man
at the time of her glaying Forster;
at that time her brain was un-
doubtedly congested with blocd.
The byvothetical questions put to
Dr. Kurtz were also propounded to
Dr. Wise, by whom they were an
swered even mare elaborately and
to the same general effect, The
cross-examination, conducted by
Mr. White,was long and searching,
but brought out o change of faots
or of opinion on the ‘part of Dr.
Wise. He left the witness stand at
ten wminuteg tp fve; and, during
t[\e whole time he occupied it,every
one present was deeply attentive
to what he sald, which also seemed
to have a marked effect upon the
jury. Atane time Dr. Wise seemed
to chafe a little under what he
choesge to consider a needless repiti-
tion of questions leading to noth-
ine,

Dr, Nadeau, re-called, testified to
the following fact: He was called
in May, 1878, to prescribe for the
defendant and treated her for dis-
menorrhea, There was no cross-
examination,

Celina Abbott, the next witness,
was eugnged tq be married to Fors-
ter at the time of his death. Cross:
examined she said that the day be-
fore. the killing she aud Forster
bad a conversation coucerning her
own engagement to Forster, The
prosecution waived the right to

At the expiration of the recess
the jury again entered thejury
box, but the miesing witnesses
were still absent. Judge Sepulveda
then adjourned the court until half-
past seven, He said that a night
session, though unpleasant, would
allow all the evidence to be put in
to-night; that the case would be
argued to.morrow, and possibly
submitted to tHe jury to-morrow
evening, so that the jurymen
might probably go home on Sun-
day.

- EVENING SESSION,

At half-past seven the hearivg of
testimony was resumed.

Mary Roberts again took - the
stand and said: She desired to say
that it was on Sunday, and not on
Saturday, as she inadverleptly
said, that defecdant told ber Mr.
Forster wished her to go to Arl-
zona,

Dr. Worthington, recalled, sald
that uterine diseases tended to
disease the mind. He then an-
swered hypothetical questions sim-
ilar to those which had been putto
his fellow practitiouers, in a gene
erally similar maopner. He also
said that when a medical expert
testified of his own personal knowl-
edge his opinion was more entitled
to weight than that of an equally
capable physician who had not
that personal knowledge.

The rross-examination, conduct-
ed by Mr. White, turned chiefly on
the value of expert testimony, and
the witness opined that less value
would attach to the opinion of a
medical expert who had not at-
tended for some tinge fhe patient
concerning whose mental condi-
tlon an investigation should be
bad. Dr. Worthington actually
has a case of homicidal mania pro-
duced by dismenorrbea; suicidal
mania sometimes, in fact general-
ly, springs from and follows homi-
cidal mania; he admitted that he
was not very famillar with the sub-
jeet; the intent, not the motive,
gives character to the act, but the
motive might be the foundation of
the intent.

REBUTTING TESTIMONY.,

John Reynolds was called for the
prosecution and said: He knew
Forster and the two Abarta girls;
saw Forster on the Wednesday, he
thinks, before the shooting; by his
order he went to the Abarta's
house where one of the two ladies
gave him a note for Forster; he
took the note to Forster and took a
note from him ta her; all this was
on the same day; on Friday he
drove Forster to Ducommun street;
Forster stopped the carriage and
Miss Abarta approached and got
in; witness drove by First to Ala-
meda street and across the track;
the pole strap broke and witness
stopped to mend It; Forster asked
witness where he could get a room
and was told of several; Forster
then asked if the team could go to
Santa Monica.

The defense objected to the con-
versation as not 1n the presence of
Miss Abarta, but the objection was
not sustained.

Witness drove to the “Wind-
mill,” then to the Grand Central;
then to the Cape House' (Moiso’s
Manpsion); thence to the ''Wind«
mill" again, and again to the depot
—Forster seeking a room at all

these places; thence witness
drove to the Grand Central
again and thence to the Cape

House; Forster and the lady got
out and the witness left; saw Miss
Abarta on Saturday, for he took a
package to her from Forster; held
no communication with her; saw
her again on Sunday at the Cipe
House, she having sent for him;
witness bought a valise on Sunday
and sent it to defendant; when
witness weut to the Cape House
he found detendant ready to start,
being all dressed; she said she did
not know wbether to gg ta' Nevada
or Arlgona; witness declined ta ad-
vise and went away; witness had
meals sent ta defendsgnt ap the
Cape House, by request of Forster;
the room Forster wanted was a quiet
place of which the publi¢c would
pot know, No cross-examlnation,

G. Devourst and Jo:é Villalobos
were called by the prosecution, but
were not fortbhcoming.

Dr. W. W, Ross; sallgd by the
progecution, said; Had heard the
tsstimony in the case.

'I'ne defense objected to witnegs's
testimony on the giaund that he
was nat ¢atabllshed as an expert,
The Court sustained the objection,
but allowed the fact of the wit-
ness being an expert to be ectab-
lished, and this was done.
Cross-examined as to beiog an
expert, the witness admitted that
he bad not posted himseli atiout
thig case until within a short time;
he had been paid to study up this
oase by Mr. Brownthosum of $50;
ten days before payment he had
read up from the various authori-
ties; thie he did in order to satisfy
himself; he had had the necessary
experience, he thought, ta testify
as an expert in insauity cases; did
not think an intelligent man, not a
physician, could not read up in the
medical books aund testify a3 an
expert,

The witness here asked the pro=
tection of the Court and the exaim-
ination was resumed.

Witness resumed, in answer ts
Mr. Brown, and said that he would
not testify unless he was paid;
that he was to aid and post Mr,
Browa—a medical attorney, as it
were, He knew experts weto em-
ployed on the otherside,

The OCourt ordered the examina-
tion resumed,

Witness was asked the difterence
between hyateria and mania. Ob-
jection by the defense, ns witness
was not an expert, overruled by
the Court. Dr. Ross then gave a
desgription of hysteria, as a light
angnot lasting attack, It is not
like Insanity, as hysterical persons
rarely do what the insane do,
drew a broad distinotion between
the two diseasea, A hysterical per-
son is never afllicted by homicidal
mania; has treated a great many
cases of dismennorrhea] it may, in
time, affect the mind, and in vari-
ous ways; the period at which the
patient suflers must differ; it lasts,
sometimer, & week. Thivks de
fendant had dismenorrhea, and
qulite severely; insanity might re-
sult, but nnt in one so young;
symptoms cf homicidal mania vary
in different individuals. Witness
does not think that a hypathetical
persaa, circumstanced as defend-
ant, acted except from revenge.

‘The question to which this is
an unswer was allowed by the
Caurt after considerable skirmish-
ing by opposing counsel. From
thie time on objection was taken to
every question asked by the prose-

press grief at this act; a person
cannot be sane, then insane so as to
commit homicide, then sane again,
previously not having manifested
insane symptoms; witness has
never before found a physician in
town who believed in emotional in-
sanity till to-day; witness testified
that physicians are by no means
agreed concerning impulsive In.
sanity; some believe in it, others
do not.

Cross-examined by Col. Godfrey:
Insanity is & disease of the mind,
produced by disease of the bralo; a
person in apparent health may
lose conscliousness, becoming iu-
sane, and on recovering have no
recollection of what has occurred
ad interim; emotional ineapity is
due to various causes, such as dis-
appointment, grief, and the like,
lasting a few hours, days, or weeks,
or being incurable; continued loss
of steep is such cause; 8o is sudden
nervous shock; witness would in-
vestigate each and every case and
judge eachh on its merite; don't
think a person firing a second shot
in such a case as this supposed one,
could be insane; the person of the
hypothetical case so firing, or at-
tempting to fire, might be iosane;

tive in committing a homicidal
act, again he may not; the motive
alone would not influence the
opinion of the witness; witness
never examined defendaut; he was
then asked as to what tests are in
use for determining insanity, and
mentioned severa!; canunot tell
whether there be two great divis-
ifons of methods of test; grief,
shame, disappointment in love are
common causes of insanity; there
is a disease known as meutal de-
pression; bysteria is a mental dis-
ease, as i8 insanity, and general
moral mania; so of transitory
mania, which cannot be limited, or
measured by time; irresistible im-
pulse is a disease of the mind;
there is a distinction between men-
tal and moral inesanity; does not
think the defendant was insane or
suffering from dementia ot any
kind; was ecapable - of judging
of right and wrong; has
never treated a patient suffering
as in the Dhypothetical case
80 often referred to; a hardened
criminal remembers all things, our
young inc¢rime do not; hysteria 18
not insanity. Witness cannot
draw the line between them, and
80 hold all authors; if 1t were not
proven that the person of the hypo-
thetical case had shot twice, or at-
tempted to do so, witness would
not reverse his opinion; persous
who talk of suicide rarely kill
themselves; no saue person com-
mits suieide.

Dr. Jos, Hanunon was called and
testifled as tollows: Is County Phy-
sician; as such, during the last
four years, has examined some one
hundred persona charged with fn-
sanity; previous to this time he
bas not paid much attention to in-
sanity, Witness defined insanity;
divisions of insanity are arbitrary;
mania, in eo:ne of its forms, is the
most commoun; homicidal mania
was defined as in the books; no
elnas of disease is more likely than
auother to cause insanity; author-
ities divided as to emotioual insan-
ity; witness never knew personal-
ly of a case; fear or anger cause
acts seemingly irrational; such
acts are not insanity, for the mind
is not diseused; insanity In women
doea not generally depend on sex-
ual diseases; hus seen a fow oases
of insunity due to uterine trouble,
almast all cocurring at the chauge
of life; never saw insanity arising
from dismenoirhea; dellrium 13 said
authoritatively to result thue; de-
lirium is not insanity, although so
called by some authours; has treat-
ed mauy onees of dismenorrhices,
but never kuew delirium or fusan-
ity to ensue; no shooting aloue
would be evidenge of insanity, but
merely @ eiogle symptom, to be
cansidered with others; defendant
