Vienna, Deo. 8. 9:30 p. at.?The
Ring theatre, formerly a comic
opera bouse, where Sara Bernhardt
reoently performed, took fire at
seven o'clook to-ulght, just before
the beginning of an opera. The
fire was caused by tbe fall of a
lamp on tbe stage. The bouse was
tolerably full, and the loss of life
great. Up to the preseut time
seventy bodies have been recov-
ered. Many persons were iojured.
Sixty were saved by means of lad-
ders and by jumping into clotnes
beld below. The greatest efforts
were made to save life. The scene
was terrible; with the flames shoot-
ing up through the roof, aud
eventually gutting tbe entire
building.

11 P. m?One bundled and forty-
five bodice have been brought out
of tbe theatre dead-. There are
still numerous bodies Inths galler-
ies and other elevated parts of tbe
building. The chief oause of tbe
oatastropbe was that In the confu-
sion the Iron portion separating
tbe stage from tbe auditorium was
not lowered. Thousands of people
assembled ln the neighboring
streets, where they could hear tbe
cries of agony from the people at
the windows of tbe theatre pray-
ing to be saved. Rapidly tbe flames
grew, so as to prevent tbe people
from taking advantage of the ordin-
ary exits. Only a small portion of
tbe audience saved themselves by
leaping from tbe windows, three
stories bigb, Into olothss below,

Midnight?Tbe work of taking
bodies from tbe theatre ooutinues.
It is estimated tbat three hundred
persons perished. Some bodies
are fearfully disfigured, several
persons being injured in springing
from tbe windows. Among tbe
missing are Herr Fife, Court Mus-
ical Dlreotor and Herr Hellmens-
pergsr. Tbe most of tbe bodies
Identified up to tbe present time,
are those of tradesmen aud minor
officers. On the spreading of the
news of the disaster, the perform-
ances at other theatres stopped.
No Americans are known to be
among the dead.

Later.?Two more bodies have
been recovered from tbe ruins of
tbe Ring Theatre. Tbe fourth gal-
lery has not been explored. It Is
believed that not a single person
escaped from that gallery aud that
very few esoaped from' tbe tbe
third gallery. The corpses last re-
oovsred are little more tban char-
coal fragments. Gross neglect Is
charged against tbe msnagement
of tbs theatre. The law prescribes
the use ofoil lamps in corridors of
theatres so that exits shall be dis-
covered la the event or tbe failure

' of gas, but tbls precaution was ut-
terly neglected. The person ln
obarge ofItbe Iron curtain between
the stago and auditorium, appears
to have fled at the firstalarm.
