
The Lost Mine Found.

The Arizona Citizen says. Fif-
teen years ago?almost an age in
a frontier town, to judge from tbe
progreea made in tbat period of
time?Mr. Isaao Goldberg, P. W.
Dooner and others, made a pros-
peotlng trip to tbe Hauta Catailnaa
after fabulous gold mines that
were supposed to exist somewhere
among the summit peaks of that
rocky and almost inaccessible
range. To reach the higher por-
tions it waa neccessary to take a
circuitous route aud ascend from
the aide opposite Tuceou. In ex-
ploring the dizzy height and dis-
mal cations the party lost tbeir
bearinga and wandered about tbe
mountains for several days, until
their provisions were about ex-
hauaed, and iv tbeir uucertain
wanderings discovered a huge
ledge of very fine copper ore. At
tbat romote period of time copper
mines were not thought
to be very valuable, aud
but little attention was
paid to the accidental discovery,and
its location was not accurately ob-
served. Tbe party made tbeir way
out of tbe mountains with a rapid-
ity accelerated by the pang of hun-
ger, and congratulated themselves
more upon a safe return to this
city than upon the results contin-
gent upon their discoveries. Tbey,
however, made four or five subse-
quent attempts to find tbe copper
ledge so curiously discovered, but
always witb uniform want of suc-
cess, and tbe nine days' tiresome
wandering of the previous trip
were set down as barren of all
profit. Very recently, Mr, Isaao
Goldberg made up a party, includ-
ing a member of the former party,
and started out with a determina-
tion to find the lost ledge at all
basards. They were more fortu-
nate tbis time than before, and
succeeded In re-discovering tbe
bonanza, which is but a thous-
and feet from tbe mountain
stream, which below the moun-
tains is called Killlto Creek, and
but fifteeo miles iv a straight Hue
from Tucson, although eighty miles
by the only feasible trail. The
ledge waa located by Isaao Gold
berg, Andrew Crouley and James
Ijee, and Samuel Hughes was lo-
cated In an extension. Tbe crop-
pings brought iv were very rich,
and average specimens gave by as-
say pver 3d per cent, copper. Tbe
ledge is said to be enormously wide,
wltn strong and bold cropping*.
Old minets wbo have heard the
particulars of tha fiud and bave
seen the ore, say boat it is tbe most
important discovery ever made in
the vicinityof Tucson, and its
value to therowners Is beyond com-
putation,-' The romauce of its orig-
inal discovery and the subsequent
seapirf for it have woven an inter-
tat about the mine tbat will be as

--"Tasting as tbe wonderful lode itself.
True to the letter, but not the

whole truth, Tnasmuon as tbe inci-
dents of tbe romauce do not ap-
pear. The eighth day of tbe "prog-
ptcl" found seven dilapidated ad-
venturers in tbe heart of tbe Santa
Catalina mouutains witb the
clouds at tbeir feet, and five pounds
of panole and half as many pounds
of coffee in tbe commissary. Tbe
rocky steeps of the Cataltnae had
left but one pair of foot-gear iv the
company, and tbat was a
pair of Apache moccasins,
worn by tbe guide (tj
A drenching thunder storm added
to the charm of tbe situation and
made a fire impossible. Bill of
fare: coffee steeped in cold water;
a few ounces of panolg, ditto, fhree
days latter found the party ou tbe
mesa, after performing some gym-
nastic feata tbat would bring a
flush of envy to the cheek of a- Brazilian monkey. And tbey re
aembled a troupe of monkeys, in-
asmuch as the clothing tbat re-
mained upon their persons waa ot
a very nondescript cut. Tbe pan-
taloons from tbe knees to the bot-
toms had been converted into im-
provised mocassins; vests and shirt-
sleeves, ditto. A picture of that
crowd as it camped on tbe outskirts
of Tuoson in order to make
the entrance under the friendly
shadows of nigbt, would be an ac-
quisition to auy piotorial collec-
tion. Yet a jollier set of ragmuf-
fina never contemplated the ride
uloua in art. The iuterveuing
years have dealt kiudly with some
of these, and two or three have
been gathered to tbe Fathers. But
if the Intrepid Goldbeig,who made
moat of tho craggy passes upon his
bands and knees and laughed as
much aa all the rest of the party
combined, bas struck a fortune in
the re-discovery of the lode, then
the romance bas ended well.
