THE PHILIPP! TRIAL.
Argument of Qeansel—The Jury Retire—Out
till Omo o'cleck This Morning, and Fail to

Agree—Diseharged.

The first business before City
Justice Adams yesterday morning
was the postponement of the case
of Samuel Prager, which had been
set for trial, The sixty jurors sum-
moned were ordered to return at 2
o’clock. This businees disposed of,
the roll of the jury in the Philippi
case was called, and the members,
as they answered to their names,
took seats in the' box, As the evis
dence was closed the previous day,

the Court announced that argu-
ment of counsel would now be
heard.

MORNING SESSION.

District Attorney Morgan open-
ed with bisargument. Afterreai-
ing to the jury the complaint and
the section of the State law under
which it was drawn, he stated that
they were there to try the case

upon the basis of a law declared
copstitutional by the highest tri-
bunal of the State; that they were
not there to try the law. This was
the substance of Mr, Morgan’s ar=
gument, he oceupying not more
than five minutes.

Col. Godfrey then arose and pre-
faced his remarks by reading from
the Times, of this city, the com=
munieation which appeared in that
paper day before yesterday over the
signature ‘‘A Chinamsn’”’ He
censured severely ‘‘a paper which,
while pretending to advocate re-
form, should attack an attorney for
doing what the Constitution of the
United States provides that be shall
do"’—defend a prisoner without
reference to his offense. Mr. God-
frey then went on to state that the

charter of the city of Los Aogeles [

repealed the operation of the State
law in this city; that under that
charter we have ordinances which
prescribe the time and manner in
which saivous may be kept open in
this eity, Furtber, that the pros-
ecution was directed against one
claes of business; that the propri-
etors of the paper frem which be
had read kept their place of busi-
nees open after twelve o'ciock Sat-
urday night, without prosecution
being started against them; that
the whole matter was merely a war
of one clues against another—the
churches against the saloon keep-
ers, He then went on at length to
show under what circumstances
our forefatbers came to  this
country, of tbe religlous per-
secutions which drove them from
their mother country and that po-
litical and religious freedom were
the ground work of our country’s
institutions, and that it was now a
question as 1o whetber or not the
old sepirit of persecution was to be
revived. He then passed to the
point of the intent of the
prisoner in violating the law.
Haea said that the defendant had for
16 years kept his salcon open on
Sundays without ever hearing of
the law for the violation of which
be is now arrested. He said that
the question before the jury was
simply a political and not a legal
one. Mr. Godfrey then #poke at
some length on the temperance
question, He said that one of our
greatest interes(s is the manufac-
tare of liquors., That many good
church members bhe kuew were
putting out vineyards for all they
were worth to convert their fruit
foto wine, and thai this interest
was the one at which the shafts of
those who are prosecuting these
‘cases are aimed.

Col. Godfrey then stated that
the Supreme Court decided that
the Sunday law wes not a consti-
tutional law under the new Con-
stitution of the Btate and was only
80 because it was passed before this
Coopstitutiou came into effsct; that
the defendant was unrraigned under
what was really an obsolete law;
that the city cbarter is a public
law, and that all fines collected in
this Court went to the cityand no¢
to the State; that the saloons sup-
ported the city officers under this
chartér more thap any other class

of business, and that they
should pot  be mulcted to
pay & fine of $50 more, He called

upon the jury to put » stop toa
persecution which attacked the
best interests of the State and said
that it drove away immigrants
who would raise barley crops and
vipeyarde. That the Maine Liq-
uor Law businees would Kkill this
country. He then closed his argu-
ment with an appeal to the jury
to not lend themselves a3 instrue
ments in the hands of one class
against another class, Col. God-
frey having consumed till noon in
his argument, & recess till 1:18
o’eleck P, M. wae taken,

AFTERNOON SESSION.

At that hour the Court convened
and Mr. White began his argu-
ment to the jury. He opened on
the point of the intent of the de-
fendaot in violating the law. He

stated that the defendant’s guilt
could consist ouly in the wilfui
violation, and that his real iutent
must be decided by the jury from
the evidence brought forth, Mr,
Whaite then passed to a discussion
of the SBunday law itself. He said
that it was an infringement upon
the rights of the citizens; that the
fact that men impaneled to acton
juries said they could not consei-
entiously serve upou a jury where
this law was to be tha basis of their
deeision, was in itsell euough to
show the odious and unjust char-
acter of the law. He theu dis-
cussed at length the ob-
solete gharacter of the law, show-
ing that it was so long inoperative
and that its violation has been for
years negatively sanctioned by the
officera of the State. He held that
the intent of the defendant in vio-
lating a law, which the body of the
people had never heard of till late-
ly, and which, when brought to a
test of constitutionality, was voted
against as a violation of the spirit
of freedom of our country by three
of the highest Judges in the State,
could not have been wilful, He
then read from the law toshow that
s wilful intent could not be pre-
sumed but must be preven. He
spoke strongly againet the dis.
tnrbance of the public weal and
¢ rder of the communlity
which"wae being produced by the
men who prosecuted these casee;
and he questioned the right of
these men to claim to be the disei-

les of Him who Is the God of
gronurly love, when they were
dividing houses, professions and

ance with thelir belief as to the de-
:andnnt.’s intent in violating the
1A

' Distriet Attorney Morzan then
arose and in reply said that the
attorneys for the defense had dis-
cuseed the law and not the defend-
ant’s guilt, - That it was Mr, Phil.
ippl on trial and not the Sunday
law, and that the intent of the de-
fendant could not be questioned
when the announcement of the
Chief of Police,to the effect that he
should srrest all violators of the
law, had been published in all the!
city papers, and when the defend-
ant had contribpted rgoney to the
League of Freedom to defeat the
law, and to hire lawyers in case
he was arrested to defend him.

Tbe Court then charged the jury
and, at 245 o'clock, they retired.
After about an hour and a half’s
deliberation they notified the
Court that there was but little
probabllity of agreeing upon a ver-
dict, Judge Adams, considering
the importance of the case and the
time occupied in its trial, declined
to relense them and they were re-
m&nded to the jury room, the
pJudge announcing it as his inten-
tion to keep them out all night un-
less they sooner agreed omn a ver
diet.

At 530 o'clock the prospect of
an agreement being seemingly as
distant as at the outset, the jury
were taken to the Commercial
Restaurant for dinner., Oo their
return they were given possession
of the court-room, where the time
was passed in mock triais, singing,
and other sgreeable pastimes, till
1.15 o'clock this morning, when
the Judge, convioced that they
eould not agree upon a verdiect,
entered the court-room and, after
receiving the individual assurance
of each juror that an agreement
was impussible, they were dis-
charged. The jury stood seven for
conviction and five for acquittal.
