The
store was ransacked by the
sur vi ving robbers and boo ty
amouuiug to considerable taken
The wounded man crawled a distance of
eight miles and gave the alarm. A
posse of men started for the scene of the
atrocity, but before they arrived there
tbe three surviving seouudi-i Is had been
at Stiver Peak camp, thirty miles from
Hold moautain, wasa<s they entered an-
other store, killiug the proprietor am.
Hl* two clerks, tbe names of whom are
unknown. There they also got off with
a large sum of money aiwf other valua-
bles. These robbers are well mounted

and armed. Further details are not
yet to be obtained. That seclio iof
country is being scoured for them by dt-
termined men, who wilt make short
work of the robbers ifcaught.

LoSS of the Cimbria.
Hamburg, Jan. 23.?Tho steamer j

Diainant has just returned from asearch <for tho missing passengers and crew of
the Cimbria. She brought sixteen pas-,
aengers and the Hreman of the ill-fated
steamship. The rescued passenger*,
state that their boat capsized soon after
leaving the Cimbria. They sought ref
nge iv the rigging of the foundered
steatner, where they remained ten hours
and were nearly frozen to death when
rescued by the Diamant. Many in (he
capsized boat were drowned. Tin- war
vivors describe the scene as most huni-
bin and heartrending. Allpraise in the
highest terms the conduct of tiie
Captuin and crew of thu Cimbria
who never moved from their posts
or flinched from their duty. The res-
cued passengers affirm that while they
wern clinging to the rigging the lights of
the Saltan were clearly seen ami that
their criis for help must have been
heard ou board but the vessel steamed
away instead of coming to their assist-
auce. The captain of the Sultan makes
a statement the purport of which is that
no blame should attach to Ids actiou.
He claims he used every precaution
causing his engines to go very slowly
during the fug and the sounding of bis
whistle every few minutes. When
he first discovered the Cimbria's
lights he used every human effort to
prevent a disaster. He claims heremnined
on the mcene for over five hours, but
heard no sound during that time. He
severely censured the captain of the
Cimbria for going away without ascer-
taining the extent of the damage done
The capLaiu of the Sultan, before the
collision, heard no whistle from the
Cimbria. He hud no idea tbe Cimbria
hod foundered until he arrived at Ham-
burg. Of the women onboard the ntcuin-
er only three were saved. Of eight boats
of the Cimbria only four could EM low-
ered. The number ofpassengers miss-
ing is 353; known to be safe, 32. Of the
crew missing, 71; of the crew known to
be safe, 21. Missing, alt told, 434; safe
so faros known, 53. This is as faros
the lists go, antl makes the total number
on board 487 instead of 480. A luUr
dispatch from Hamburg says the officers
of tlte steamer Sultan liave been nlueed
under bail ami the steamer seized by tbe
police. Tbe Cap'nin .vise,ts he wuited
»t the scene of the disaster twelve hours
jfter Lite (-Mllisioii.
