Those points
of tbe clowns and end men which al*
ways oonvuUe tbe bouse with merri-
ment, are the jokes of our tlrst circus
and minstnd Hhuws.and which hare been
repeated from time immemorial. Tbe
attempts at new business are almost cer-
tain tof»U it""!,and aie resented liy in
tcUigent audiences as illegitimate. In
the brilliant conversations ut society the
? una effect is seen. He wboassiduously
repeats ths old funny stories, and the
jokes which, as they have come through
many generations, may be called class-
ical, will reap tba reward of hia industry
in tbe society reputation of a funny
man, and in invitations to dinners and
all social gatherings where intellectnal
conversation is the chief entertainment.
When he has gained his character, all
willbegin to laugh aa soon aa he opens
his mouth, and his pathway as a humor-
ist wiltbe greased by expectant cachina-
tion, which willnot allow itself to be
disappointed.

On tho other band, he wbo essays
new witty conceptions will be shunned
in soaiety as a pestilfi.ee. This ia a
paradox, but there is roaaon in it,and
not much philosophy ia needed to tind
St out The trial of a new form
of facetious thought on another
is equivalent to a competitive e»
animation by the joker and by
all the hearer.. The reciter, knowing
the point,baa the advantage of the hear-

er, and he uses it brutally. If the vic-
lirn .lues not iuatantly see the wit, he
is mortiiud by the public convict ion of
stupidity. The utterer Im,the situation
of superior brightness, and jeers the vic-
timfor his dullness. Tha bystanders
join ivthe laugh at him. If they have
not seen it, they jeer him all the more
boisterously to conceal their own dull-
ness. Tbe old familiar joke, on the con-
tt»y, goes off to the complete satis-
faction of both parties. The hear-
er welcomes it as an old ac-
quaintance. He smiles at tbe begin-
ning, grins broadly as itapproaches the
culmination, and laughs boisterously at
the right place li. conceals thut he
has heard itbefore, because that would
giva awny bis brightness iv catching the
point. He therefore makes the r#slt«rthink that he hears It now for the first
time. Thus both parties are exfcilutaied,

and they commend themselves to each
other, the reciter forgiving the hearer a
new sensation, the hearer for this dis-
play of his intellectual quiokoese. J'ach
humbugs the other and humbugs himself,
hut humbug is the great lubricator of
society entertainment. - -CinrirumliCom-
mercial.
