ANIMPORTANT DECISION.

Plo Ploo vs. B. Cohn et al-Ploo
Wine-Able Opinion of Bon. V. E.
Howard.

Yesterday Judge Howsrd filed his
findings infavor of the plaintiff In the
ease of Pico vs. Cohu et al. As
th* case involved property valuul at

upwards of $250,000, itbos exoted gen-
eral interest. Tbefollowing is lhe learn-
ed opinion of Judge Howard:

In the Superior Court of Los Angelea
county State of Caiiforuia.

Pio Pico, Plaintiff, \
vs.

B. Cohn, et al, Defendants. )
OPINION.

Ths complaint in this case alleges that
on the "th duy of April, 188.1, tbe plain-
tiffwas the owner ot t e<e throe pieces
of property, a ranc. o known as the
Kunohito, tnoPiuo ILmisc, and the Bank
Building. That on that day Le con-
veyed by a deed, absolute io form on iv
face, to 11. Cohn all of said property; that
itwas understood nn 1agreed that upon
the payment of $65,000 by Pico onur be-
fore tbe first day of July, 1883, to Cohn,
he (Cohn) would re-convey said property
to Pico.

The complaint also alleges that Cohn
never intended to perform hii promise,
bnt that he made use of it,as a uieana of
inducing Pico to sign Ihe deed, and hy
this and othvr fraudulent contrivances,
the execution of slid deed was procured.

Theae allegations present two issues:
1. What waa the understan ling be-

tween the partiea to the convey-nice ?
2. Wat the deed procured by fraud?
Theic are subordinate issues, whi>h

may be referred to aud disposed of.
The complaintalleges that tbe aggre-

gate of lieu* upon the properly was $01.
084.86.

The amount estimated by Cohn was
$62,837 aud ao certified to. This is
alleged to be the amount of liens on the
Kancbito. It is estimated by Cohn thut
the liens amounted to $150,000 and more
besides adverse claims of title. The
complaint charges this to be a reckless
statement,and thatCohniutiated that the
negotiations between plaintiff and him-
self should be kept strictly secret, and Ih it
the plaintiff should not consult his
lawyers withreference to the matter, or
inform them tbat tHbmatters of negotia-
tion were inprogress between himself and
plaintiff.

Defendant admits tbat he didenjoin
secrecy on Pico, but alleges that said re-
quest was made to prevent officious in-
termeddling by cormorants, self-crnsti
tuted agents and irresponsible parSfes and
uot otherwise."

The fact being admitted, the purpose
isfor the construction of the Court, as
well as its effect The instruction not
to inform counsel that the negotiation
with defendant was in progress waa
equivalent to a concealment from plain-
litTs counsel, so far as defendant was
concerned.

As to fraud, itis beyond controversy
that P. P. Johnson, oommouly called
Pancho, was the confidential friend and
agent of Pico in his negotiation* for
money and loans, and especially io his
negotiations with defendant Cohn, that
Cohn paid him $250 commissious for his
negotiations in this business with Pico,

and rendered an account and voucher for
the same.

Johnson, in bis shuffling reply to
questions, says that the $250 waa a pres-
ent from Cohn, bnt this is contrary to
proof and voucher of Cohn.

Thero can be no doubt tbat such em-

ployment was fraud jlent, and illegal,
whether Ihe contract was a loan or au
absolnto sale or a conditional sale as
contended for by counsel for defendant.

Dunlap's Paley, p. 33, note 3.
Story onAgency. Bee. 211.
"Itia a rule of law well settled, found-

ed on the clearest principles of jnstiee
and policy, that the agent of a seller
cannot become the purchaser, or tbe
agent of the purchaser."

Cope land vs Mercantile Ins. Co., 6,
Pick, 204.

As the pleadings admit that the prop-
erty was worth $225,000, and defendant
admits that be has only paid for the prop-
erty liens and all $110,000, and that the
property is worth 25 per cent more now,
the consideration was clearly inadequate;
he alao claim* to have paid for improve-
ments on the property about $10,000.

It wae proved beyond controversy tbat
Pico had more advantageous offers. It
isurged that the money was not actually
offered, and the tender kept good by
bringing the money into court, but tbia
was rendered unnecessary by Conn's
claimingthe property by absolute con-
veyance, and in fact refusing to receive
the money on redemption, ft must also
be remembered that Pico was 83 years
of age, ingreat financial embairaasment;
tbat defendant dealt with bim as pur-
chasing to relieve his estate front a
wreck, by the motive of saving to him
$10,000 from the wreck. Tbe ioode
quacy of prise in this case accompanied
by tbe fraud proved is such as to indicate
fraud.

Story's Equity, Sec. 216.
Kerr on Fraud, p. 189.
It would be difficult to find any, au-

thorityfor the position, that the wreck-
ers are entitled to take the whole ship
and tackle as salvage, after the vessel
reaches port, although tbey may be en-
titled to reasonable salvage.

Both partiea in the negotiations treated
the Pico estate and property aa a
wreck.

It is clear that Pico was under undue
influences brought about by defendant
and Pancho Johnson, tbe party he em-
ployed, and paid by defendant.

Kerr onFraud, p. 160.
It is apparent that the minds of Pico

and Cohn never met on tbe proposition
of an absolute sale. The proof shows
beyond any reasonable doubt, that Pico
believed he was to have the right to re-
deem.

" If one person consents to a thing
and another to a thing inany degree dif-
ferent so that their wills do not com-
pletely coincide, thia does not create a
contract between them; each must con-
sent exactly to the same thing to which
the other does and at the same time."

Bishop on Contracts, Sees. 174, 184.
It is in proof that different partiea

offered to loaa Pico money, did so on
the condition, that, he should give an
absolnto conveyance with a defeasance,
that the property should bo reconveyed
on the payment of the amonnt as loaned
and interest, Pico might therefore, have
well believed that this was his arrange-
ment withCohn. Cohn testifies; "Three
orfour days before the trade was merged
in tbe writing, I made a remark to him
(Pico) about the Porter plan of a loon, of
the loan which was ifhe wanted $60,000
and give anote for $79,000, and pay 2
per cent, for tbe money, he need have
no agent. I oould do that at any time,
and he oould give me a deed and I
would deposit the deed withany of the
banks, or W. J. Brodrick in escrow,
and ifhe paid the amount of money on
the first day of July, they would deliver
bim the deed. Aloan I wouldnot make,
as a loan to him was a law suit."

Had such been the transaction, it
would stillin law bave been aloan.
It is forcible evidence, here, to show

tbat the minds of the parties never met
oo the transaction, and that Pico might
well havu inferred that it was to be a
loan; Cohn intended itfor absolute sole
and Pico aa a loan, which could be re-
deemed. It is also testified to by Pico,
that that waa his arrangement with
Cohn, and the defeasance should
be deposited inbank, orwith Brodrick.
Cohn denies this; it is a remarkable
circumstances that Johneon who made
the negotiations stated to various par-
ties, aa proved, that such was the ar-
rangement between Pico and Cohn in
this case, but tbat Conn had repudiated
hia agreement and that there wonld be
a lawsuit, but that in such an event he
would stand by Pico. On the trial in
hia evidenoahe goes back on all this. It
is, however, a circumstance tending to
show that the mind* of Pico and
Cohn never met on the proposition ofan
absolute sale as contended for by de-
fendant. Pancbo'a change of base does
not increase the moral aspect of the
defense.

Story in hia work on Equity, Seo.
238, thus states the rule: "The doc-
trine therefore may be laid down aa
generally true that the acts and contracts
of persons who are of weak under-
standing and who are thereby liable to
imposition, willbe held void In courts
of equity if the nature of tho act or
contract justifytha conclusion that the
party hae not exercised a deliberate
judgment, bnt that haa been imposed
on, or overcome by cuaaiag or artifice
or undue iaflaenoe."

InSection 230 tbe same author says:
"Case* of aa aiielaroe* nature may be
easaly put when the party ta subjected
to aadae IwUeaae althamgh fas other
respects of competent naVsrstaadrag,
aa. where he dose aa act, w make* a

will, bntstands "invinculia." And the
constant rule in equity is, that where a

Iparty Is not a froe agent, and is not;equal to protect himself, the court will
:protect him." * * * "Cireumstan-
iues also of extreme necessity and dis-

tress of the party, although not accom-
panied by any direct restraint or duress,
may in like manner so entirelyovercome
his free agency as to justifythe court
setting aside a contract mado by him
ou account of some oppression, or fraud-
ulent advantage, *or imposition attendant
on it.

In thia case imposition or unduo influ-
ence should be Drosumed from inade-
quacy of price and the position of the
parties.

Moore vs. Moore, 156 Cal. p. 89.?Un-
due influence is denned by the Civil
Code of Cal., Seo. 1575, thus "Undue
influence consists:

1. "in the use by one iv whom a
confidence is reposed by another, or
who holds a real or apparent authority
over him, of such confidence or authority
for the purpose of obtaining an unfair
advantage over him.

2. "In taking an nufair advantage of
another's weakness of mind, or

3. "In taking a grossly oppressive
and unfair advantage of another's ne-
cessities or distress."

It seems to bo proved tbat defendant
took advantage of plaintiffs distress of
mnd and necessities.

Tbere cau be no doubt, under the
proof, that PieO had much more advan-
tageous offers than the contract obtained
by Cohn. He was offered money at 6
per emit, per annum, and yet hu made
the contract withdefendant.

liis no donbt true, that when parties
ileal at arm 1* length thut inadequacy of
pi ice ia no groitn i t > rescind a contract,
but wh m there ia undue influence, man-
agement and Intiiga**, thu Courts have
uniformly held that inadequacy of price
is a ground of rectal ou. Iv thiscase
there is conclusive evidence of manage-
ment ami undue influence. The contract
resembles in itafeatures what tbe uarlier
Ch-tncery cases denominated a "catch-
ing bargain."

Lootnia A HubbeU held a judgment
and salt over Pico, which wonld expire
on the day th<*contract was made, an-
ises tbe sale under their judgment was
redeemed for abont $39,000. The rale
under the judg nent embraced all Pico's
property. It did not nppear eertnin
that any ot the parties purposing to a<d
bim would have the money on the ground
ready in time to make the redemption.
Annil man of 83 years of was pat-
nr.illy apprehensive, of tho lost of all his
property, especially when he bad been
impressed withthe I4fathat hit Coun-
sel and everybody was endeavoring to
manage so as to prevent the redemption
of his property from the Bile Under the
Hubbell judgment.

This is only an objection to the money
and amount tendered. It ia an admis-
sion that defendant is under obligation
to convey, wben the proper, money and
amount due is tendered.

Defendant does not
decline to convey because he claims to
own the property hy absolute convey-
ance.

THE GREAT GRAPE INTEREST.

The Raisin and Wine Grape, and
Their Road to Success ? Both
Must Paea Through Trial Before

Success la Assured Tho Facts
in tbe Caae.

The weekly organ of the Prohibition
party attacks the grape question with
a zeal far beyond all knowledge, and at-
tempts to ahow how much tho people
lost laat year by raising wine grapes
instead of raisins. That journal as-
aerts that layer raisins are worth $2 per
lw>x, and extra layers $2.50 per box,

which loaves a large profit to tbe raisin
maker.

This would be good if there were
any truth in it. Riverside raisin grow-
ers in large numbers have not yet got
the money for raisins that they shipped
to Sou Francisco a year ago, and no
San Francisco commission bouse will
pay the freight and advance $1 per box
on them and hold for sale. In one in-
stance one house did agree to advance
Si per box on best raisins, and paid that
pn one car load, but when he got a
second carload into bis hands refused
to pay any ad van aL- on that, and kept
both carloads t jprotect himself fur an
advance on one, so tbat on tbe two car-
loads the owner bat got an advance of
50 cents per box, wbicb will not pay
bim for the boxes and picking, curing
and packing and care of vineyard,
which amouuti to about $1 fstf box for
the selected extra layers.

In a conversation with Mr. Hixon
yesterday, of the well known bouse of
Hixon, Jusli & Co., that gentleman
stated that our layer raisins would not

sell at $1.50 iv San Franciaco. Ilia
bouse vonhl be glad to sell a warehouse
full at that price. So it appears there
iia deadlock in tbe market for raisins
o;i the coast, nn idistant markets muse
be lounI, a id the trade nourished and
built up by agents appointed for tbat
work. This will real something and
willreduce the profit on raisin culture.

The California wine trade bad to go
ta rough a similar period uf experiment.
As soon bs a large amount of wine was
made, about six years ngo, the *'bottom
dropped out uf the market,"and special
agents at great expense went to tbe
central and Eastern cities and cultivated
a trade, till the people were induced to
buy at low prices, at first, our pure
wines instead ef high priced foreign
wines. Afterwards, when tbe eon-
anmers found thatthe wines were good,
they purchased freely at good prices,
snd the wine trade became established,

profitable and strong.
The raisin tr&da will hare to pass

through tbe aame orJeal before it be-
cornea profitable. It is now in the
crucible, and itwill cost labor and money
and brains to bring itout in a profitable
and proud pesition. It can and must be
done, but who will do it? Tbe raisin
trade willbe a great and profitable in-
dustry; but itis fal.-e to tell people tbat
at the present time they can do better
iv making raisins than in Belling their
grapes tor wine-making. Lost fall the
grape-growers about Los Angele* raised
from four tons to ten tons per acre, and
sold the same at $20 per ton, making a
profit of not less than $100 cash down
per acre, with no expense of store houses
for sweating and packing; no hauling to
a dryer when the rains descended on a
half dried crop; no expenses for boxes
and nails, and turning and sorting, and
sweating and packiug.- It is safe to state tbat the grape-grow-
ers of Los Angelee, who sold tbeir grapes
last fall for $20 per ton, cash, made more
money per acre net profit than the av-
erage raisin-grower of Riverside. It is
trae that some growers who bed extra
large layers, and bad some "friend at
court" to dispose of their product ob-
tained fancy prices in a retail way, but
these were picked lots, of which a vine-
yard onlyproduces a fraction, while the
rest are ordinary.

The majority of raisin makers do not
get such prices all tLe way through, and
the brilliant success of a few must not
be taken as a guide for all wbo enter the
business.

Tbe orange trads waa similarly de-
pressed last year and a robust effort was
mads by many orehardists, by going
eau at great expense, to sell tbeir crop.
They were generally successful, and
have established a place for their next
crop. Raisin growers must be particu-
lar about the quality and grading of
their raiains and have an agent in New
Orleans, St. Louis, Louisville, Indian-
apolis, Chicago, Denver, Minneapolis,
Milwaokee, Cincinnati, Pittsburgh, Buf
ante, Boston, Philadelphia and New
York.

The Western Wave wbich taboos wine
grapes and glorifies raisin grapes, mi'ht
learn something by geiug to Riverside

and finding out how many of the last
crop had been turned into caah. If tbe
condnctors of the Western Wave think
raisins are worth $2 to $2.50 per box
they can lay ina stock at a good margin

and hold for a rise.
The Herald desires to see oil branches

of grape growing thrive, and tbe raisin
and wine grape both be profitable, and
dwell inharmony; and to thatend will
give allobtainable information on both
sides, but cannot ace an attempt mode to
prevent people from plantingwine grapes,
by false representations of the
fabulouA profits of raiain grow-ing without stating the facts as they
are to-day. The Western Wave a few
days since reported the profit of wine
grapes at $50 per acre and of raisin
grapes at $600 per acre. Such state

nicuta are misleading and pernicious.
Thsy are unjust in both directions, and
tend only to disappointment and mis
chief.

These two great industries are deserv-
ing of speoial encouragement, and are in
no way antagonistic to each other, and
any attempt to array them against each
other shonld receive the severest cen-
sure. They are destined to be of inesti-
mable value intbe future to this coun-
try, and should receive equal and im-
partial justice from tbe press.

There U plenty of room for raisins, but
the Pacific Coast market is filled with
tbem at present, and a market must
be found elsewhere. During thia tracs

ition state of the market a conservative
coarse should be adopted. Instead of
shouting big profits, without any knowl-
edge from where they are to be derived, a
publio journal that haa the beat inter-
ests of the country at heart, will recom-
mend our products aud show where and
how they can be sold, rather than exag-
gerate their profits snd lead people to

rain by their iijnus fatuva. The whole
truth io what is needed, aud tbat is just
what the Herald willset forth.
