Sr Johns, N. F., May 24.?The fol-
lowing aro tbu only details obtainable of
the loss of the French brig Semorine:
The vessel left Ht. Malo ou the first of
March, laden withsalt, provisions and a
general cargo, nnd was bound for Saint
Pierre. She bad in the ships company
nine hamls, nil told, and fifty-three pas-
sengers. About the 20th of Aprilshe
was signalled iv drift ice on tbe eastern
edge ol the great hank. A few days
after a strung gale arose from the south,
southwest, and with various ohanges
and veering, continued into May. In
the first week of May her lioWs and sides
were crushed in by ice and she sank
without giving any warning, carrying
down every soul on board. The British
clipper schooner Consnelo passed by
the sceneahni tlyaftorward and pickedup
\u25a0uthoient debris and general wreckage
to identify with certainty both tbe

missing vessel and her actual doom. The
Consnelo took on board aome beds,
trunks, hasketß and clothing that doubt-

less floated out and up from the crushed
aud collapsing vesseL No further par-
ticular are ascertainable, nor ever will
be. She sunk and made uo signal.

TRAMP LIFE.

An Easy Death, but a Fearfull]
Mansled Cadaver.

A young man, apparently about eigh-
teen years of age, waa waiting for a
freight train at Han Fernando station on
Friday night, to beat hia way on into
Los Angeles. He vrsi going to Olobe
City, Arizona, where bis mother keeps a
hoarding bouae. The boy was blue
eyed, with a shock head of blonde, un-
kempt hair, and his attire of blue jeans,
covered over by a ragged old coat, hia
greasy hat of grey and his worn out

boots, did not impress one with the idea
tbat be waa taking back a fortune to hia
home, tie waa not the prodigal sou,
either, goiug back to partake uf the fat-
ted calf, aa he hinted to a "pardnur
tramp" that he had a step-father at the
Ololw caravanserai who was not aa good
to him as the scriptural man of yore.
He intended stealiug a ride on a brake
beam, which rather disgusted bia pard,
who preferred walking antl counting
ties. At ten o'clock yeaterday morning
the trainp'a companion, after having
walked many miles, passed .Sepulveda
station, and seeing tbe splendid cultiva-
tion on both sides of the road, was lick
lug hie chops in anticipation of the flesh
pots that awaited him a few miles far
ther, wheu be wu suddenly horrified to

see in front of him a human body,
mangled almost beyond recognition, frag-
ment* of which were scattered for a
space of three hundred yßrda. After
an inspection he recognized the re-
main h as those of the boy wbo
waa ! d a hurry-hn t whose hurry
had caused his destruction. Mr.

.John Cavanagh, foroman of the yard,
left the depot in Ibis city early
yesterday morning on a yard engine and
found the body near .Sepulveda Station,
crushed, mangled, torn and chopped
horribly, and came back at once to no-
tify Mr. Lockwood. An engine and
box-on were at onca ordered ready to
proceed to the placa of the accident with
C ronerNadrau, and leftat half past 11.
Tno scene of the accident waa awful.
For a apace of 100 yards the soil be-

tween the rails waa rubbed smooth,
where the body of the unfortunate tramp
had brushed the ground bufore itwas
forced iv between the beam and the
ground. Then a lock of hair was found,
cut a* ifby a razor, then a bloody trail,

a littlefurther all the brains that ihii
poor devil bad in his skull before itwas
crushed, and, at last, a human trunk
mangled beyong earthly recognition, aleg
thia way, a thighthe other way, and the
lower part of tbe übdomeu scattered inall
directions. These were gathered up and
placed in auotiin, moat of it being dove
by means of a coal shovel, and brought
back to town. A coroner's jury was em-
paneled aud met at the morgue
at 2 o'clock aud found that the
deceased bad been killed acci-
dentally whilst supposed to be steal-
ing a ride on the cars, Hear Sepul-
veda station. He bad on him nothing
but the names of 'Tom O'Neal,' und *F.
Sanders' written in pencil in a small
guide book, and a soug ivthe same bund
writingextolling the virtues and vicissi-
tudee of tramps.
