Dr. A. J. A. Arbeely, a noted Syrian
phyelnlaa and an expert on cholera,
gives tho following:

"My direction* for warding off Iho
disease wort: Have everything around
you clean; fumigate your eloihing in
sulphur itiul camphor; change your
clothing at bait twice a day; go to
hud early?hy !» o'clock) oat chiefly of
Wall done roust beef and no veg.-uhles;
when you get up m the morning ipongt
the body nilover with a mixture nt ml*
phnrotta nehl, alcohol tad ttarbolie acid
dduted iv unto. 1 never knew anyone
who followed these directions implicitly
thtti took the disease.

"My observation was that tin- hulk of
people were attacked in the early illum-
ing hours about I or4 o'clock, the tret
promotion wan a growling in tin-bowels,

followed in quick succession by a warn-
ing Aiarrnota, (griping, Madden muscular
weakness, a roiir-ng sound, as of Waves,
in the ears, a desire hut inability to vom-
it, the hreu.h turning tttdd, and tkcfiir-(aoe of the body frequent:)- aa-uuiing a
purpli-di tint. Pollowieg these symp-
tinns were intense purging und vomitim.',
ami insufferable burning in the stomach,
a thir-ttfor water iliut won't stay ou the
stomach; the pulse rapidly hill*, the
breath growa hard, the nrtneatop , Ihe
face is pileand deathly nml the voicvis
husky aud inarticulate..

"As to treatment I tried variolic meth-
ods, hut this prcticrpttiou 1 found most
elhcacious: Tincture of opium, spirits
camphor, tincturcj eardumoni, tiucture
of rhubarb und oil of pvperuiiut; mix-
ture, one hblf drachm of opium to two-
thirds of other ingredients, and admin-
ister iv doses every hour, from 3 to lit
drops, according to age uf patient uml
stage of disease. In cases where the
crumps were particularly violent 1 have
found cholera aud external rubbing quite
successful. Dr. Koch's theory aa to
oxygen is also good. The theory most
he Mod for the reason that in eases of
cholera the blond fails to oxidize, and
therefore the introduction of oxygen intotbe system must be beneficial,

"The disease last*all the W;iyfrom 'JO
minutes to three weeks. One day in
Heyrout a fag man came in a great
hurry for me to go aud see a friend that
had taken cholera, while talking to
me, the young man was suddenly seized
with gripiugn and was dead in '-It min-
ute*, lie had been eatiug cucumbers
and egg-plant, lnnearly all the cases in
Iteynnit the patieute bad eaten vegeta-
bles, ohietiy egg-planta, which are quite
pluntiiulthere."
