Ths Boston correspondent of the New
York World writes thus of James U.

Stevens, of Augusta, Maine, has
shouldered the responsibility of the
Know Nothing utterances of the Kenne-
bec Journal during the time tbat Mr.

Blame was connected withit. He tbus
delivers himself in a card published Hun-
day morning iv tbeKennebec Journal:

"As hia (Blame's) editorial associate
at tbat lime, and thoroughly informed
as to hispolitical principles and affilia-
tions, I declare ho hid no sympathy
withthe distinctive views of the Know-
Nothing organization, was never a mem-
ber of it,but, on the contrary, was ad-
verse to its doctrines and purposes."

In his zjid to shield Mr. Blame from
the vigorous assault that has been made
against himbecause of his support of
tbe American or Know-Nothing party ef
1854, 1855 and 1856, Mr. Stephens loses

sight of some important facts that are
not now to be questioned, because they
are matters of record- because Ihey are
set forth inthe main by the very news-
paper that Messrs. Blame and Stephens
owned and edited joiutlydaring the year
1856, when the fight against foreigners

in Maine reached its most unjust and
absurd extremity.

MATTERS OF HISTORY.

Mr. BUine moved to Augusta in 1853
and in November, 1854, he became asso-
ciated with the late Joseph Baker, of
Augusta, as proprietor and editor of the
Journal.

Those who know Mr. Blame
can, of course, easily understand that
he was a very passive, weak-minded
young man, and not at all given to ex-
pressing his opinions.

WHAT STEPHENS* SAID IM 1855.
When Mr. Stephens went into the

Kennebec Journal he* did ao to help Mr.
Blame to carry out Iff certain policy in
tbe State of Maine. JVhat policy includ-
ed the advocacy offlth Prohibition and
Know-Notbingism. In the Brat issue of, the paper in January, 1555, a notice ap-
peared announcing the retirement of
Mr. Baker and pledging the paper inso
many words to the cause of temper-
ance." Afew days later a longer arti-
cle concerning the change appeared,
written by Mr. Stephens, Tn which he
took occasion to speak of Mr. Blame in
this wise.

" Our associate and equal ivcharge of
the Journal needs no indorsement from
any one. He fully shares our confidence
and sympathy, and (o tbe principles and

Ear poses of the Republican organization
c gives his warmest apppoval and de-

votion. To a cultivated mind he adds a
wide range of acquaintance withAmeri-
can affairs and men anal that spring and
vivacity which so well qualify bim for
his present duties. Aproof of his metal
and tendencies has been given in the
columns of this paper since his connec-
tion with it. In whatever commenda-
tion or censure our course of action as
editors may bring to our doors, be and
ourself equally share,"

What Mr. Blame had already done
for Prohibition, Koow-Nothingism and
the Republican party, as associate editor
of the Jovrral, was faongh to gain for
him this warm commendation. Bat
there is a bidden meaning in these times
that everybody at the time could not un*
derstand.

TBSTIMOMV 07 A CHARTER MEMBER.

I have found bere inBoston a gentle-
man, once a resident of Augusta and
connected with an eminent family of
Republican statesmen of Maine, who was
a charter member uf tbe lodge of Know-
Nothings in Augusta at that time, who
knows Mr. Stephens and Mr. Blame,
and who has a distinct remembrance of
the facts connected with the Know
Nothing agitation in Maine in 1355.
From bim I learn tbat Mr. Blame was
not a member of the Augusta lodge of
Know-Nothings, but Mr. Stephens was
"a second degree member." Mr, Blame
was looked upon with some suspicion,
and in order to prove to his associate
members of the lodge his soundness in
tbe faith, Mr. Stephens wrote thewords:
"He fully shares our oonGdenof) and
sympathy," ha thsarticle above quoted
from. After that the Augusta Know-
Ni.things bad nodoubt about Mr. Blame's
friendly attitude towards them, notwitl -standing the denial just made by Mr,
Stephens. What he wrote in 1855 and
what he writes in 1884 do not folly cor-
respond. The Journal gave all tbe m\\ -port itcould to the American party, Mr.
Blame writing on the outside and Mr.
Stephens working on the inside.

MAKINU BLAINI'a PAPKft AS OrriCIAL

ORGAN.

Hon. Anson P. Morrill waa elected
Governor of Maine by the Legislature
about the lat of January, 18(15. He
waa warmly supported by the Kennebec
Journal, aa has already been stated in
the World, In his message to ths Legis-
lature he called attention te the neoesaity
ef legislation on tha subject of foreign
Immigration. The Kennebeo Journal
quoted approvingly what he said on that
point. Gn the 11 th of January, ISS6,
fiG. Lincoln, a member of tba Legis-
lature and President of the Angnsta
lodge of Know-Nothinga, moved "that
an mach of the Governor'a measago as re-
late* to the extension of the elective free,

chiae to foreigners he referred to a
\u25a0peaial committee." Tha committee was
appointed and Mr. Lincoln waa made
Chairman. On the i'nhof January fol-
lowingboth branches of tha celebrated
Know Nothing Legislature adopted the

Kennebec Journal as the State paper
aad official organ. That is a matter of
record and wilt not bo denied. Early in
February following R. U. Lincoln went
as a delegate to tbe National Know*
Notbiug Convention at Cincinnati, and
on tbe 24th of February, after hia re-
turn, he introduced into the Maine Leg-
islature the law already quoted intbe
World, which forbade the courts of
Maine to issue naturalization papers to
any man of foreign birth. That law was
signed by Governor Morrill and ap-
proved by the Kennebec Journal, the
official paper of his administration, made
so by a vote of the Legislature, aud
thereby, ifin no other way, sanctioned
by Mr. Blame. That Mr. Stephens
should now come in and asanme tho sole
responsibility of the Journal"*course iv
this particular matter is a very transpar-
ent effort at humbug. Ia this connec-
tion I may as well quote the oath taken
by the members of the secret Know
Netliing order. Mr. Stephens took it,

aud how hard he tried to live up to tt,
aud how far he carried Mr. Blame with
him are amply shown by what each
wrote and both approved. Here is

THE OATH:
"You and each of you of your own

free willand accord, in the presence of
Almighty God nnd these witnesses, your
right hand resting on tbe holy Bible and
Gross, aud your loft hand toward Heaven
In token of your sincerity, do solemnly
swear, thatyou willnot make known Io
any person or persons any of the signs,*
secrets, mysteries or objects of this or-
ganization, unless It be to those whom,
after due examination or lawful informa-
tion, yon shall find to be members of
this organization in good standing; that
you will not cut, carve, print, paint,
Btamp, stain or inany way, directly or
indirectly, expose any of the secrets or
objects of tbls order, nor suffer it to be
done by others ifin your power to pre-
vent it, unless itbe for official instruc-
tion; that so long as you are connected
withthis organizatiion, if not regufarly
dismissed from it, you will,in all things,
political or social, so far as this order is
concerned, comply withthe will of the
majority, when expressed in a lawful
manner, though it may conflict with
your personal preference, ao long as it
does not conflict with the grand State
or subordinate constitutions, the Consti-
tution of the United States of America,
or that of tho State in which you reside;
and that you willnot, under any circum-
stances whatever, knowingly recommend
an unworthy person for initiation, nor
suffer itto be done if inyour power to
prevent it. You furthermore promise
and declare, (hat you will not vote, nor
give your influence. Jar any manfor any
office in the gift of the people, unless he
be an American-born citizen, in favor
of American-born citizew ruling Amer-
tea?nor if he be a Roman Catholic;
and that you will not, under any cir-
cumstances, expose the name of any
member of this order, nor reveal the ex-
istence ofsuch an organization,

"To all the foregoing you bind yonr-
self, under the no less penalty of thatof
being expelled from this order, and of
having yourname posted and circulated
throughout the different councils of the
United States as a perjurer and as a
traitor to God and your country, as be-
ing unfit to be employed, trusted, coun-
tenanced or supported in any business
transaction; as a person totally unwor-
thy the confidence of good men, and aa
one to whom the finger of scorn should
ever point?ao help you God."

It is now a very easy matter to ex-
plain the hostility of the Kennebec
Journal igainst the Irish people and the
Catholic Church. While Mr. Blame
never took the oath, his associate, Mr.
Stephens did, aad tbe two worked in
perfect accord. Mr. Stephens himself,
when he came info the paper, declared
they were in thonghtand sympathy with
each other, and if Mr. Lincoln had not
been convinced they were he never
would have moved that the paper be
made tho official organ ot the State as
long as Mr. Blame waa in it. At that
time Know Nothingism wss a leading
issue and the Kennebec Journal was ita
foremost advocate in the State of Maine.
The explanation that Mr. Stephens
makes does not seem to explain.
