\u25a0rial tflrcumin-ncrs may rnrtß It more
difficult for one man than another to
keep inabsolute health. But when we
strip the whole subject of the verbiage
withwhich it hu been surrounded, we
come back to th<- fact that a sound body
is essential to a sound mind, and a mind
In good working order usually results in
its owner being reasonably happy, tak-
ing one day with another, and allowing
that he has no more than his fair share
of cars to bear. Rest, sleep, strength
of body ail tend to the same end. Pleas-
uswand agreeable work are equally aids
to sesmdness of body, and though itmay
be perfectly true that when tbe liver ia
sluggish it means physical exhaustion,
the fact is nevertheless undeniable tbat
the organ of happiness is at fault. How-
ever, thousands of people are born with
livers naturally sluggish, aud thousands
more who lead a sedentary life are tem-
porarily afflicted in like fashion. Yet
these people are not exhausted, physic-
ally or mentally, though they suffer
from the depression which is certain to
follow.

Happiness, Dr. Richardson tells us, Is
not in tbe brain; "ths emoti n of felic-
ity"Is "centered in the great gaoglUf
lying,not in the oerebro-spinal cavities,
bert in the cavities of the body itself,
near the stomach." Be it so; this fact
onlyfortilies the familiar experience of
the great unhappy. That countless le-
gion areas well aware as Dr. Richardson
where tbe trouble lies; but if he oan in-
duce them to obey the laws of health,
and combine with their observance a
littlephilosophy and muoh self control,
he willnot have lectured invain. Hap-
piness, totbe diseased is not always at

:tainabte. From the fretful it Is ever
:faraway. But after all hu been said- nnd considered we come back to tne
point from whence we set out?that it
is largoly dependent on the way the
digestion Is carried on. No habitual
dyspeptic wia ever happy.
