Pkosia, IU-, Sept. 17.?Hendrioka
arrived here to day, having been de-
tained several hours by an accident noar
Farmeis City this morning. He made a
brief address at tbe fair grounds ami
tbis eveniug spoke at the Wigwum.
'There wss a street parade participated
iv by 1800 men Hendricks on beiup

introduced was greeted with applause.
He commenced by speukiug of tho date
chosen aud how it happened tv be the
minety-seveuth anniversary of the adop-
tion of the Constitution of tbe United
'States. He thought they were appro-
priately celebrating the occasion.

JHe spoke of this glorious nation and
the right and power of Congress tv
l<*y and collect taxes for Ihs ad-
ministration of tbe Government. They
should Jerjf only so much as was re-
quired to righteously administer affairs,

tt le then assertf-d that there should be a
.change iv theadministration !>ecausethe
jßeuublicau* hod had it for twenty-uve
lyears ami that wns loug enough.

He next took up the subject of the
surplus iv tbe treasury, aud tuli how
President Artlmr and Secretary Folgor
had both recommended its reduction and
despite the Republican Congresses, there
bad been scarcely auy reduction. He
considered one hundred miIlion too
large a sum to be collected annually,
above necessary expenses. Ho spoke of
the reforms proposed by the Democracy
aud read extracts on these points from
their platform. The reduction of the sar-
plus must be made. The tax must
be collected for public purposes ooly
and a reduction of the tariiimust also be
made. The highest tax must he placed
on luxuries and Ihe lowest on necessi-
ties. He said Ihe Demociatic side
vronld like to see the books. He then

referred to thealleged breach between
rtke Republican* and Germans, and
affirmed it to be on account of tbe form-
er's position on prohibition. They ex-

fpeutea to make up with Irish what they
lost io (Germans, but tbey wouldn't do
tit. The former were ready to trust the
(Democrat* for another term, "ft isaaid
that Blame would make a dashing Pres-
uleut. I don't think he will, but 1
think Csuvelaud will dash wherever the
law *n4 constitution calls him."

Cieneral Butlsr said: "I do not lake

tion by tbe American people. Tha
managers of your fair give ma the MMm
to speak upon snob topics ss Idesired,
or 1 would not inflicti In' u.l.lrsaas Iam
abont going to inflict upon you. I
am going to apeak to you ai that I know
annul and ho|ie yml know least. I want
to be jnstto all parlies, I have I lv
them all and I know all Ihvirgood Mtd
know all their laulla ami fsillngs, but I
can say lo you ia all sincerity Mat Uo
jnass of tbe people who compose alt
partiea are hoaeat lovers nf their country
who would do itna wrong If they knew
st. nor would sitffer any wrong be dona
it. LApplause.j There are honest men
in aU j«ilies, and as many inproportion

to their numbers ivone a*: in the other,
and if itappears there are mora dishon-
est men in one party than iv another it
ia bflOdOM that party iv power isunder
temptation and tbat their rascals get
found out. [Laughter ]

Gen, Butler theu talked of Ihe Repub-
lican and Democratic parlies and
referred to his own action In
the receut Democratic Convention
in Chicago, where he claimed he repre-
sented 15,000,000 of lalwringmen in the
workshops and iv busiuess vithia couu-
try, and after they voted down my plat-
form iv Chicago 1 left them telling them,
"Go4help them, I would not." [Great
applause.] I hod a very thorough opin-
ion of what tbey would do under the
circumstances. {Uproarious laughter
and applause.]

The subject of railroad freight rates
was discussed to show tbe dis-
crimination against the people. "It
don't cost but half a mill per
mile to carry a hundred pounds of
freight and they charge you half a cent.
Remember that 1 want the law to
change all this. I want to take the
water nut of railroad slocks and put it
into the caual (great laughter).

The Republican party is the party of
monopoly because monopoly has gone to
them, but enough monopoly has stayed
in tho Democratic party to make aunion
with the monopolists of the South,
the old slave holders lo govern it,audit
is of no consequence which party w in*,
the people will never wiu. If the la-
boring meu will vote together they can
elect two Presidents hy the number of
their votes, tiny cm carry any State in
the Union except tbe South. They c.li-
mit carry that, fur there a laboring man
canuotget his vote counted, aud 1 say it
to tbe shame and disgrace ot the Repub-
lican party tbat, while tbey have freed
the slaves, there has not been honesty
enough, and executive ability enough in
that party for twenty years to give
them a free ballot and a fair
count. Ob, God, for tho hour of
Andrew Jackson, tbat he might say:
"Bythe eternal the laws shall bo en-

forced, the wrongs of the people
righted." (Great applause.)

General Butler notioed the criticisms
of the New York World and concluded
by saying: '?f received A great legacy
of the rights of Ihe people from my
father and my grandfather, and they
taught me the platform upon
which I must ever stand. upon
whatever political denomination
I lnitfhE find myself; equality of
power, equally of burdens, equality of
rights and equality of privileges of all
men under tbe law. I have stood for
that from my youth up, nud I want to
leave tins as a blessed heritage to my
chihlreu and my children's children for-
ever.

At the conelusiou of the speech Sena
torO'DoHnell led the crowd Inthree
cheers for Gen. Butler Gen. Butler
thought he codld do better than that
aud called for three cheers for the Peo-
ple's Party. Tbey were given with a
will.

Ha re- ,
turned to night and says he found
there bad been but little ex-
aggeration in tbe reports, that
the carcasses of hogs in various stages of
aeeompoaltiou ioateal iv the river and
eanaj or were lodged among the rocks
along the banks, and that canal boat-
men from farther up tbe river reported
the stench from the putrifyingcarcasses
in tbe upper river and canal as terrible.
I>r. Townsend will have a conference
with lb.. District Cemmissiuners to-mor-
row in order to lay thu matter before
them and take steps lo prevent further
pollutionof tbe city's drinking water
and lo clear the riverof tbo dead hoga
now floating in it.

THK UNION PACIFIC.

Ar.cuDt ef Knrnhit- For the I,awl

Fiscal Year.
Boston-, Sept. 17.?At the quarterly

meeting of tlie Directors of the Union
Pacific Railroad this afternoon. Presi-
dent Adams presented a report, of which
the following isa summary;
To the Directors of the Union Pacijic

Railroad:
J In view of the many unauthorized
statements which have been pat forth tv
regard to the financial outcome of opera-
tions of the Union Paoiflc Railroad sys-
tem dnriug the past year, itBeems ad-
visable at this time to submit something
authentic. I have caused the following
statement, for the year ending June ,'lOth
last, to be prepared. The period cov-
ered includes the last half of the fiscal
year 1883 and the Hrst half of lsst
This period was one of general railroad
depression, more especially felt by the
Union Pacific system owing to thu con*
struclfon of competing roads and the
prevalence of war rates during the
twelve months inquestion. During this
most exceptional period, after paying
every fixed charge, including the re-
quirement of tbe company's sink
ing funds and all liabilities, tbe
earnings were sufficient to give a
surplus income tothe system and the ap-
plicable dividends amount to 5.22 per
cent upon the company's capital atock.
Tbe earnings (excluding Saiut Joseph
and Western) were $20,937,484; ex
prose* (excluding Haitit Joseph aud
Western) $15,082,701; taxes (excluding
Salut Joseph and Western) $822,553.
Surplus earnings, entire system, $10,-
--452,230; income from investments out-
side of the system, $019,017; expend-
itures, $7,270,218, which deducted from
surplus earnings and incomes leaves
$3,795,028. Deduct United States re.
Huirements and add the amount received
from Trustees under the Kansas Pacific
consolidated mortgage on interest ac-
count antl a balance of $3,179,704 ap-
plicable to dividends remains. The
md charges of the Union Pacific sys-
tem, ineludiug the estimated allowance
for taxes and payments to the Uuittid
States, under the provisions of the
Thurman act amount to $793,000 per
month. During July, therefore (the
latest for which returns have been
received) the net income of the Com-
pauy over and above allfixed charges
was at tho rate of more than twelve per
rent per annum of tbe Company's capi-
tal stock. It is proper to add tbat tne
earnings of the summer months are al-
ways much larger than tbe wiuter.
Those of the second half of the year are
generally about twenty per eeat. more
than those of the first half.

The Oregon Short Line will be oom-
pleted to Huntington, the agreed point
with the Qrugon Railway aud Naviga-
tion Company's road by October 15tb,
and by November Ist connection willbe
effeotet). There is every reasou to be-
lieve that this will immediately result in
a large increase of traffic, both oo the
Oregon Short Lineandthe Uuion Pacific.
The latter will thue'be relieved of tho
heavy financial burden which it has
been forced to carry much louger than
wna anticipated.

Ran Gaiiiukl, Cal., Sept. 17,1844.

Editor BdULDi Since tho date of
ray first communication published in
your issue of tho 10th instant, calling
the attention of the public to the grave
danger that now threatens our entire
fruit interests from the ravages of tha
deadly "Cotton Cushion Scale," X have
seen mach ami heard of the general and
alarming spread of this pest.

I stated that this insect was not only
the enemy of the citrus family of trees,

but was as formidablo to all other vari-
eties and kinds, including ornamental
ones and as dangerous to the viues.
Since tbat time specimens hare beet,

presented for my inspection, showing
tbe scale busy actually at work devour-
ing tbe fruit on the viues,

I understand that many of the orch-
ards in Los Angelea are literally covered
withthis scale, and bnt few are entirely
free from it. Ina few months moro thia
cannot Lw *aid withtruth of any trees or
vines in and around the vicinityof 'Loa
Augeles, uuleas immediate steps are
taken lo nTrest the march of this deadly

Irepeat. I ant no alarmist. Iknow
that calling the attention through the
public press to this evil we have amoug
us may expose mc to mnch hostile criti-
cism. It muy result in deterring many
from coming here, and may prevent
others already here from purchasing and
establishing homes. Rat bad as this
may be, detrimental as it undoubtedly
willbe to our real estate interests tem-
porarily, yet tbis is notequal to the bad
effects of destroyed places and homes
already establish, d, the inevitable re-
anlt of the nnchecked work ofthtape't.
The lupinenessof our titans inthe face
of Ibis determined nud destroying
enemy surpasses all understanding.

Two years ago but oue little isolated
orchard was infected in this valley, aud
our citizens not realizing their danger
did nothing hut let the owner fight the
pest a-i he thought beßt. Hut so<>n
from this? orcVard was implantod
colonies miles apart all over the valloy

and then our people at last awoke to the
necessity of immediate and vigorous ac-
tion.

Our efforts have proved successful, bat
we still find a few scale left, which are
promptly destroyed. A few months
more of such care and attention and we
are safe; providing other orchard Ibta are
not allowed to breed new colenles and
send tbem forth in the way of infected
fruitor fruit boxes, or what isthe most
common aud dangerous method, by nur-
sery stook, of propagating such pest*.

The Couuty Government Bill invests
the Board of Supervisors with the nec-
essary powers to deal with such condi-
tions »s we nowaullVr from, and lawyers
of distinguished abilities in Los Angeles
declare the bill constitutional. If snch
ia tte caa«-and (iod grant it is so-
then our people t-hould see to itthat the
Board of Supervisors do (heir duty with,
out unnecessary deUy, act in the prem-
ises antl press and enforce such local
measures as will o mpel the immediate
disinfection of all infected orchards or

It ia nseleas to depend upon the vol-
untary acts of the orchardi>-ts to adopt
and apply such measures and remedies as
the necessities of the ca*e require.

Thero are men amoug us who, possess -ing large and valuable fruit interests,
have refused to aubscribe one dollar to
the general fund for their own and
neighbors'protection, au i again there
were others who have subscribed to the

fund aud after their trees were exam-
ined by an expert (hired and paid by the
Associatien) and found to be freo of the
pi st tbat then refused to pay their as-
sessment. To reach sue), mon?and
there are too many in every cummin.ily
?the power of the law must, be invoked
and enforced against them. Unless
this is done and the "cotton cushion
scale" exterminated, 1 repeat what I
said inmy former letter, "our assessed
values of to-day will shrink in three
yeara to what they were twenty yean
ago" and the Assessor's duties willlie
circumscribed to the discrimination in
values of city lots, grain aud pasture
lands.
