Cincinnati, Oit 1. ?At the Hamilton
meeting Hon. H. L. Morey introduced
Mr. Blaiue as the most distinguished
representative of the American nag. A
great crowd cheered heartily and re
peatedly. When order was restored
Blame aaid: Citizens of Ohio: It ia now
forty years since the question of a pro-
tective tariff engaged tho attention of the
American people as profoundly as itdo<n
today. It was in the contest between
Mr. Clay and Mr. Polk, in 1844, lhatthe
grsat national debate on the question took
place and aprotective tariff waa defeat-
ed not by the popular vote but by ths
bad faithof the party whioh succeeded
in the election, and I beg to call your
attention and the attention of the largo
manufacturing population to the fact
tbat the policy of protecting American
industry b»#nevor beeu deteated in the
United States by the popular vote.

[Great cheering. ]A contrary policy has
been forced on the people at d fferent
times through the bad faith of their

representatives, but never, 1 re-
peat, by the popular vote upon
a deliberate appeal to the people
in their primary capacity. IKenewed
cheering.] It therefore w..oU aeom t,

be the duty of the people of the United
States, if by a majority they believe H
the policyof protection, to see to It that
the party is sustained which can be
trusted to uphold it In good faith

?[cheers, "yea''j But, aaid a gentleman
to me yesterday, protection does not
alwaya seoure abundant prosperity.
There are a great many idle men now
in the country. Well, grant it! There
never haa yet been a policy devised by
art of man that will insure, through all
times and seasons, a continuous flow of
prosperity; bnt the question la whether
over agiven scries of years, there has
not been a larger degree of prosperity to
the people ouder the policynf protection
than under tho policy of free trade. The
queatlon is to be guaged and tested, not
by tbe experience of a single year, but
by the experience of a aeries of years.
We have had a promotive tariff now for
more than two decades, and I ask you
whether there has over beeu another
period In which the United Stttes has
made such progresa during tbe past aa
during tbe last twenty years. (Cries of
never! never; and cheera ) But 'tin true
that, no*and then, there will come a
little lull and a litt lo reactiou in buai.
neaa. It iaa law of nature.

So far this has not been attended with
all the benefits expected. The same
thing bas happened at the north that
happened in California upon the com.
pletion of itafirst overland railway con-
nections. Tbe event was discounted some
time in advance by overtrading, with
the inevitable result which always fol-
lows that sort of thing. Oregon and
Washington Territory have been passing
through a similar exporienoo in
tbe past year. Marketa there bave
been glutted with eastern mer-
chandise. Tbe heavy stocks car-
ried at the north have been in excess
of the demand. The difficulty in get-
ting rid of these stocks at a profit and
for cash have brought trouble upon the
Oregon and Waahiugton Territory no r \u25a0
chanla. While tbe number of failures
in California this year is 14 per cent,
larger than last year, in Oregon there
haa been an increase of 208 per cent, and
inWashington Territory 214 per cent.

Western Copper.

Tbe Boston Commercial-Bull-tin says:
"When the western mines firstbegan to
be worked itwas doubted whether their
products would be soft enough to com-
pete withLake metal, even if produced
upon a paying basis. The copper of
Colorado is principally a by-product of
silver, and contains silver and arsenic,
which impair itidesirability for rolling
into sheet* and tubes for drawing into
wire, nnd itts consequently used princi-
pallyfor castings; but the products of
mines iv Arixoua are being used instead
of Lake by some of tbe largt-st rolling
mills aud tube works in New Kngland,
and the prejudice in favor of Lake cop-
per is over. In regard to the future
prices of copper it should be said that
thongh the American market is likely
to be the most important factor in the
world hereafter, the prices here willbe
a trifle lower than iv Kngland, yet itis
by uo means certain that an advance
may not occur in the latter oonntry."
