The only extensive use heretofore made of
them has been lv the Ixmdon Time*oflloe, but even there compositors dothe greater psrt of the work by hand.The lliou machine Is said to set Aye
thousand "ems''per hour by the aid of two
meu or boys. This Is a rate of speed
thought to be sufficient to make the machine
commercially a success, provided It Is dura-ble and not likelyto get out of order. Stillthe general applicabilityof even such a ma-
chine remains iv the region of doubt. As
to printing by electrical power, there Is no
difficultyabout that, and In some cases theelectric motor might prove cheaper than
steam power directly applied. At theElectrical Exhibition a newspaper is printed
every day by this power.?[ Ex.
