The centenary of the ascent of the tfmiballoon InEngland brings us news that the
second trialot the .erotiauts in Mendon Ims
resulted In a failure. The expectation* of
those who hope to steer balloons must now
l>e turned from France to Knssia, where
Captain Kosziow Ut. the Ru-sjan ieronaut, is
unite confident that he has solved the MOb-
lem hy a balloon which is at present being
constructed ai St. Petersburg It Is of the
shape of a huge cigar, driven by a screw,
but Is alao provided with sails. Thelnventor
calculates that hia air ship will be able to
make I»H> miles an hour, with an equipage
of sixteen men, lu.OOO pounds of ballast and
an engine of sixty horse power. The whole
balloon, with its appurtenances, will be 200
feet long, fiftyfeet high, and will probably
make it-first excursion from Sr. Peter-burg
at the end of this month. The odds, how-
ever, are a thousand toone against c.iptaln
Kosalowit*.
