ands of brave and disabled soldiers whose
sufferings and unfortunate social conditions
appeal to the gratitude, sympathy and mer-
ciful consideration of Congress. Perhaps it
would be more to the purpose to say tbat the
plea for and Inbehalf of veterans was for
justice aud justice alone.

plete change of food tnd use a
gnod quality of nutritious fund and
free from ergot. It would also bl
projier to giro a dose of physic, from one
tvtwo pounds nf ep-om sails, in order to re-
move as uiuch as possible the poison still
coin-nurd in [in- digestive organs, nnd to
follow this with soft fond, such as bran
in ihe- and roots, lvthe most severe casesthis treatmen I grill avail but little. The
greater number uf however, have not
inl\ ;ii.red to this stage when lameness is
first noticed, mid these cases will he greatly
benefited by removing the cause and plac
inglheaniin.il under conditions favorable
furresjstiiiK (he poison. A very important
condition in warmth. Kven when the ani-
mals are fed large quantities of ergot they
seldom sutler, except incold weather, and,
consequently, in attempting to check the
ml vinre of the disease advantage
should he liken of this fact hy plac-
ing tne cattle in warm shed.s. Another
condition believed by some to have much
Intluenee on thedevelopmeni of ergotism, is
Ihe Writer simply. With plenty of water al-
ways at hand tl is believed (bat larger quan
tities of ergot may be taken for a long time
than when the water supply is deficient. Iv
cold winters, which occur over so much of
our cattle raising country, It is difficult to
induce the aa inula to lake sufficient water.
Holes cut through the lee soon freeze over,
and theweather Ir frequently so severe tbat
the c ittle willdrink only a few swallows of
water before they leave to seek shelter from
the cutting winds, nud when later on lvthe
day they try more water drinking, the holes
are frozen over. Where ergotism prevail-
the watering should receive close attention.
Kn-oTisU] c inprobably be entirely prevented

by cutting the hay before the seed have
formed. Both iv Missouri and IllinoisIfjw

the clearest examples of this. Hay com
po-ed of the same kind of seed and cut upon
the same lnnd was free fromergot or largely
iufested with it according nfi it had been
cut, green or ripe. This matter is worthy of
careful consideration. Hay cut green is
more digestible and every way more palal
able than that which is allowed to become
ripe md woody,ami the latter is much more
liable to produce severe disease-, such as in-
digestion and ergotism. This fatal disorder
may, therefore, be prevented in the future
by propox and careful msnagement.
