With a
cabinet made up in largo part of those
who were balloted for iiithe Chicago
Ciiuveiilion, Mi. Cleveland would in-
spire tlie country nt large with genu
mo eoiiMdeiiee. Nine Anierieiins out
of ten hope to see the noble and cotti-
mamling figures of Bayard, Thm-man,
Randall uml McDonald seatednroiind
tbe conncll board of the new Ueiuo-
cratie President. There are several
familiar and admirable niimes from
the South that would add to the feel-
ing of lio|m> and security thnt such a
caliiuel would excite inthe country.

There is one aspect of the mutter
which the New York llernU fails lo
aaWjltlMi uml thnt is that the Amer-
ican people nre very distrustful of
anything that looks like a political
bargain. Henry t'lay was instru-
mental in the election of John tjiiiney
Adams, and the mere suspicion of a
bargain in that instance killed both
Adams uml Clay. Coalition minis-
tries and cabinets are rarely success-
ful. 11l fact tliey never ure, either in
l''uro|Hi or America. The country
does not look for nny bigoted purli-
/.ansliip from President I'levelnnd,
bOt it will ex|s-el bin to give the |s'o-
ple a patriotic administration, sound-
lyItemocrutic to the core. While we
ure inno sense ungrateful lo the In-
dependent Republicans who helped
to give the vote of Hie State of New
York lo Cleveland uml Hendricks,

we yet helieve that they look lortheir
reward in a higher form than otliee.

It is understood thai a strong eflbti
willbe made at tbe coming session ol
Congress to create it District t'olirl of
tlie United States lor tlie Soiitliern
District ot California. This, move-
ment ought to he successful. The
enormity of compelling suitors logo
four or live hundred miles to obtains
hearing, together with the oppressive
costs necessarily incident to such a
system of litigation, is at last la'gin-
ning to attract great attention.
Allthat is needed to obtain a reme-
dy is a little energy on the part
of ourCalifornia representatives. This
"great boon may almost be bud for the
asking. Senator Millerbus expressed
himself as unreservedly in favor of
the measure and Senator Farley has
always, shown himself to he respon-
sive to the needs ol Southern Califor-
nia. The Hoard of Trade and Cham-
ber of Commerce of l.os Angeles
would do well to lake advantage of
the assembling of Congress to again
memorialise that body on the matter.
We should remember the venerable
adage tbat constant dropping will
wear away a stone.
