Wasiiinoton, Nov. 24.?Watson Squire,

Governor of Washington Territory, In his

annual report, says: "The manufacturing
Industries of the Territory have attained a
highly gratlfylug degree of Improvement,
that of lumber taking the lead. In many
cAse-the Indians are employed In prosper-
ously cultivating the soli, and itin believed
that the system of allotting a suitable quan-
titvof land to them In severalty, can and
oiiffhtto be encouraged. Ifthey could he In-
duced to concentrate and altogether aban-

"dou certain reservations itwould conduce
much to the development of the Territory
hv the settlement and cultivation of large
tracts of valuable laud now unproductive,"

Touching the Territorial law conferring
upon women (he right to vote, the
Governor says: "Although many of our
cltisens arc disposed to question the
wisdom of the law, especially when
attended with the requirement that women
should serve as Jurors, itmeets withthe ap-
proval of a large majority of the people, and(he women of the Territory are, for the moat
part, strongly desirous that the enactment
should be retained upon our statute books.
Thus far itseems attended with no import-
ant results unfavorable to the welfare of the
people of the Territory."

The report states that the value of assessed
property In the Territory Is $.'*,WR,*52, with
one county to be heard from. The Territory
Is entirely out of debt and on July 1,1884,
had a balance of $47,901 in the Treasury.

The population of the Territory is es-
timated at 150,000, aud the Governor In con-
clusion present* a number of reasons to snp-
port the claim of Washtugtou Territory for

admission intothe Union as a State.
