can sport, shining with the perspiration
which has been flowing freely. If you do
not believe in the equality of mnii. voiir
opinion might he hitliienced as you observe
tnemcome out of this bath. A few steps
beyond your grave you enter a plunge bath
of warm water. These baths are in tanks
constantly supplied with fresh water flowing
from nature's cauldron us uhove, Mere as If
by niaglc the mud melts off and your skinappears so soft and fair that you are almostmade vain by the contrast. From ihe tankyou step under n shower bath tempered to
suit tbe bather, hut Itshould cud withacoldshower lo close the pores, else perspiration
may continue and cold be taken.

Hut I am slaying too long lvthe hath and
must hurry on. The two-story hotel is a
